A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, AUGUST 27, 2013 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT: Mickey Thompson, member and Cheryl Cotner, member. Warren V. Nash, president, was not present.
OTHERS PRESENT:  Chris Gardner, Michael Hall, Fire Chief Juliot, Chris Koehler, Police Chief Knight, Major Whitlow, Colonel Pennell, Stan Robison, Linda Moeller, John Burger, Alicia Meredith,  David Duggins, Jessica Campbell, Trent Baker, David Brewer, Joe Ham and Vicki Glotzbach

CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Thompson called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:

1. IN-AWC re: Street Cut Permits for 2341 Willian Lane, 814 Culbertson Avenue, 4148 Reas Lane, 1905 E. Oak Street

Mr. Thompson stated that they are all main breaks that have been done.
Ms. Cotner moved to approve the above street cuts, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.
2. Becky Bundy, Resch Construction re: Scaffolding at 234 Pearl Street
Ms. Bundy stated that they have scaffolding assembled at 234 Pearl Street to do exterior brick work and it will be there for two to four weeks.  She added that they are blocking the sidewalk.   
Mr. Thompson asked if this restoration has been an ongoing project.

Ms. Bundy replied yes.

Mr. Thompson stated that this has already been approved so no action will need to be taken.  He said that he just asked Ms. Bundy to come before the board and give an update because they did erect the scaffolding and block the sidewalk but they already have it barricaded.

3. Vicki Glotzbach re: Downtown street closures for car show on September 21st from 12:00 p.m. until 6:00 p.m.

Ms. Glotzbach stated that the car show is actually from 2:00 p.m. until 6:00 p.m. and they would like to close off the streets at 12:00 p.m. to get set up.  She said that they would like to close Pearl Street from Spring Street to Main Street, Bank Street from Spring Street to Main Street and Market Street from State Street to Third Street.
Mr. Smith stated that he went to the businesses downtown and they are okay with it.

Ms. Cotner asked if there was anything going on at the Grand that weekend.

Mr. Smith stated that there is a wedding reception that evening but they have worked out the details to get their vendors in and out to set up.
Mr. Thompson asked if he was going to post no parking signs.
Mr. Smith replied yes.  He stated that he has the traffic division involved and they will take care of that on Friday.

Mr. Thompson asked if he wants barricades delivered on Friday night so they can set them out on Saturday.

Mr. Smith replied yes.  He said they will probably have to also block the alley on Spring Street between Bank Street and Pearl Street that runs up to Market Street.  He also stated that it won’t interfere with the Farmer’s Market because they close around 12:30 p.m. or 1:00 p.m.  He added that he will call dispatch when they are shutting it down and when they reopen.
Mr. Thompson asked how many they are expecting.

Mr. Smith replied anywhere from 150 to 200 cars.
Ms. Cotner moved to approve the street closures and the alley closure for the car show on September 21st, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.

4. Pat More with Duke Energy and Jay Boser with Energize Indiana re: Energy Efficiency Program 

Mr. More stated that they were before the board about a month ago to gain permission to canvass because he knows that solicitation is not allowed but they will not be selling anything.  He said that it is a matter of educating their customers on the Energy Efficiency Program which gives customers the opportunity to save on their electric bills.  He explained that their customers are already paying for these services through the rates that the Indiana Utilities Regulatory Commission has already approved so it is in the customer’s best interest to take advantage of this.  

Mr. Boser stated that their people are uniformed and have badges and before they would start, they would send IDs to the board.  He said that when they go to the door they identify themselves and briefly tell them about the program and leave a card or if they are interested they will sign them up.  He added that everyone gets a free CFL.
Ms. Cotner asked what hours they would be canvassing.

Mr. Boser stated that it would be from 10:00 a.m. to 8:00 p.m.
Mr. Thompson asked how many crews they have.
Mr. Boser replied that they typically have three to four crews and said that he can send a list of IDs for every crew member.  He stated that they will also send the police department the dates that they are going to canvass.
Police Chief Knight stated that they need to email her a schedule and a list of the crew members with IDs.
Mr. Thompson asked when they would like to start.

Mr. Boser replied that it would be a couple of weeks because they are still in Jeffersonville right now.
Mr. Thompson asked how long they anticipate it taking.

Mr. More replied approximately one month.

Mr. Thompson stated that the board doesn’t usually allow solicitation but this is not solicitation.  He said that this is notification and the public has a benefit from it so he doesn’t feel that the board should deny them.
Ms. Cotner moved to approve contingent upon a list of names and the dates they will be canvassing, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.

5. Leo Lopez with Habana Blues re: Street closure on Bank St. between Main and Market St. on September 3rd from 6 p.m. to 11 p.m.

Mr. Duggins stated that this is the 3rd anniversary for their restaurant and they would like to have a celebration on Tuesday, September 3rd from 6:00 p.m. until 11:00 p.m.  He said that it is a Tuesday night so there shouldn’t be any impact on other businesses in the downtown area.  He also said that it will be outdoor dining with some light music.

Ms. Cotner moved to approve the above street closure, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.

6. John Rosenbarger re: proposed change at the Burger King entrance on State Street
Mr. Rosenbarger stated that he and Mr. Wood have met with the individual that wants to relocate the Burger King entrance on the stub of Daisy Lane that leads up to Tuckers and the strip mall.  He added that he thinks that it will be a significant improvement.  He then asked the project manager to address the board.
Mr. Wilson stated that their plan is to start construction this Monday pending approval.  He said that it will be a four week construction schedule with the first two weeks of the restaurant opened while they work on the exterior and two weeks of the restaurant closed.
Mr. Thompson asked if they were going to have any closures on State Street.

Mr. Wilson replied no.  He said that they will be putting up temporary fencing across the whole Daisy Lane extension.
Mr. Thompson asked if there would be a problem with people getting to Tuckers and the strip mall.
Mr. Wilson replied no.

Mr. Thompson asked Mr. Rosenbarger if he and Mr. Wood gave it a favorable recommendation.

Mr. Rosenbarger replied yes. He said that they actually suggested it as a better point of entry.
Ms. Cotner moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.
7. Vicki Glotzbach re: Street closure at 902 Pine Street from 5:00 p.m. until 9:00 p.m. on Thursday, August 29th 

Ms. Glotzbach stated that she was contacted by the resident at 902 Pine Street who wanted to host a birthday party and requested to close the street from 5:00 p.m. until 9:00 p.m.  She said that it is a dead end street with a field behind it. 

Mr. Thompson asked if she had spoken to any other residents on that street.

Ms. Glotzbach replied that the resident indicated that it was a dead end road with a field and an abandoned home at the end of it.  She said that the resident didn’t speak to anyone on the street.  
Mr. Thompson stated that they will drop the barricades off but if anyone wants to get through, she will have to move them to let them through.
Ms. Cotner moved to approve the above street closure, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.

8. Shane Gibson or David Duggins re: Resolution on acquisition of property

Mr. Duggins stated that this property is 220 W. Daisy out in front of Camille Wright Pool and is one of the properties that has not been before the board for acquisition.  He said that it is an acquisition offer and they have been in active negotiation with the property owner for well over eight to nine months.  He said that they are at point where they are sending an offer but also beginning the Declaration of Intent to use Eminent Domain because the property has to be purchased for the pool site and this will move the process forward.  He also said that they have been dealing with Mr. Thomas and this has actually been asked for by his attorneys.  He asked for approval of the resolution from the board.
Mr. Thompson asked if the legal department has reviewed it.
Mr. Duggins stated that Mr. Gibson drafted and reviewed the documents.
Ms. Cotner moved to approve the resolution, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.

9. Joe LaRocca re: Selling parking spaces at YMCA lot during Harvest Homecoming

Mr. LaRocca stated that the past few years they have been selling the parking spots in the lots at Harvest Homecoming to raise funds to go towards the kids that they sponsor for the YMCA programs and memberships. He said that they would like to do it on Thursday 9:00 a.m.-5:00 p.m., Friday 9:00 a.m.-10:00 p.m., Saturday 11:00 a.m.-10:00 p.m. and Sunday 11:00 a.m-4:00 p.m.

Mr. Thompson stated that they typically just drop the barricades off.

Mr. LaRocca stated that they would keep Black Street open so that people can get in and out that way.
Ms. Cotner moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.

COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:

Mr. Griffin stated that he is representing Vectren for the bare steel cast iron project on Spring Street.  He said that they will have to jump over to Main Street when the city is ready to do that. 
Mr. Thompson stated that Vectren is doing a bare steel cast iron project where they replace the old steel line with cast iron.  He said that the plans have been reviewed and we have also asked them to help with the Main Street project and they have agreed to get Spring Street done before they move on to Main Street.     
Ms. Cotner moved to approve the cast iron replacement project, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.
OLD BUSINESS:

1. Rob Beckmann with Windstream re: Underground fiber installation
Mr. Thompson stated that this has not been reviewed yet so he asked that it be kept on old business.

2. Crystal Reardon with Café 27 re: Alley closure at 145 E. Main Street on October 10th – 13th 

Ms. Reardon stated that she was returning because the board was supposed to give her an answer today.  She said that she has spoken with Mr. Koehler as to the plans that would be necessary to do that.  She also said that she spoke with the president of Harvest Homecoming and they were trying to find ways to redirect traffic to make it safe.  She stated that if the plan for the alley is not acceptable, there is a parking lot directly behind her that she is trying to rent from its owner.    
Mr. Koehler stated that they would rather see her have the tent behind her building in the parking lot versus closing the alley.  He said that the alley is an access point for the fire department while the streets are closed for Harvest Homecoming. He stated that it would suit the fire department better is she had it in the parking lot behind her building.

Ms. Reardon stated that her dilemma is that she is not sure that she will be allowed to rent the parking lot.  She said that she is in active negotiations with him right now but there is no guarantee.  She added that she would really hate to see an opportunity for her brand new downtown business get passed up.

Mr. Thompson stated that he would hate to see her miss out on something as well but if the fire department is expressing concern with the tent being there then he doesn’t see how the board can approve it.

Fire Chief Juliot stated that one of their concerns is that there is such a massive amount of people down there during that time and that is one of their access points if they did have an emergency.  

Ms. Reardon stated that she understands what is being said but if you go down Bank Street, the booths stop before her parking lot so the fire department could get in that way.  

Mr. Koehler stated that he was down there this morning taking pictures and measurements and they wouldn’t be able to get a fire truck through that parking lot with cars parked in it.  He said that they could use Bank Street but it still puts them further than 150 ft. away from the all the buildings along the back of Pearl Street and the fire code states that they need to have access within 150 ft. of any of the buildings.         
Ms. Reardon asked if she has it in front of her building on the sidewalk, how much she is allowed to block off.
Mr. Thompson stated that ADA requires that you have a 36 in. walkway.
Mr. Koehler stated that if the curb is above 6 in. then you have to a 42 in. walkway for ADA.  He also stated that the entry way of the business would have to be a clear shot.
Ms. Reardon said that it would be.
Mr. Thompson stated that she could put something together based on what she has been told and bring it back to the board.
Ms. Cotner moved to deny the alley closure, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.

3. Edwards Moving re: Indiana Landmark’s request to relocate house from 1815 Shelby Street to 1718 Shelby via Bulldog Alley

Mr. Robison stated that he has reviewed this item and it is okay.
Mr. Sekula stated that they are prepared to submit building permit information as soon as they get approval from this board.  He also stated that the target date is now September 19th and will likely be in the afternoon after schools hours.
Ms. Cotner asked if they have been in touch with the school and they are okay with it.

Mr. replied yes.
Mr. Thompson asked how long it will take them to get it moved.

Mr. Sekula replied about an hour and a half.

Mr. Thompson asked if Bulldog Alley would have to be closed.

Mr. Sekula replied yes.  He stated that it would have to be closed from the house to the west.  He added that they would be happy to distribute flyers to homeowners saying that there is no parking in the alley on that day.

Mr. Thompson said that they may want to do that because he does remember some people parking in the alley. 
Ms. Cotner moved to approve the request to relocate the house on Shelby Street and close Bulldog Alley, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.

TABLED ITEMS:

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:

Mr. Ham stated that tomorrow after 9:00 a.m. they will be closing down one lane on Old Vincennes to repair a culvert under the road and will reopen around 3:00 p.m.

Mr. Hall stated that they are showing a movie at the amphitheater on Friday night.  He said that it is The Pirates Band of Misfits and everything will start around 9:00 p.m. with the movie starting shortly thereafter.
Mr. Rosenbarger stated that JTL took a look at the prints from Zayo and said that basically if we have it in writing that they will move upon the city’s pleasure then our liabilities will be greatly reduced.  He said that he drafted three or four things that he sent that would incorporate that gentleman’s proposal.
Mr. Thompson stated that he printed the emails where he assured us and asked if it should be given to the clerk.

Mr. Rosenbarger replied yes and stated that he would ask him to embody those conditions into an email or a commitment on his part to list those for the record.  He said that they should list that they would stay within the right-of-way, that they would repair anything damaged to equal or greater condition and that they would move upon the city’s orders. He then explained that this is a fiber optics company that wants to hook up IUS to Sixth Street and Spring Street AT&T.  He said that they are going to go underground with it a great deal of the way on Slate Run Road to Beharrell and then from Beharrell to Spring Street and Sixth Street.
Ms. Cotner moved to approve Zayo’s request to install fiber optics from Spring Street to IUS contingent upon Mr. Rosenbarger’s conditions, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.
Mr. Gardner stated that Cabo Wabo has requested to hang a sign on the overlook from now until their event on September 7th.  He said that they are doing a fundraiser for the Animal Shelter and the Animal Rescue League.  He also said that the Business and Professional Women have an event that morning and if it doesn’t interfere with their event, he would like to get approval to hang the sign. 
Mr. Thompson suggested that he get in touch with the Business and Professional Women to make sure that they don’t have a problem with it.
Ms. Cotner moved to approve CaBo Wabo sign as long as it doesn’t interfere with Business and Professional Women’s 5K, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.
