A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, SEPTEMBER 10, 2013 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT: Mickey Thompson, member and Cheryl Cotner, member. Warren V. Nash, president, was not present.

OTHERS PRESENT:  Chris Gardner, Michael Hall, Fire Chief Juliot, Police Chief Knight, Major Whitlow, Colonel Pennell, Joe Ham, Stan Robison, Linda Moeller, John Burger, David Hall, Alicia Meredith, David Brewer, Trent Baker, Jessica Campbell and Vicki Glotzbach

CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Thompson called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:
Item #1 - Nathan Little with WXVW radio re: Use of the Amphitheatre on October 2, 2013 for concert. 
Not Present.
Item #2 - Ron Beckman with Windstream regarding fiber optic cable installation
Mr. Beckman stated that they are requesting to install fiber optic cable underground.  He said that he submitted a revised set of prints for the board to review.   

Mr. Thompson asked if he had a letter.

Mr. Beckman presented the letter to him. 
Mr. Thompson stated that the board will need a letter on Windstream’s letterhead stating that they are doing the work in the right-of-way and that if it needs to be moved, it will be moved at Windstream’s expense.  He also stated that the letter needs to state that they will replace anything to its original state or better. 

Ms. Cotner moved to approve Windstream fiber optic cable installment contingent upon receiving a letter on their letterhead with conditions set out above, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.
Item #3 - Vicki Glotzbach for Hispanic Ministries re: Street closures on September 14th for Latin Festival 
Ms. Gonzalez stated they are requesting to have the Latin Festival on September 14th and will need the street closed from 5:30 p.m. until 10:30 p.m.  She also requested that a police officer be present. 

Chief Juliot stated that the location they are requesting to close is E. 8th Street between Spring Street and Elm Street.
Police Chief Knight stated that she would have someone there.
Ms. Cotner moved to approve the street closure on E. 8th Street between Spring Street and Elm Street, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.
Item #4 - Vicki Glotzbach re: 337 E 15th Street Driveway
Ms. Glotzbach stated that her office was contacted regarding the driveway at 337 E. 15th Street.  She said that there used to be yellow striping and the word driveway at the entrance so that people wouldn’t park there and block them in.  She explained that Vectren did some work there and tore it up but didn’t return it to its original state.  She said that the resident is asking that the city or Vectren replace the striping and paint the word driveway.
Mr. Thompson stated that he would check into it. 

COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Mr. Triplett, TSI stated that he wanted to make the board aware of the sewer project on Captain Frank Road that they will be working on.  He said that it does not get into the roadway and is in the rear easement so there will not be any street cuts or lane closures.

Ms. Day stated that the city passed an ordinance on portable signs some years ago and it allowed for a permit to have a portable sign in front of a business for one month but then would have to be removed for a month.  She explained that she has a list of places along the city’s main streets where there have been signs for over four years and have never been moved.  She then asked the board why that isn’t enforced.
Ms. Cotner stated that she believes that Ms. Day has been in touch with Mr. Streips regarding this.  

Ms. Day stated that she has been in touch with every person that has been in charge of that office for the last four years.  She added that she has spoken with Mr. Brewer and the last one that she has spoken with is our mayor.  She also stated that she has left a list of the locations twice.
Mr. Thompson asked what they told her.

Ms. Day stated that each person said that they would get on it.
Mr. Brewer stated that he talked to zoning about it and he knows that they were working on it so he would check into it.
Ms. Watts stated that she was present because of the same two properties from last week.  She said that West Nile has been found and she is asking the city to get rid of the old tires on the property and anything that holds water.  She also said that the mosquitoes are terrible around there and she is really concerned.    

Mr. Brewer stated that is a Josh McCool property and it is up for tax sale. He stated that they have torn down several of his properties.  He said that they are working on his properties and will not let up.
Ms. Watts asked if the houses are sold, would the new owner have to have them inspected and brought up to code.

Mr. Brewer replied yes.
Mr. Dale stated that he was present to complain about the speeders on Lynnwood Drive.  He said that Chief Knight did have a patrol officer in his drive about three months ago.  He stated that he has left messages for Chief Knight and Major Whitlow to do that again and has not heard from them.  He explained that the speed limit is 25 mph and some cars are doing 40-45 mph.  He said that there are walkers on that street and it is very dangerous and he is afraid that someone is going to get hurt.  
Mr. Thompson asked if it is occurring during the time frame of 3:00 p.m. – 5:00 p.m.

Mr. Dale replied yes.

Mr. Thompson stated that Police Chief Knight and Major Whitlow will check into it.  He also stated that he will go out and check the street to make sure that there is adequate signage. 

Mr. Dale stated that there is signage but it makes no difference.  He said that he would really appreciate anything the police department can do for them.
OLD BUSINESS:
Item #1 - Salon b Sign
Mr. Brewer stated that it is mounted well and is okay. 
Ms. Cotner move to approve with the condition that Mr. Streips gets with them, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.

TABLED ITEMS:

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
Mr. Hall stated that he has two banner requests for Harvest Homecoming and stated that the first request is for Elm Street coming off of the 64 ramp from September 23rd – October 13th.  He said that the second request is for Spring Street from September 23rd – October 13th.  
Mr. Thompson asked Mr. Hall if he told them that they need to have their banners repaired.

Mr. Hall stated that he spoke with Ms. White and she said that they ordering new ones this year.  He then stated that he has a third banner request for Spring Street on October 15th – October 28th for Trunk or Treat.

Ms. Cotner moved to approve the two banner requests for Harvest Homecoming and one banner request for Trunk or Treat, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.
Ms. Glotzbach stated that the board needs to approve the relocation of the October 8th board of works meeting.  She said that the meeting will take place in the old commissioner’s room on the 2nd floor.

Ms. Cotner moved to approve the relocation of the October 8th board of works meeting, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.

Mr. Thompson stated that he has a contract from JTL to do inspection and design work for paving and sidewalks.
Mr. Silliman stated that Gohman was the low bidder at just over $1.8M for the EDIT paving project that included about $380,000.00 of sidewalk work so the contract is to go through and provide periodic inspections on the sidewalk construction and observe paving.  He added that they will review pay applications and evaluate the streets that the city chooses to have paved.   

Mr. Thompson stated that this is necessary because we are doing $2M in work on paving and sidewalk and we want to make sure that we have an inspector.  He also stated that the legal department reviewed it and it is all in order.
Ms. Cotner moved to approve the contract with Jacobi, Toombs & Lanz, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.
