Mr. Thompson called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:

Item  #1 - Walt Dries with Providence re: Blue Pride Stride Festival of Colors 5K on November 16, 2013, to start at the Amphitheatre
Mr. Dries stated that the color run is an event where colored powder is thrown in the air and the powder remains on the participants creating a rainbow effect. He explained that they are asking for the amphitheater for November 16, 2013 from 12:00-3:00 p.m. with November 23rd as a rain date. He stated that they have plenty of volunteers for the event so they won’t need much from the City other than the space. 
Mr. Gardner stated that both dates are available.
Mr. Thompson asked if anyone had questions about the powder or cleanup.  
Mr. Dries stated that they intend to put down plastic sheeting at each marker to minimize it as best they can. He explained that it is corn starch and will dissolve after a rain event without harming the grass. 
Mr. Gardner asked that the participants be respectful of the restroom facilities. 
Mr. Dries stated that they plan to use Port-a-Pots so that the powder wouldn’t be an issue in the City facility. 
Ms. Cotner moved to approve the Blue Pride Stride Festival, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries. 
Item #2 - Eric Ferree with Vectren re: Street Cut permits for 619 W. Spring Street, 425 W 8th Street, 2011 Old Vincennes Road, 1916 Bono Road, 1759 McDonald Lane.  Sidewalk permits for 39 Valley View Court and 40 Valley View Court.
Mr. Ferree presented the requested cut locations to the board for approval. 

Mr. Thompson stated that they would need a lane closure on McDonald Lane.

Mr. Ferree stated that they will have traffic control as needed.
Mr. Thompson asked when the work would begin. 
Mr. Ferree stated within the next two weeks. 
Mr. Thompson asked that they notify him before the start the work. 

Ms. Cotner moved to approve the above Street Cuts and Sidewalk Cuts, M second, motion carries.
Item #3 - Vicki Glotzbach re: Martin Drive and issues with Southern Indiana Waste 
Ms. Glotzbach explained that Gary Starks came into the office to complain about oil type spills left on their street by Southern Indiana Waste. She stated that Mr. Starks said he got in contact with SIW who explained that they were going to pressure wash the stains but that didn’t remove them from the street. She explained that he feels that they should be responsible for repaving the streets because these streets were recently paved and the spills have taken away from the quality of the street and destroyed the work that was done with the taxpayer’s money. She presented a copy of his email with photos for the board. 
Brian Slade with Southern Indiana Waste explained that their hydraulic line broke and that is where the fluid came from. He stated that they have made three trips there to try to rectify the problem and hired Precision Power Washing to clean the road on August 26th and September 12th. He presented the invoice for this work to the board. He explained that there are three primary spots on that block and once the driver realized what was happening he stopped the truck but the drops expanded and made them look larder. He stated that they hate that this happened but it was an accident and they are open to any ideas to help clean it up. 
Mr. Thompson stated that the fire department uses oil dry when there are car accidents and fluids from the vehicle leak onto the pavement and they can try that out to see if it will work. 
Item #4 - Fire Chief Juliot re: Physical Fitness Program, Promotion System and Promotion Request.
Fire Chief Juliot asked to promote Ladderman Jake Barnes C-Crew to Probationary Battalion Chief of Training effective September 16th. He explained that he will come back in one yeaer to request his permanent position. 
Ms. Cotner moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.
Item, #5 - Vicki Glotzbach re: Banner for Culbertson Mansion on Main Street from September 27th through October 31st
Ms. Glotzbach stated that the date is available and they usually put it up for the entire month.

Item #6 - IN-AWC re: Street cut permits at 2217 Ekin Ave., 302 Pearl St., and Ekin & McDonald

Item #7 - Suzanne Smeltz re: Approval for horse & carriage rides during Harvest Homecoming

Mr. Sanders, Paul Primavera explained that he that he was present to get the plat signed for University Station which is behind McDonalds and Taco Bell. He stated that there are no new curb cuts and there will be minimal impact.
