A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, OCTOBER 1, 2013 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT: Mickey Thompson, member and Cheryl Cotner, member. Warren V. Nash, president, was not present.

OTHERS PRESENT:  Police Chief Knight, Major Whitlow, Colonel Pennell, Sergeant Parsons, Krisjans Streips, Michael Hall, David Hall, Fire Marshal Koehler, Trent Baker, Jessica Campbell, John Burger, Linda Moeller and Vicki Glotzbach
CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Thompson called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:
Item #1 - Judy Liles re: Having alleyway cleared at 514 E. Elm St. 
Ms. Liles explained that she has attempted to have a ramp put in her front yard but the hill is too steep. She stated that a ramp could be put in the back yard and requested that the alleyway be cleared so that she could have access to her yard. 
Mr. Thompson stated that he met with Ms. Lyles and checked to see if the alley had been vacated and it hasn’t but they neighbors do have fences touching the property and it is very overgrown. 
Ms. Liles stated that she spoke with the neighbors and they are willing to relinquish any part of it to help her have access.
Mr. Thompson stated that he would have to have something in writing from the neighbors with their contact information so they he can touch base with them.
Ms. Cotner moved to take under advisement so Mr. Thompson can look into it further, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.
Item #2 - Shane Jenkins with Vectren re: Street cut permit at 423 E. Daisy Lane, 1443 Slate Run Rd, 3112 Hickory Grove., 1671 Silver Creek Drive  and sidewalk cut permit at 1711 Grantline Road
Mr. Jenkins presented the board with street cut requests from Vectren and explained that the cut for Daisy Lane will actually be on Schell Lane to retire a line and the cut at 3112 was an emergency cut that has already been done and repaired. 
Ms. Cotner moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.
Item #3 - Officer Perry Parsons re: Reducing speed limit to 20 mph in front of New Albany High School 
Sergeant Parsons stated that he is the Resource Officer for New Albany High School and explained that there was an accident on March 14th where a teacher was struck by a car in front of the school. He stated that he noticed that drivers just simply can’t see the students or teachers in the crosswalk in time to slow down and by the time they do see them it is too late. He explained that Indiana Code allows for them to change the speed limits on a street which a school is located with certain conditions including no less that 20 mph and he thinks reducing it to 20mph will increase safety in this area. 
Mr. Thompson asked if he wants to reduce it between the existing flashing lights.
Sergeant Parsons stated yes and added that the speed limit should be posted at all times because the high school has so many events.
Mr. Thompson stated that they have reviewed this to make sure it was something the City could do without a traffic study but he would still like to run it by a few others and recommended taking it under advisement.
Ms. Cotner moved to take under advisement, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.
Item #4 - Jacqueline Middleton re: Hosting a church revival
Ms. Middleton stated that she is a new pastor in the area and would like to host a church revival on October 16th – 19th.  She explained that she called the Parks Department and they suggested that she come to the Board of Works to see if there is any place available.
Ms. Cotner asked if she has a church.
Ms. Middleton explained that she doesn’t have a church as of yet but she is working towards it. She asked if there was any way to use the amphitheater. 
Mr. Thompson stated that they do allow individuals to use the amphitheater but Mr. Gardner isn’t here to check the schedule. 

Ms. Middleton stated that her organization is called ANew Life Ministries
Ms. Cotner moved to take under advisement so that they can check availability, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.
Item #5 - IN-AWC re: Street cut request for 2023 Ekin Avenue
Mr. Thompson stated that the work has been done.
Ms. Cotner moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.
Item #6 - Harry Ross re: Boat dock at launching ramp 
Not Present.
Item #7 - TSI Paving re: Emergency Street Cut at 1808 Elm Street
Mr. Thompson stated that this was an emergency repair and the work is already done.  
Ms. Cotner moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.
Item #8 - Dottie Batliner re: Vendor’s Permit 
Ms. Batliner stated that she has a hotdog cart and they have been working at the farmer’s market since May. She explained that the market is getting ready to close for the year and they wanted to see about taking their cart to other events in the City. She stated that she does have temporary permit from the Health Department because she wasn’t doing this fulltime.  She explained that she was told that there used to be a man that set up on the corner by the courthouse and she would like to do something like that. 
Mr. Thompson stated that she would have to get a permanent permit from the Health Department and insurance before they could approve anything. He explained that she might have to name the City as an also insured but he will have to look at that for her. 
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Patricia Watts stated that she wanted thank everyone that has helped to cleaned up the properties in her neighborhood. 
OLD BUSINESS:
Item #1 - Martin Drive Pavement
Mr. Thompson stated that he went out and looked at it and where the oil-dry stayed on the street it does look better but there are spots where it didn’t stay that are still stained. He explained that he would check with Brian Slade to see if he has heard any more from the resident. 
Item #2 - Sculpture on sidewalk at 118 W. Main St.
Ms. Cotner stated that she spoke with Mike Wimer and he is going to prepare a rendering and contact the board when he is ready to come back. 
Item #3 - Pink Scissors in front of downtown salons
