PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:
Item #1 - Susan Kaempfer re: Farmer’s Market on October 12th 

Ms. Kaempfer stated that they have a handful of farmers that would like to sell produce on Saturday but they don’t have enough to be part of Harvest. She explained that they would like to set up in front of their building at 210 E.  3rd Street from 9:00 a.m. – 12:00 p.m. but they would be blocking the sidewalk for about 40 feet. 
Ms. Cotner moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries
Item #2 - Kelly Carnighan re: Street closure at Spring Street Hill Road October 26th 
Mr. Carnighan with the Silver Hills Historical Society stated that they would like to host another Fall Line Tour around Silver Hills and they would like to close Spring Street Hill again from 10:00 a.m. – 3:00 p.m. He explained that their last event was very successful. 

Mr. Nash asked about signage
Mr. Carnighan stated that they had signs up about a week before and the City provided roadblocks. He explained that they will take down that section of guardrail and put it back up the next day. 

Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries
Item #3 - Debora Henry re: 1500 block of E. Elm St. trash in the alley and public trash cans on the block 
Ms. Henry stated that she is before the board today to express concern about the daycare on Elm Street. She explained that the property is trashed and the children are often unsupervised and there is a power line attached the back of the building. She asked if they could get a trash can by the Dollar General store as well to give some relief to the residence from having to clean-up after others. 

Mr. Thompson stated that they could put in a can to see if it would help. 

Mr. Nash asked if Mr. Brewer were addressed her code enforcement issues. 
Ms. Henry stated that they were. She asked how they could enforce the speed limit after the tracks going towards Vincennes. 

Major Whitlow stated that he would look into the issue. 
Ms. Henry stated that they have a lot of rental properties on the 1500 Block of Elm and they have persistent police calls in this area and she would think there would be a way to hold the landlords more accountable. 
Item #4 - Theresa Hebert re: Miles for Merry Miracles banner request for Main Street for event on November 30th
Ms. Hebert asked the board to hang a banner on Spring Street for their event on November 30th. She explained that they would like to hang it from November 11-30.  

Ms. Cotner moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries
Item #5 - Vicki Glotzbach re: Installing “permit parking” signs only in employee lot along W. 1st Street only and restriping lot. 
Mrs. Glotzbach stated that they are having a lot of issues with the employee lot and they would like to get signs posted in between the parking spaces to see if that will alleviate some of the problems.  

Mr. Thompson explained that there are large signs at each entrance but people are ignoring them. 
Item #6 - Vicki Glotzbach re: 2 Hour parking not being enforced at 520 Vincennes in front of Box of Chocolate and beside employee parking lot. 
Mrs. Glotzbach stated that the owner of Box of Chocolates came in to ask if they could do anything about the 2 hour limit not being enforces in front of her business. She explained that she is having issues with customers not having a place to park. 
Mr. Thompson stated that he would get with Major Whitlow about this issue. 
Item #7 - Al Cardoso re: Sidewalk cut at 1118 Clark St. 
Mr. Cardoso explained that he would like permission to cut a foot section out of the sidewalk to extend the pipe coming out of the downspout to the curb. He stated that he asked for them to do it last time and was told that they couldn’t so he would like to get it taken care of. 

Mr. Thompson asked to take this under advisement so that he can come out and take a look. 
Item #8 - IN-AWC re: Street cuts at 729 Young Street and 1409 Vine Street. 
Mr. Thompson stated that these have already been done. 

Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries
Item #9 - Bernardin, Lochmueller & Associates re: LPA Contract for ROW Services & Acquisition Costs for McDonald Lane
Mr. Duggins stated that this will go before the Redevelopment Commission for funding this afternoon and Mr. Rosenbarger is here if they have any specific questions. He explained that this is the continuation of the right-of-way acquisition for McDonald Land project and it will be paid for out of the TIF’s. He stated that once this is done it will be turned over to INDOT for the construction phase. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve subject to approval by NARC, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries
Item #10 - Jacobi, Toombs & Lanz re: LPA Consultant  Contract, Supplement No.1 for ROW Engineering for Grant Line Rd.(Beechwood-McDonald
Mr. Duggins stated that this is the step before right-of-way engineering to start the second phase of Grantline Road and McDonald Lane. He stated that this is the step before acquisition. 

Mr. Nash asked about the time frame for this. 

Mr. Rosenbarger stated that it takes about 6 months. 

Mr. Nash asked about completion of both projects. 

Mr. Rosenbarger stated that McDonald. Lane could go under construction as early as next year and 2015 for Grantline. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve subject to approval by NARC, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries

COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:

Nicholas Scott Lenfert explained that the sewer line busted at 619 West Spring and he wanted to request a permit to cut in the sidewalk to replace it. He stated that they are doing the work themselves and they will make sure to check all the codes on this. 

Mr. Thompson stated that he will get with them regarding the specs on how the sidewalk has to be put back. 

Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, all voted in favor. 

William Transue explained that there is a speeding problem on East Elm Street and many cars have been totaled and/or damaged because of this speeding. He stated that they have come to the City on and off over the years but nothing has taken care of the issue permanently and these short fixes will only get worse once the bridges go in. He asked the board to take their concern under advisement and do something about the speeding problems in that area. He thanked Mr. Thompson for the work that was done removing a tree across the street from him and stated that the gentleman that did the work was very professional and knowledgeable. 

Don Harshey stated that they would like to do a Veteran’s Day Salute on November 10th at the Bicentennial Park and presented an outline of what they want to do that day. He explained that he would come back with a report in November regarding street closures that they would need. 

Mr. Thompson stated that they need to take this under advisement until they work out all the details. 

Ms. Cotner stated that they still do not have a policy for the use of the park. 

Alicia Meredith stated that several residents have complained about cars parking at Cannon Acres from across the street as well as dump trash and ride over the field in their vehicles. She explained that she went out this morning and you can tell that they are spinning out in the field and parking lot and there was a bunch of trash left behind. She stated that they have put in a camera and put up signs and they were removed as well as having someone speak to them and the individuals responsible were very rude and disrespectful. She explained that she doesn’t know what the next step is but maybe a few of the department heads along with the police could go have a conversation with them about these issues. 
Major Whitlow stated that he has sent officers out but they haven’t witnessed any of these activities. He suggested that they put out concrete barriers that they can’t remove and meet with them to see if they can come to a resolution. 
OLD BUSINESS:
Item #1 - Martin Drive Pavement
Mr. Thompson stated that he hasn’t checked it again since the first time so this needs to stay on old business. 
Item #2 - Pink Scissors in front of downtown salons 
Mr. Thompson stated that they are waiting to see a chalk sample before they make a decision. 
Item #3 - Alleyway cleared at 514 E. Elm St. 
Mr. Thompson asked that this stay on old business because it is not as simple as just clearing the growth. 
Item #4 - Reducing speed limit to 20 mph in front of New Albany High School
Mr. Thompson stated that they looked at it and they do recommend that this be done. 

Major Whitlow stated that it should have been posted as a school zone all along. 

Ms. Cotner moved approve, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor. 
Item #5 - Church revival at New Albany Amphitheater
Mr. Gardner stated that these dates are available for October 16-19 from 5:00-8:00 p.m.

Mr. Thompson asked if it mattered that she doesn’t have a church but that she was planning to get one started. 

Ms. Cotner moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries. 
TABLED ITEMS:

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
Michael Hall informed the board that the Bicentennial Park will be open during Harvest Homecoming. He requested approval to close the normal streets for the Harvest Homecoming booths and stated that he would get a map of that too the board. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the street closures, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries. 
Mr. Ham stated that they would start their annual leaf pick-up next week and explained that the City would have to Vac Trucks operating until December but they do encourage residents to bag up their leaves and small limbs and Southern Indiana Waste will pick them up. 

Mr. Nash asked for an update regarding the flood conditions over the weekend. 

Mr. Ham stated that they had two calls, one from Falling Run but none of it got into any homes. He explained that they had water go over Grantline for a brief time and the system was able to handle it. 
Deputy Chief Gadd requested the board’s approval for a voluntary reduction in rank for Chris Wiseman from Captain to Sergeant effective January 1, 2014. 

Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.   
Mrs. Glotzbach presented a request from Mark Bartley for a dumpster permit located at the corner of 9th and Main beginning on October 15th. 

Mr. Thompson stated that he thinks it is the parking lane right next to his house on 9th but he will ride by and make sure that is right. 

Ms. Cotner moved to approve subject to approval by the Street Commissioner, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries. 

Mr. Thompson stated that the Council voted down a traffic study for two-way streets because a couple of the members weren’t present for this particular vote but the Board of Works still wants to take a look at this and find a way to do something about this situation and from what was said at the first meeting regarding this a majority of the Council wants this as well.
