
A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, OCTOBER 15, 2013 AT 10:00 A.M.

CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:

Item #1 - IN-AWC re: 1507 Vine Street, 1717 East Oak Street, 2523 Larkwood Drive, 1759 McDonald Lane
Mr. Thompson stated that they were all main leaks that have already been repaired. 

Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.

COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:

Bill Transue asked why this issue he brought before the board wasn’t on old business. 
Major Whitlow stated that because of Harvest Homecoming they didn’t get to start on this but they will start work up there as soon as they get their printers functioning. 
Mr. Transue read a letter to the board expressing his dissatisfaction that nothing had been done about any of the issues that he brought before the board last week. He stated that the speeding is out of control and it needs to be addressed. He asked that they keep the residents in mind when the issue of turning the one-way streets into two-way is brought to them and not just the whims of the politicians. 
Mr. Nash stated that the reason that nothing was done is because their resources were strained to the limit with the Harvest Homecoming Festivals. 
Mr. Transue stated that it seems like the only place they pay attention to is the downtown area and it isn’t right. 

Mr. Nash assured him that they care about the entire City and hopefully he will see something being done this week.  

Chris Baueh stated that she is purchasing a property on Union Street and she has some safety concerns with the lack of security lights in the back alley towards the school. She explained that sidewalk is also in really bad shape and is dangerous so she hopes it is in their plans to fix. 
Mr. Thompson stated that he will go out and look at the lighting to see if there is anything that can be added.
Rod Lee with Vectren presented three street cuts and three sidewalk cuts for the board’s approval. He explained that there are three retirements and two leaks.

Mr. Thompson asked if West Main was in the street.

Mr. Lee stated that it was. 

Mr. Thompson explained that is State Highway so they would have to contact them for permission on that one.    

Mr. Thompson moved to approve the street and sidewalk cuts with the exception of the one on Main Street, Ms. Cotner, motion carries. 

Jason Piper stated that he is with American Contractors and they are working on the Sherman Minton Bridge and would like to get permission to access under the bridge in the grassy areas for small equipment to be able to do the steel repairs. He explained that any of the grass area that they tear up they would fix and they would be in there about 1-2 weeks. 
Mr. Thompson asked if they are going to park their equipment on street.
Mr. Piper stated that they could stage it wherever the City wants and they could put some fencing around it.
Mr. Gardner stated that he met with Jeff regarding this and suggested that they need to come before the board for this. He explained that he was assured that they wouldn’t be closing the road and would be working from the floodwall. 
Mr. Nash asked if they would do any damage to the flood wall
Mr. Piper stated that they would not. 

Mr. Gardner stated that the only issue is that there is a skate park there and so they might want to keep their equipment covered and secure because they have had issued with vandalism. 
OLD BUSINESS:

Item #1 - Martin Drive Pavement
Mr. Thompson stated that he hasn’t been back over yet to check this. 

Item #2 - Pink Scissors in front of downtown salons 
Mr. Thompson stated that she did a cutout of the scissors and hung them in the window so they can take this off. 

Item #3 - Alleyway cleared at 514 E. Elm St.
Mr. Thompson stated that  this needs to stay on because he hasn’t gotten anything done yet. 

Item #4 - 2 Hour parking not being enforced at 520 Vincennes

Major Whitlow stated that Paul Speights is going to develop a plan to start patrolling the area.
Mr. Thompson stated that he is going to make sure the signs are there. 
Item #5 - Sidewalk cut at 1118 Clark St
Mr. Thompson asked that this stay on. 

Item #6 - Veteran’s Day Salute
 
Mr. Thompson stated that they are still waiting on more information on this one.
