 A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, OCTOBER 22, 2013 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT: Mickey Thompson, member and Cheryl Cotner, member. Warren V. Nash, President was not present.

CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Thompson called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:
Item #1 – Dave Duggins re: Arts Council of Southern Indiana Loan Policy

Mr. Duggins explained that the Arts Council hasn’t had a chance to meet but they have a unique opportunity to accept a significant piece of art into the community in the Bicentennial Park.
Julie Schweitzer explained that the piece is a work by Barney Bright who is the same artist that did the piece in front of the Library. She stated that this was one of his major first commissions and was donated by PNC and is excellent condition.  She explained that they have put it on a limestone pedestal titled “Landscape” and it is a female figure. She stated that it is valued at about $120,000.00 and they are very lucky to have gotten it.
Mr. Duggins asked about maintenance as far as cleaning on the piece.

Ms. Schweitzer stated that Bright Foundry is going to check on it annually to clean and re-wax it and will give them a report on the cleaning as well. 

Ms. Newkirk spoke in support of the art piece and stated that with the renovation of businesses and now the addition of public art and these things really draws people to the downtown area.   

Ms. Harrison stated that she likes to think about the metropolitan area and Barney Bright did the “Louisville Clock” piece on 4th Street and to her it is an exciting piece and really puts the area together and this will help unify New Albany with that. 
Ms. Cotner asked about insurance.
Mr. Duggins replied it will fall under the property and casualty and it is a permanent loan so as to protect the piece in the future. 
Mr. Thompson stated that fortunately they haven’t had any problems with vandalism at the park so the piece should be safe. 

Mr. Duggins stated that this has been reviewed by the attorney and he would recommend approval. 
Ms. Cotner moved to accept the loan and placement in Bicentennial Park Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.
Item #2 - Michael Wimmer re: WE Studio sculpture by NA Exchange 
Mr. Wimmer stated that it is very exciting for the City that they have two art projects on the agenda today. He explained that he gave out footprints to the layout to his project last time for the sculpture going in front of the NA Exchange and they asked for a drawing and presented the board with the actual design of the piece. He stated that it will be made of steel and stainless steel for an industrial look to go with the building. 
Mr. Thompson asked if there was a time frame for this project. 
Mr. Wimmer stated that they haven’t gotten that far yet. 
Mr. Thompson asked how they will anchor the base. 
Mr. Wimmer stated that they will be using strike anchors that are hammered down and then bolted to the sidewalk. He explained that if it is every removed it would just need concrete filler. 
Mr. Thompson stated that they would take this under advisement and get back with him. 
Mr. Wimmer explained that he has been working on a community art project for over a year and wanted to know where the old bus benches were that were removed from downtown and if they can be used for his project. 
Mr. Thompson stated that he can let him know how many there are but putting them back out would require permission from the City. 

Mr. Wimmer stated that these would be art projects from junior and high school kids and they would be functional so he would love to sit down and discuss it with Mr. Thompson. 

Item #3 - Jesse Farnsley/Hope Stacy re: Requesting permission to use Amphitheatre for wedding 
Mr. Farnsley stated that they wouldn’t use any permanent decorations or anything on the ceiling. 
Ms. Cheryl asked for the date. 
Mr. Farnsley stated that it is March 8th at around 3:00 p.m. and they would need it for a few hours to set up and clean up. 
Mr. Gardner stated that the amphitheatre is available that day and time.
Ms. Cotner moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.
Item #4 - Dave Kerr re: Block Party on Glenwood Court on October 26th 
Mr. Kerr stated that they have had an October Festival/Block Party on Glenwood for the last 8 years and this year it begins around 4:00 p.m. and goes until 10:00 p.m.  He asked for barriers just for safety precautions and they wouldn’t really need the street blocked off. 
Ms. Cotner moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.
Item #5 - IN-AWC re: Street Cut permits for 1015 Griffin Street, 52 ½ East 18th Street.
Mr. Thompson stated that these have already been done.
Ms. Cotner moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.
Item #6 - Set Trick-or-Treat hours. 
Major Whitlow stated that the hours that they used last year worked fine 
Ms. Cotner moved to approve the hours from 5-8:30 p.m., Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.
Item #6 - Mike Bratcher/Pat Davis with Cars for Christmas re: Car Cruise on November 2, 2013 (Nov. 3rd for rain date) 12-969-2036
Mr. Bratcher stated that they would like to have a police escort coming in on Charlestown Rd to 265 to 64 to the Georgetown exit. .
Mr. Thompson asked how many cars they anticipate.
Mr. Bratcher replied about 100.
Major Whitlow asked for the time
Mr. Bratcher stated that between 12:30-1:00 p.m. and if it rains they would do the run on November 3rd. 
Major Whitlow asked if they wanted the police to be with them the entire time. 
Mr. Bratcher stated that if they could just get them through the lights on Charlestown Road that would be great. 
Major Whitlow stated that they would probably just stop traffic for the run rather than an escort. 
Ms. Cotner moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.
Item #7 - Inder J Kumar re: Starting new Taxi Cab Company
Not Present
Major Whitlow recommended that he get in contact with Paul Speights to work with him on it. 
Item #8 - Eric Feree with Vectren re: Street cut permit at 3901 Muirfield-Street Cut
Mr. Feree stated that they actually do not need the cut for Muirfield but he did submit one for 3527 Grant Line Road for the new Planet Fitness gym.
Mr. Thompson asked if the area would be put back and all they would have is a patch over the sewer. 
Mr. Feree stated that is correct. He explained that on Muirfield they have to bore across the street but all of the utilities are behind the sidewalks. 
Ms. Cotner moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.
Item #9 - Laura Buckingham with Bread and Breakfast re: Request permission to put bicycle rack in front of business 
Ms. Buckingham stated that she is working on purchasing a bicycle rack to install in front of their business and asked the board for permission. 
Mr. Thompson explained that he went out to look at it and there is not enough room in the front to meet ADA requirements but she could possibly do it on the Bank Street side but they would have to go out and look at it. He explained that what they will need is dimensions of what she would like to put in so that they can review it.

Mr. Thompson stated that he did look at it and the City has done all that they can do without resurfacing, which isn’t an option so this can come off of old business.
