A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WILL BE HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, OCTOBER 29, 2013 AT 10:00 A.M.

CALL TO ORDER:
Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:

Item #1 - Don Harshey re: Final Approval for Veteran’s Day Salute on November 10th
Mr. Harshey explained that Mainsource Bank is letting them use their parking lot so they won’t have to have any street closings but they would like to set you a corridor for the bank’s ATM customers buy using cones to direct them. He stated that they would like to request no parking on Pearl Street for a couple of hours during the event and he has checked with the local businesses and they are all okay with it. He explained that they will have a fire truck and an ambulance on standby parked on Spring Street. 
Mr. Nash asked what time they need no parking.
Mr. Harshey stated 11:00 a.m.-5:00 p.m. and the Fire Department will only need to be there from 11:00 a.m.-2:00 p.m.
Mr. Thompson asked him to make an announcement that the City’s celebration will be on Monday.
Mr. Harshey stated that he would definitely do that. 
Mr. Caesar stated that there will also be an article in the newspaper as well as an advertisement. He asked Michael Hall to get with him to work out the wording for the ad. 
Mr. Harshey explained that this will be a one-time event and will not be an annual event.
Mr. Nash asked Major Whitlow if he is okay with.
Major Whitlow replied yes.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.


Item #2 - Craig Forgey with CVS re: New Construction at their New Albany location
Dave Ruckman stated that he is present with Mr. Forgey to introduce their project. He explained that they want to build a new pharmacy to replace Dr. Hallal’s building on the corner of Green Valley and State Street. He stated that the do not have Mr. Schellenburg’s review of the traffic but he does have the plans. 
Mr. Thompson asked if they were going to demo the current building and rebuild.
Mr. Forgey presented the board with plans for the new location; said plans are on file with the City Clerk’s Office. He explained that they are proposing to take the existing access points and push them a little further away from the intersection. 
Mr. Nash asked if they have to have access from Green Valley as well. 
Mr. Forgey stated that the reason for that is primarily for truck traffic to be able to make deliveries.  

Mr. Nash asked if there will be a drive thru.
Mr. Forgey replied yes.
Mr. Nash asked how much construction time they are looking at.
Mr. Forgey replied 5-6 months and they would like to have it open in the spring of 2014.  He explained that they have gone to the Planning Department and the BZA for approval for a reduction in the required number of parking spaces and they will go back for a second hearing on November 5th after they have gone before this board and the Stormwater Board. 
Ms. Cotner asked if said that Mr. Schellenburg has these plans.
Mr. Silliman stated that Mr. Schellenburg does have the drawings and it is under review.
Mr. Thompson moved to take under advisement until review is completed by JTL, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries  

Item #3 - John Rosenbarger re: Notice to Bidders for Slide Repair of Mt. Tabor Road
Mr. Rosenbarger suggested opening the bids for the Mt. Tabor Road Slide area, read them allowed, and take them under advisement. 
Item #4 - Vicki Glotzbach for Steve Shrout re: Selling Christmas tree at old Farmers Market
Mrs. Glotzbach stated that Mr. Shrout requested permission to do this again and this is something he does every year but she didn’t get the start dates for this. 

Mr. Thompson stated that he is always good about cleaning up after himself. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve pending the verifications of the dates, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries. 
Item #5 - Michael Hall re: Appointments to Public Arts Right-of-way Committee (PARC)
Mr. Hall reminded the board that they set up a Public Arts Committee in case they have a question regarding what art is appropriate for the City right-of-ways and they have three appointments to approve today.

Karen Gillenwater with the Carnegie Center 

Julie Schweitzer with the Arts Council
He explained that two other appointment offers had been made but they are waiting to hear back from them. He requested approval from the board and explained that the terms January 1-December 31 for the initial three and the other two are July1-June 30 for one year. 
Ms. Cotner moved to approve the appointments, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.
Item #6 - AT&T re: Bore under Spring Street Hill
Mr. Thompson stated that it doesn’t look like anyone is here for this so he would suggested they take it under advisement so that JTL can take a look at it because of all the issues they have had with Spring Street Hill. 
Mr. Thompson moved to take under advisement pending JTL’s review, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
Item #7 - Indiana-American Water Company re: Street cut at 1531 Slate Run Road and sidewalk cut at E. 10th & E. Oak
Mr. Thompson stated that the work has already been done.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
Item #8 - David Duggins re: The Westerly Group, Inc. – historic property report 
Mr. Duggins asked that the board to approve a contract with the Westerly Group, Inc. for $4,000.00 for a review of property for the Greenway project before they move into right-of-way acquisitions. 
Mr. Nash asked if it has to do with Water Street.
Mr. Duggins stated that it has to do with the whole are for the Greenway Project and is basically to make sure there is no historic impact on the properties that they are acquiring. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
Item #9 - David Duggins re: AIA - Document B101-2007 for the dog park 
Mr. Duggins thanked the City Council for the approval of the 2014 budget. He explained that in that in the EDIT fund they have budgeted for the design and construction of a dog park to be located in the City. He explained that the document in front of them is for a design contract but the site is not specific to the one sited in the contract as they are looking at several locations and haven’t made a decision yet. He stated that the contract is not to exceed $12,000.00
Mr. Nash asked what a dog park is.
Mr. Duggins stated that there is a need for pet owners in the City to let their dogs run in a secure area.  He explained that there will be fencing to separate the larger and small dogs, areas to run, and it will be swipe card entry. He stated that they are looking at a water feature as well. 
Mr. Hall stated that they have ad hoc dog committee that was formed that is very interested in the concept and explained that off leash areas are very common throughout the country. He stated that it is secure and membership is required and it has a strong backing in the community. 
Mr. Nash asked if Mr. Hall’s if they would have access to it. 
Mr. Hall stated that it would probably be too far away for them to be involved in it. 
Mr. Nash asked how it would be administered. 
Mr. Duggins stated that it would be under the Parks Department.  

Mr. Hall stated that it is very exciting and explained that their key plan is to feature a water area and they would be the only one in the area to have a water feature so that might draw from other communities. 
Ms. Cotner moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.
Item #10 - Shirley Baird re: AIA - Document B101-2007 for farmer’s market
Mrs. Baird stated that they have worked into the 2014 budget to expand the farmer’s market at Bank & Market and build another pavilion. She explained that there is an increase in business in that area with up to 70 vendors this summer and they were fighting for space. She stated that they will also level out the area for safety reasons.  

Mr. Nash asked where they would extend.
Mr. Duggins stated that they would complete the U shape with the current structure and add a bathroom and storage facility. He explained that the contract that they have in front of them is not to exceed $22,000.00 and will be ready for the summer/spring opening of the farmer’s market in 2014. He stated that they have $275,000.00 budgeted for the project.  
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.


COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Roger Baylor stated that as the people that do the infrastructure he would think it would be helpful for them to remember that there is a bit of a rise in expectations in the downtown area and for the business owners that have put their life savings, time, and hard work into their business there is a good deal of disaffection regarding special and infrastructural issues. He encouraged them to go speak to the business owners that get displaced during Harvest Homecoming and explained that it is important to remember that Harvest Homecoming is ran as a business model all on its own and once a year it is overlaid on all the other businesses in the downtown area that have worked very hard and can’t conduct their business the way they normally do. He stated that when Harvest Homecoming was at its peak it was able to utilize a largely deserted area to do so and those spaces are no longer deserted and it doesn’t help the businesses as much as people like to think. 
Mr. Nash stated that this is something that really needs to be addressed by the City and has been an issue for years. 
Mr. Baylor stated that this can’t and won’t be mediated until the City steps in. He explained that is also in favor of a two-way grid and there are a lot of others out there that feel like there is no need for a study. He stated that he lives on Spring Street and he is well aware that the arterial one-way streets are not safe and compromise the neighborhood. He explained that there is a growing interest from this new generation of independent business owners that would like to see the street grid correspond to what 21st Century principals of business would be. He explained that there is an argument is that it will take longer to drive through town but that is what they want, they want people to be able to see the businesses as they drive through and have a walk-able/bike-able downtown area. 
Mr. Nash stated that this board was disappointed in the recent vote on the two-way street study from the City Council.  He added that it seems to him that Pearl and Bank Street are a different issue than Oak, Market, and Elm. 
Mr. Baylor stated that in a theoretical sense he would agree but he feels like they need to ask for all of it because the reasons for doing it apply to all of it. He explained that it may take longer to get through the downtown area but that is what they want. They want to discourage those that are using it to pass through and encourage those that are coming down because that is where they want to be and this will be very important once the tolls are applied to the bridges and they should get a jump on this before it become an issue.   

Melanie Lipsey stated that there is a bus stop right in front of her business, Royal Pampering Day Spa and she would like to have a trash can installed in front of her business because she has to go out there every day and clean up. 
Mr. Thompson stated that he will check to see if they have any more. 

OLD BUSINESS:

Item #1 - Alleyway cleared at 514 E. Elm St.
Mr. Thompson stated that this needs to stay on the agenda.
Item #2 - Sidewalk cut at 1118 Clark St.
Mr. Thompson stated that he did speak with Mr. Cordoso and worked out the details and he would recommend approval. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the sidewalk cut, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.

Major Whitlow stated that they have received calls regarding the possible bad weather on Halloween and asked the board if they wanted to change trick-or-treat hours. 
Mr. Nash suggested leaving as it is an trust that the parents will make the right call whether or not to send their kids out.
