
 A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, NOVEMBER 5, 2013 AT 10:00 A.M.

CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:

Item #1 - Janet Applegate re: Mt. Tabor Road Project
Amy Patera for Janet Applegate thanked the board for the opportunity to speak and stated that the redevelopment to Mt. Tabor Road as proposed imposes an undue hardships for the neighborhood. She explained that these hardships include loss of quality of life, physical loss of property, devaluation of property that remains, and destruction of the character of their neighborhood. She stated that there are also environmental hardships that include increased water runoff and loss of all the mature trees in that area. She asked that they support their efforts to scale back the project to protect that character and charm of their neighborhood.
Janet Applegate added that she will be unable to turn both ways out of her driveway if the roundabout is installed due to it being built so close to her home.
Mr. Nash stated that the entire project is being reviewed by their engineering firm and they will relay their comments to them. 

Richard Poe thanked the board of their service to the community appealed to the board to help them keep their community safe and enjoyable. He explained that there issues with roads and sidewalks or lack thereof that need to be addressed but the massive proposal that has been submitted for the corner of Mt. Tabor and Klerner Lane is completely unacceptable to them. He stated that there is no need to change the stop signs in the residential community and encourage more traffic. He explained that they would be more than willing to make sacrifices for their community if the need existed but it doesn’t. He stated that they can’t seem to find estimated cost for the bare minimum of what they need in that area but can only find the multi-million dollar proposal that far exceeds the scope of any needs that they have in the community. He explained that there isn’t a traffic problem at the intersection and this project will destroy 4 pieces of property and damages others including their historic home that is known as the Klerner Summer Home. He explained that there is not a traffic problem at this intersection and they can’t find any documentation that there will be an increase in traffic in the next 20 years as suggested. He stated that they don’t want anything that will encourage traffic off the interstate and through their community and they do not want their property compromised to facilitate this new roundabout. He asked that they reconsider this project. 
Item #2 - Nadine Wilkinson, Business and Professional Women re: Permission to use Amphitheater on Saturday, September 6th, 2014 at 6:00 a.m. until noon for 5K run
Ms. Wilkinson thanked the board for their previous use of the amphitheater for this event in the past and explained that this is their primary fundraiser to raise money to award scholarships to young women. She stated that they would like to use the amphitheater on September 6th for this event. She presented the board with a map of their run and stated that Water Street would be the only street they are using. 
Mr. Gardner stated that the amphitheater is available on that day. 
Ms. Wilkinson asked Mr. Thompson if they could provide them with barricades again this year. 

Mr. Thompson stated that he would. 

Ms. Wilkinson stated that if there was an emergency they can move for boat ramp access. 
Ms. Cotner moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:

Patricia Watts asked the City for help with getting trees trimmed that are hanging over her home. She stated that she found an ordinance online that requires them to take care of it. 

Mr. Thompson stated that he will get out there to look at it. 
Curtis Peters stated that he is the Board Chair for the Vintage Fire Museum and Safety Education Center and explained that on November 14th they will be holding their 5th Annual Chili Cook-off at the Grand. He stated that at 7:45 that evening a restored flood truck from the 37 flood will be unveiled at the event. He explained that this was made possible by the generosity of Judge and Mrs. Cody and they would like to do the unveiling on the sidewalk under the marquee of The Grand so they would need use of the sidewalk from 7:30-8:15 pm. He stated that this will not block the sidewalk completely and The Grand is in support of this request. 
Fire Marshall Koehler stated that as long as they have enough room left on the sidewalk to meet ADA requirements he is okay with it. 

Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
Roger Baylor discussed the similarities between the issues that the Mt. Tabor Road residents were having with the issue of two-way streets and the affects they both have on quality of life. He explained that Randy Smith released his results on the traffic speeding survey and stated that in one year there were 258 speeding tickets written which equals out to less than one a day. He explained that about 1/3 were issued in a one block stretch on East Spring between 4th & 10th and about 1 in every 6 were issued in the 1300 block of East Market. He discussed other high traffic streets that had zero tickets written.  He stated that what this says to him is that every now and then they set up speed traps and catch people and then don’t do it again. He explained what they should do is set up the streets to preclude the incidents of speeding and recklessness. 

OLD BUSINESS:

Item #1 - Mt. Tabor Road slide project bids
Mr. Rosenbarger stated that the low bidder was MAC Construction and recommended awarding the job to MAC with the condition of attorney review.  
Mr. Thompson moved to approve awarding the bid to MAC Construction in the amount of $145,495.95, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries. 
Item #2 - Alleyway cleared at 514 E. Elm St.
Mr. Thompson asked that this stay on the agenda. 
Item #3 - Michael Wimmer with WE Studios re: Permission to place sculpture on sidewalk at 118 W. Main St.
Mr. Wimmer asked for the board’s approval for this installation in front of the NA Exchange and stated that it will be 6’WX15’LX7’H. 
Mr. Thompson asked if they would maintain the sculpture. 

Mr. Wimmer stated that they would and explained that Mr. Duggins informed them about the insurance requirements. 

Mr. Thompson moved to approve subject to inspection once installed, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries. 

Mr. Wimmer asked about the possibility of getting a couple of old bus benches for an art project to show what they can do with them before moving on to a larger scale. 

Mr. Thompson stated that he would have to review in-house before they release them. 
Item #4 - CVS re: New construction at New Albany location
Mr. Forgey stated that Mr. Schellenburg hasn’t had a chance to review the plans the last time they were here and he has received those plans and addressed his concerns regarding the loss of two parking spaces and issues with turn-ins for their location.  
Mr. Schellenburg stated that he has looked at all the issues with this turning lane and they would definitely have to remove the two parking stalls to provide the space. He explained that there wouldn’t be any impact on the signs or utility poles in that area. He stated that the lane width should be 11 feet so it would need to be widened in order to follow INDOT design criteria. He explained that if they didn’t want to widen the street it might be possible to restripe the road to provide this maneuver but they could also use a passing blister or they could use the northbound left as a turning lane to go into the CVS store.  

Mr. Forgey stated that they are fine with any of the options. 

Mr. Schellenburg stated that the most desirable option would be the dedicated turning lane or the passing blister. 

Mr. Nash asked if they have been to the Board of Zoning Appeals. 

Mr. Forgey stated that they are going tonight. 
Mr. Nash stated that the board would like to take this under advisement until after they can hear from the BZA on this project as well. 
Item #5 - AT&T re: Bore Under Spring Street Hill
Mr. Thompson asked that this stay on the agenda. 
TABLED ITEMS:

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:

Alicia Meredith informed the board that they will be hosting a bonfire in Bicknell Park on November 15th as part of the ribbon cutting for their new location and this starts at 5:00 p.m. She invited everyone out to join them. 
Michael Hall stated that he has another recommendation for the Public Art Right-of-way Committee, Professor Brian Harper with the IUS Ceramics Department. 
Ms. Cotner moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries. 
Chief Knight added that the information that was presented earlier regarding the speeding tickets is accurate but very limited and is not a comprehensive overview of the activity of the Police Department. 

David Brewer stated that they receive a complaint in the Kenzig Road area and explained that there is a lot of erosion issues and clear cutting of trees and stated that they are trying to find out who is responsible for these issues and if they get any calls about it that can tell the residents that it is under investigation.
