A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WILL BE HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, DECEMBER 10, 2013 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT: Mickey Thompson, member, Cheryl Cotner, member, Warren V. Nash, president.

OTHERS PRESENT:  David Hall, Linda Moeller, Major Whitlow, Alicia Meredith, Tonya Fischer, Chris Gardner, Jessica Campbell, Stan Robison, Fire Marshal Koehler, Michael Hall and Vicki Glotzbach

CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:
Item #1 - Brian Harper re: Sign for Celtic Connections on Market Street
Not Present.
Item #2 - Susan Harrison re: Extension for dumpster request at 428 E. 6th St. 
Not Present.
Item #3 - IN-AWC re: Street Cut Permit at 1147 Crystal Avenue
Mr. Thompson stated that the work was done on the November 21st.

Mr. Thompson moved to approve subject to review by the Street Commissioner, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries. 

Item #4 - Terrell Cornelison re: Application for Taxi Cab Company 
Mr. Cornelison stated that he spoke with Mr. Speights and the gentleman from Weights and Measures and they told him that he needed to appear before this board. 

Mr. Nash asked if he has one vehicle.

Mr. Cornelison replied yes.

Mr. Cornelison stated that he has met all requirements of the ordinance and distributed that information for the board for review.

Mr. Nash asked if he would eventually do tours.
Mr. Cornelison replied yes.  
Major Whitlow stated that he could get it set up to get the car inspected with Mr. Speights. 

Mr. Thompson moved to approve subject to meet all ordinance requirements and getting application notarized, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries. 

Item #5 - Joe Ham re: Stormwater project in the 1400 block of Silver Street
Mr. Ham passed out plans on the project for the board to review and explained that TSI would be installing a line coming out of Carlton Alley that gives them some relief during heavy rain events. He explained that it would come across Silver Street and discharge in the ditch line.

Mr. Triplett explained that they will come across Silver Street and the cut will be 6 ft. to 7ft. wide because they are installing an 18” pipe at that location 10’ deep. He requested a street closing during the week from 9:00 a.m. until 3:00 p.m. because if they try to do the work with only one lane closed it will take 5-6 working days to complete and with the road closed it will only take 2-3 days.  
Mr. Nash asked how long it would take if they had one lane closed at a time.
Mr. Triplett stated that it would take 5-6 working days.
Mr. Nash stated that he would prefer the 5-6 days rather than the full street closure. 

Mr. Triplett stated that they do have a public safety issue and explained that there is a 7’ hole that is about 10’ deep and there is always a chance of the traffic causing more damage. 
Delbert Vick explained that the trench box that the workers will be working in has to be 18 inches above the pavement according to OSHA so traffic will not be able to drive across anything sticking up 18”. 
Mr. Nash asked when they would like to start.
Mr. Vick stated that he would like to get started at the end of this week.
Mr. Triplett stated that he could ask the Tribune to print a small piece explaining the there will be a street closing and detour route.
Mr. Nash asked if there is a way to detour around Carlton a couple of blocks.
Mr. Vick stated that they were trying to stay away from the sewer and the schools.
Mr. Nash stated that they are still going down Vincennes Street.
Mr. Vick stated that the traffic will be redirected to Culbertson. 
Mr. Nash stated that he doesn’t feel that Culbertson Avenue can handle all of that extra traffic.
Mr. Thompson stated that they could move it to Ekin. 
Mr. Thompson asked when they wanted to start.
Mr. Vick stated that they would like to access to the street next Monday.
Mr. Vick stated that they could change the ending time from 3:00 p.m. to 2:30 p.m. for schools dismissing and that would make the hours of the closings from 9:00 a.m. until 2:30 p.m.
Mr. Triplett stated that they could post this in the Tribune and get signs posted in advance of the street closing.
Mr. Ham stated that this is a project that they have considered for a long time and with the basin work being done this is just a necessity. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the street cut and road closing with the amended street closing route on Ekin Avenue rather than Culbertson Avenue from 9:00 a.m. to 2:30 p.m.  not to exceed three days starting 12/16/13, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries. 

Item #6 - Joe Ham re: Stormwater project at Reno Avenue and Market Street
Mr. Ham stated that they will be doing some pothole work and cutting some of the streets for utility conflicts and once they get those ironed out they will be looking at moving forward with the project that is part of the bond for the Reno area relief work. 
Mr. Nash asked who would be doing the work. 

Mr. Thompson stated TSI. 
Andy Ashley passed out project map plans and stated that they plan to finish the potholing by next Friday. 
Mr. Thompson stated that the board will have to approve the street cuts for pothole work so that they can locate utilities. 
Mr. Nash asked when the work would be done.
Mr. Vick replied Thursday and Friday of next week.
Mr. Nash asked if they wanted one lane on Best Street.
Mr. Vick replied that it would be Spring Street as you are traveling towards Silver on the 19th and 20th from 9:00-2:30 and they will have arrow boards for the lane shift.  

Mr. Nash asked if it will alleviate the flooding at Silver Street and Spring Street.
Mr. Ham stated that that it would alleviate some of it but there are some inlets that need to be upgraded to further improve that area.   

Mr. Thompson moved to approve the lane closures on Spring Street on the 19th and 20th from 9:00 a.m. until 2:30 p.m. and cut permits for Market Street, Best Street, Spring Street and Reno Avenue, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries. 

Item #7 - Vicki Glotzbach for St. Anthony’s Church re: Banner request for June 2, 2014 to June 16, 2014 on Spring Street and Eight Street
Mrs. Glotzbach stated that St. Anthony’s Church would like to hang a banner at Spring Street location for their annual picnic and the dates are available. 
Ms. Cotner moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries. 

Item #8 - Rob Philpot re: Vectren Cut Permit requests at 206 W Daisy Lane. 3’ x 4’ sidewalk permit and 2027 Mary Lee Dr (completed) 3’ x 4’-sidewalk permit.

Mr. Philpot stated that the cut is going to be for the new Firehouse Station #4.
Mr. Thompson asked what the cut on Mary Lee Drive was for.

Mr. Philpot stated that they had to renew the service due to a leak. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries. 

COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:

Glenn Jones with MAC Construction discussed the Mt. Tabor Road slide project and explained that it is a very tight restricted area and they can’t utilize anymore equipment or manpower at any given time than they are already using so they would like to be able to work a double shift. He stated that they have been working until 5:00 p.m. but they would like to add a second 8 hour shift.  
Mr. Nash asked how late they would propose working.
Mr. Jones stated that they would like to work through the night.
Mr. Thompson stated that he couldn’t see it going past 9:00 p.m. for the resident’s sake and asked if it was going to be an extra cost to the city.

Mr. Jones stated that they can get it done and stay within the 40 days but they are combating time and elements and they are trying to take advantage of any possibility of any work and they can’t add more men. 
Mr. Thompson stated that they had to close the lane for safety reason and it would benefit the city if they could get it done sooner than the 40 days. 
Mr. Nash asked how far along they are. 
Mr. Jones stated that they are about half way through the project. He asked what the earliest it is they can get in to start work. 

Mr. Thompson stated that he thinks they noise ordinance restricts them from working before 6:00 a.m.

Mr. Jones stated that he will notify Mr. Thompson if they are going to work other hours within that time frame. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve MAC Construction to extend their work schedule from 6:00 a.m. – 9:00 p.m., Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.

Jeremy Foster stated that they have a funeral procession escort company because a lot of the law enforcement officers aren’t doing this work any longer and he asked for permission to come through the City of New Albany. 
Major Whitlow stated that he spoke with Mr. Foster and asked him to come in to talk to the board because this isn’t something that has come up a lot over the years. He explained that as far as the department was concerned as long as he complies with Indiana Code then they should be okay. 
Mr. Nash asked if the taxi ordinance covers this. 

Major Whitlow stated that he doesn’t know of a local ordinance that covers this. 
Mr. Foster stated that they are security firm that extends their services to funeral procession patrols. 
Mr. Nash asked what type of service they are offering.
Mr. Foster stated that they more or less stop traffic at lights to let funeral processions go through.
Mr. Thompson asked if they would be contacted by the funeral company.
Mr. Foster stated that is correct. 

Mr. Nash asked where else they are doing this.
Mr. Foster stated that they are doing it in Louisville and they have a couple of funeral homes interested in their services in this area. 
Major Whitlow stated that if the City doesn’t have any permitting for this type of thing then as long as they follow State Statute it should be sufficient to cover it. 
Mr. Nash thanked Mr. Foster for informing the board of their services.  

Major Whitlow stated that he will put it out in a message form to all of their officers once they start business in the city. 

OLD BUSINESS:
Item #1 - Alleyway cleared at 514 E. Elm St.
Mr. Silliman stated that he has one of their inspectors checking into the alley and there could be fence removal required as well as guardrail and they should have a price for them by next week. 


TABLED ITEMS:

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:

Mr. Nash stated that he heard there was a fire last night and asked Fire Marshal Koehler to elaborate on the situation.

Fire Marshal Koehler stated that Sam’s Tavern on Charlestown Road had a fire in their kitchen area that spread to the roof and it is still under investigation. He explained that there were no injuries but it will most likely be a total loss for the owners. 
Mr. Thompson stated that we had an early pre-winter snow and they have used 500 tons of salt to keep the main roads clear.
Mr. Nash said that there have been a lot of questions about side streets.

Mr. Thompson stated that they don’t do side streets unless it has an incline or other safety issue. 
Mr. Nash asked how long the crews were out.
Mr. Thompson replied 4:00 a.m. on Friday to 2:30 p.m. Saturday with touch ups on Saturday night and Sunday as well. 
David Hall stated that they had to cancel the Adopt-a-thon this weekend because of the weather and their next project is the 12 Strays of Christmas which starts on Thursday.

Ms. Cotner moved to approve, Mr. Thompson, motion carries.
