A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WILL BE HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, DECEMBER 17, 2013 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT: Mickey Thompson, member and Warren V. Nash, president. Cheryl Cotner, member was not present.
OTHERS PRESENT:  David Hall, Linda Moeller, Major Whitlow, Alicia Meredith, Tonya Fischer, Chris Gardner, Jessica Campbell, Stan Robison, Fire Chief Juliot, Scott Wood, John Rosenbarger, Shane Gibson, Michael Hall and Vicki Glotzbach

CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:
Item #1 - Brian Harper re: Sign for Celtic Connections on Market Street
Brian Harper explained that he works for Signs Now in Clarksville and they created a sign for Celtic Connections on Market Street. He stated that it will be attached to the building and they would like the board’s approval. 
Mr. Nash asked where it is on Market Street.
Mr. Harper stated 135 E. Market.
Mr. Thompson asked if he has been to Planning and Zoning and explained that he tried to contact the Building Commissioner before the meeting when he saw this on the agenda but he didn’t hear back. He explained that they were doing some work on that façade so they really need to speak with Mr. Brewer first to make sure the other issues were taken care of before they approve this. 
The board took this under advisement until next week. 
Item #2 - Hoosier Lottery re: Use of Amphitheater on Thursday, June 19th, 2014 for taping show
Chris Gardner stated that he spoke with Cory Hernandez and they would like to tape their show “Hoosier Millionaire” at the amphitheater on June 19th 2014 and they didn’t have a problem with getting the proper insurance.  He recommended approval.  
Mr. Thompson moved to approve contingent upon submission of proper insurance, Mr. Nash second, motion carries.
Item #3 - Jay Papp re: Parking issue on Morton Avenue 
Not Present.
Item #4 - Vectren re: Street Cut Permits for 1701 Depauw Ave-Street Cut,  3527 Grantline Rd- Street Cut,  3901 Muirfield Dr- Street Cut (work has already been done)
Mr. Thompson stated that Depauw Avenue was a part of the City sidewalk project.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mr. Nash second, motion carries.
Item #5 - LPA Consulting Contract for the Charlestown Road and Beechwood Avenue Intersection Project
John Rosenbarger stated that this is a federal aid project and this is a proposed contract from American Structurepoint, Inc to conduct the inspection process. He explained is for $31,197.72 and the letting date is scheduled for March with construction to be under way in April or May. He stated that the City’s part of the contract is 10% or $3,100.00 and he recommended approval. 
Mr. Nash asked why this wasn’t done when the Charlestown Road/Beechwood Avenue project was done.
Mr. Rosenbarger explained that they had the grant opportunity so they were able to save over $200,000.00 in local funding.  
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the consulting with American Structurepointe, Inc., Mr. Nash second, motion carries.
Item #6- E. Main Street Project Plans with Clark Dietz
Mr. Christmas requested the board’s approval to bid this project based on the documents that are provided subject to review and input.  He explained that they would like to advertise in the second half of December with a tentative bid opening date of January 21, 2014. He gave a brief overview of the project and explained that it is a locally funded project that goes from East 5th to Vincennes Street. He stated that that while this project is trying to achieve several goals one of the most important ones is to try and improve pedestrian safety along the corridor and traffic calming. He explained that they will be installing a new median with a bump-out and they have eliminated as many curb cuts as possible, as well as storm and sewer improvements, additional lighting, and sidewalks. He stated that they have also addressed the tree canopy goal and the plans have been approved by the Tree Board subject to a final approval by Greg Mills. He explained that there are purely aesthetic additions to the project to enhance the corridor and punctuate the historic character. 
Mr. Nash asked how many public hearings there have been.
Mr. Christmas stated that there have been two and they were pretty well attended. 
Mr. Thompson asked Mr. Christmas about traffic calming.
Mr. Christmas stated the new median along with the bump-outs and new pavement markings delineating the lanes should help this issue. He explained that the concern of vibration has been addressed and they will be monitoring and measuring it.  He stated that he feels as though they have adequately addressed it and that the limits are in place and it will be monitored and be adjusted accordingly. He explained that this is not a federally funded job so it doesn’t have the same INDOT requirements. 
Mr. Rosenbarger stated that in their experience with these types of projects in the past the claims for damages are almost zero and they have done these types of projects all over town. He explained that Mr. Christmas has spent a lot of time on this and has done a wonderful job but if there is something that happens during construction the contractor will be held responsible. 
Mr. Christmas stated that if there is damage they can lessen that limit.  

Mr. Thompson stated that the City has done their due diligence and they have looked at every angle of the project to take as many safeguards as they can.  

Mr. Thompson moved to approve the plans so that it can be advertised and put out to bid, Mr. Nash second, motion carries.

COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:

Mr. Hawkins stated that he would like to discuss the East Main Street Project and asked permission to speak during communications during officials. 
Mr. Nash stated that it is not up for debate but he may speak about the project in general. 
Mr. Hawkins stated that the issue at hand is the seismic and vibration affects on the historic properties of East Main Street and the limitations that they are imposing are non-conservative. He explained that he has concerns about the integrity of his property caused by heavy construction and demolition work and stated that this is a preservation issue. He urged the board to reconsider the limits for maximum particle velocity that the specs currently contain. He recommended a lower limit and explained that he understands the basic intent of the current design but the limits that are being imposed may result in adverse consequences if they are not reduced. He stated that he is glad that they have put these limitations in the design but they need to be lowered. 
OLD BUSINESS:
Item #1 - Alleyway cleared at 514 E. Elm St.
Mr. Thompson stated that he has some information on this but he does want some more input before bringing it to the board.  


TABLED ITEMS:

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
Mr. Gibson stated that they have a donor willing to donate property for the animal shelter to expand their operations and he would like the board to approve Mr. Duggins to sign any documents necessary for the closing tomorrow. He explained that this is at no cost to the city and it the property is at 224 Washington, directly behind the shelter. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the BOW-13-05, Mr. Nash second, motion carries.

Fire Chief Juliot stated that they are borrowing a ladder truck from a neighboring community because their truck is in the shop and it should be back before the beginning of the year. He explained that the administration is looking into options on replacing the other ladder truck so they have surrounding communities on alert in case they do need more than one ladder truck. 
Mr. Nash asked if our safety is being compromised because of this.
Fire Chief Juliot replied no.  
Mr. Nash asked if he could have a year in report from all the department heads at the next meeting and announced that the meeting will be moved from Tuesday to Monday at 2:00 p.m.  He asked that this be posted and asked if he is correct that they do not have to advertise it. 
Mr. Robison stated that they do not. 
Mr. Nash asked about the new taxi service that was approved last week. 

Major Whitlow stated that it is his understanding that he has turned in all of his paperwork and his inspections were done and he is correcting a minor issue with his meter. 

Mr. Thompson stated that he spoke with Mr. Ham and they finished the work on Silver Street yesterday. He explained that they got the concrete cap in and they are going to have it closed today for the asphalt and it should be opened back up today by 1:30 p.m.
Mr. Nash asked what is going on Depauw because there is a dumpster there in front of the Dollar Store.
Mr. Thompson stated that the City has a project on Depauw but it shouldn’t involve a dumpster so he will check it out. 
Mr. Nash asked about Mt. Tabor. 

Mr. Thompson stated that they haven’t had any complaints at all about the extra hours.
