A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON MONDAY, DECEMBER 23, 2013 AT 2:00 P.M.

PRESENT: Mickey Thompson, member, Cheryl Cotner, member and Warren V. Nash, president. 
OTHERS PRESENT:  Linda Moeller, Major Whitlow, Colonel Pennell, Stan Robison, Fire Chief Juliot, David Brewer and Vicki Glotzbach

CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 2:00 p.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:

1.  Vectren re: Cuts at 1923 E Market St-Sidewalk, 1921 E Market St-Sidewalk
Mr. Ferree said that they are retiring services at each address.

Mr. Thompson stated that he went out and looked at them and they are old sidewalks.  He then asked if they will be taking the whole panel out.
Mr. Ferree said that if they get into one part of the panel then they generally replace the whole panel.
Mr. Nash stated that Vectren comes often for cuts for service retirements and asked if the houses are usually being demolished.

Mr. Ferree stated that he didn’t actually go look at these two so he is not sure.

Mr. Nash asked Mr. Brewer if he should be looking at these.
Mr. Brewer stated that if it comes from us then obviously they are coming up for demolition. He stated that he is not aware of these.
Mr. Nash stated that his point is that he wonders what condition the houses are in if they are taking meters out and just wondered if Mr. Brewer should be aware of them.
Mr. Brewer stated that it would be helpful. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the above cuts, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.


2. IN-AWC re: Street Cut Permits at West Lewis & Walnut Street, and Robin and East Robin Road (both Main Breaks)
Mr. Thompson stated that they made the repairs but have not finished putting the road back.  He said that he called them on the one at Lewis and Walnut and asked them to put some more coal patch down because there is a pretty good bump there.   
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the above cuts, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.

3. TSI Paving re: Street Cut Permit at Shell Lane 
Mr. Triplett stated that he turned the check in last week but they wouldn’t approve it until the application came before the board.
Mr. Thompson asked if they were just cutting across where the new driveway is and not in the road.
Mr. Triplett replied yes but they may get into the road and if they do, it will be put back to city standards with a cap and asphalt.
Mr. Thompson stated that he thought it was just on the edge where it has been raveling out where they have been going in and out.

Mr. Triplett stated that is where the main is marked.
Mr. Thompson stated that he didn’t know there was a main there and just thought that the driveway was being put in and then being squared up.
Mr. Triplett stated that they are actually tying into the water main there.  

Mr. Nash asked why it is taking two weeks.
Mr. Triplett stated that they have to test the line for bacteria and with the holidays, it may take a little longer to get Indiana American Water back out to test it.  He stated that they are starting on January 2nd and he tried to allow himself some time to wait on them but it will probably only take about two days.  He also said that they will have traffic control because they will come out three to four feet in the lane.    

Mr. Thompson moved to approve the cut for two days between January 2nd and January 16th, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.

Mr. Triplett stated that they are running behind on the Reno project and he brought in the applications for the cuts that have already been made and he will go to the clerk’s office and give them a check.  He then introduced Karen Huber and stated that she will be taking on the street cuts. 
4. Vicki Glotzbach for Doug Albright re: Off street parking issues at 2201 E. Market
Mrs. Glotzbach stated that Mr. Albright called because he keeps getting tickets for parking on the curb and he is afraid that his car is going to get hit again if he doesn’t.  
Mr. Thompson stated that he went out to look at it and Mr. Albright has off street parking behind his house but his truck is too big to park under the carport so he wanted the city to widen the street.  He said that it would be easier for Mr. Albright to raise his carport then it would be for the city to widen the street. He added that those are new sidewalks that he is parking on.
Mr. Thompson moved to deny the request to widen the road, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
5. Vicki Glotzbach for Charles Paragin re: Street light request at 224 Cherry St. 
Mrs. Glotzbach stated that Mr. Paragin contacted their office to request a street light at 224 Cherry Street.
Mr. Thompson stated that there are street lights at 202 Cherry and 236 Cherry and that is about a block apart which is what they typically run. He stated that there is probably a problem with the trees that line the street keeping the light from shining through to the middle of the block. He added that if Mr. Paragin wanted to pay for a light, a resident can do that with Duke.  He also said that he will check to make sure that none of the lights are burned out and make sure that’s not the issue.
Mr. Thompson moved to deny the street light request, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:

OLD BUSINESS:

1. Alleyway cleared at 514 E. Elm Street
Mr. Thompson stated that this item needs to stay on the agenda.

2. Sign for Celtic Connections on Market Street
Mr. Thompson stated that he spoke with the building commissioner and there still may be issues with the façade. 

Mr. Brewer stated that he would recommend that the board pass it on contingency that they get in touch him and allow him to do an inspection on the sign because there is an issue with that façade and he doesn’t want to see it come down.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve subject to approval of the building commissioner, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.


TABLED ITEMS:

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:

Mr. Herthel updated the board on the siren project.  He stated that there is one at Bicknell Park and one at the firehouse on Spring Street.  He said that there is an install date of January 6th so he is going to hold them to that because they kind of got the run around from the installer.  He said that after the install is done and electric is put to the pole then the gentleman from Federal Signal will come in and install the controllers.
Mr. Nash asked if there was more than one bid that went out.

Mr. Herthel replied that there were two which were Federal Signal and Sentry Sirens.  He added that those were the only two that would even touch it.
Mr. Nash asked Mr. Herthel if he would contact the city attorney if nothing happens on January 6th.

Mr. Herthel replied yes.
Mrs. Moeller asked Mr. Herthel if he knows if they have received any of our funds yet.  She said that she knows that it has been appropriated.
Mr. Herthel stated that he doesn’t think that they have received any funds yet.

Mrs. Moeller stated that we may need to encumber that before the end of the year.
Mr. Thompson told Mrs. Moeller that she may have a claim because he has been checking with Ms. Badger to see when we actually received the equipment.  He added that she is off right now but when he called her, she thought the claim was already submitted. 

Mr. Nash asked Mr. Herthel to keep the board updated.

Mr. Herthel stated that he would.
Mr. Thompson stated that he received a request from Kraft Funeral Home to close the south lane of Market Street from 10th Street to 11th Street from 9:00 a.m. until noon on Saturday, December 28th for Dr. Cannon’s funeral.  

Major Whitlow stated that he will be in on Thursday and Friday of this week so he will get that set up.

Mr. Nash stated that the board received word of Dr. Dan Cannon’s death and he felt that it would be appropriate for this board to pass a resolution sending sympathy to the family and recognizing his service to the community.

Mr. Thompson moved to approve a resolution to recognize Dr. Dan Cannon’s service to the community and to send sympathy to his family and to approve the lane closure request for his funeral procession, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
Fire Chief Juliot stated that he has three municipal leases for vehicles that he needs approval for.  He explained that they traded three vehicles off in a four year government lease. 
Ms. Cotner moved to approve the three vehicle leases, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.
Major Whitlow stated that Colonel Pennell will give the year-end report for the police department.
Colonel Pennell stated that they got all new handguns for the Bicentennial as well as badges.  He said that they were very proud of the job that certain members of the department led by Officer Wells did on the Harvest Homecoming float that won the overall best float award.  He stated that there were two officers hired last year that became 1st Class Patrolmen this year so they were able to be considered manpower after all of their training was completed.  He also stated that they are making preparations for new cars that will be purchased next year.  He said that Major Whitlow mentioned that crime rates are down a couple of percentage points but he doesn’t have the exact statistics.  He also said that we had zero homicides this year and they are very happy about that.  He stated that they rounded up more than 20 narcotic crime suspects in less than 40 hours and were able to locate 100% of those so that worked out very well.  He also stated that for the first time in 40 years they have two new police motorcycles.  He said that they are very pleased that they are coming in within their budget.
Mr. Nash asked about traffic fatalities.  

Major Whitlow stated that is not a UCR status but he can’t think of any this year.

Mr. Nash asked Major Whitlow to find out for sure because it would be highly unusual to have none.

Major Whitlow said that he would.
 Mr. Nash stated that a few weeks ago there were several school officials that appeared before the board requesting rumble strips and lighting in front of the high school.  He said that he was passing by there on Friday night and noticed an accident. 

Major Whitlow stated that it was a visibility issue involving a moped with a single headlight with other traffic present.  He said that it was definitely a failure to yield right of way where the car turned left in front of the moped.  He said that he wants to look into increasing lighting around the high school to see if that helps.

Mr. Thompson stated that they have already looked into the flashing signals, added signage and also ordered signs that go in the middle of the road that say “School – State Law – Stop for Pedestrians”.  He also stated that he will go up there to see if any street lights are out.
