THE SEWER BOARD OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WILL BE HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM OF THE CITY-COUNTY BUILDING ON THURSDAY, JUNE 13, 2013 AT 9:15 A.M.  

PRESENT:  Mayor Gahan, Gary Brinkworth and Ed Wilkinson
ALSO PRESENT: Mary Ann Prestigiacomo, Wes Christmas, April Dickey, Shane Gibson, Rob Sartell and Vicki Glotzbach
CALL TO ORDER:

Mayor Gahan called the meeting to order at 9:15 a.m.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

APPROVAL OR CORRECTION OF THE FOLLOWING MINUTES:

Mr. Brinkworth moved to approve the May 23, 2013 Regular Meeting Minutes, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor. 
BIDS:
Mr. Christmas opened the bids for the Old Ford Lift Station Project:


MAC CONSTRUCTION 

$304,000.00


HALL CONTRACTING

Mr. Christmas recommended that the board take this under advisement for review and make a decision at the next meeting. 
Mr. Sartell stated that he has a limited scope contract for their consideration with HMB to get them into compliance with the mandate from IDEM and the EPA for the generators to meet air quality standards. He asked the board for approval to sign the contract.  
Mr. Wilkinson asked Mr. Gibson if he had gone over it.

Mr. Gibson explained that he has gone over it. He stated that that it is a state requirement that they have to meet by the end of the month and it is a very limited contract.  
Mr. Sartell explained that it is a one-time contract in the amount of $3,000.00
Mr. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mr. Brinkworth second, all voted in favor. 
COMMUNICATIONS - PUBLIC:

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
SEWER ADJUSTMENTS:
Mrs. Dickey presented an adjustment request for E. Jean Grose in the amount of $681.32 for a leak in the main water line. She explained that the water went into the ground and the leak was repaired by Norton & Associates Plumbing. Supporting documents are attached. 
Mr. Brinkworth moved to approve, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor. 

Mrs. Dickey presented an adjustment request for Richard Bliss-Mary Bliss
in the amount of $606.72 for a leak in the new water line that was installed in the summer of 2012. She explained that the meter is buried in the ground the plumber found that the copper was in fitting all the way. She stated the water went into the ground and the leak was repaired by Norton & Associates Plumbing. Supporting documents are attached. 
Mr. Brinkworth moved to approve, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor. 

Mrs. Dickey presented an adjustment request for Daniel Lynn in the amount of $1958.24 for a leak due to a buster water heater in the basement. She explained that the water went into the basement and out of the natural drain to the outside of the house and the leak was repaired by HB Plumbing. Supporting documents are attached. 
Mr. Brinkworth stated that he thought most houses were tied into the sewers with their drains in the basement. 

Mr. Sartell stated that the vast majority of them to drain into the sanitary sewer. He stated that they could do a dye test on it to make sure. 

Mr. Brinkworth stated that it needs to be checked before they make the adjustment. 

Mr. moved to approve once it is determined if the drain in the basement does not drain into the sewer, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor. 
FINANCIAL REPORT:
Mr. Wilkinson stated that they are 7% under what they have budgeted for the year with a surplus of 800,000.00 that will be used on the Old Ford and Chapel Creek Projects.  He explained that one month they did not receive an electric bill so the next month it was doubled because of that and it usually runs about $60,000.00.  He asked Mr. Gibson about a bill that was received from SBOA for $5,000.00
Mr. Gibson stated that they did audit the Sewer Utility separately from the City so they need to budget for that from now on, but he will double-check to make sure that is what it is.  
NEW BUSINESS:
Item #1 - Don Thieneman re: Sewer Taps for apartments in Floyds Knobs 
Mr. Thieneman requested sewer taps for apartment buildings in Floyds Knobs that will be phased in over the next 5-7 years.  He stated that they are looking at 72,000 gallons total usage for 240 units in 15 buildings.
Mr. Brinkworth asked if they are all two bedroom.
Mr. Thieneman replied yes and stated that they are in the design phase now getting ready to go to the Plan Commission in the next 30-45 days.  He asked what the cost would be per unit,  what he will get into as far as tap fees, and would they consider metering sewage out with a flow meter since they are on a lift station. He explained that volume going down over the hill has already been prefigured in engineering so they put in a 6” force main with another 10” beside it so there is room for the 72,000 gallon coming into the main pipe.
Mr. Christmas stated that they will have to submit a capacity certificate to EPA for approval.  He explained that he thinks it is a $3,000.00 fee and they would submit in on their behalf but he doesn’t see it being a problem. 
Mr. Thieneman stated that they have been dormant for years and it is exciting to start the dialogue on this project. 
Mr. Brinkworth asked if they are running their sewers down Old Vincennes Road or across and down because they are getting ready to tie in another project so they might be able to go gravity down that.  

Mr. Copperwaite stated that they haven’t gotten that far yet as to where they are going to tie to. 
Mr. Brinkworth stated that there the church in that area wants to tie into that area as well. 
Mr. Thieneman stated that in the long range plans they really need to talk about having the property that backs up to it tie in there as well so they could tie 2-3 pieces together. He stated that he knows they are mandated by IDEM but he wanted to know if there was a way to reimburse them if they are only using X amount of dollars. He asked if they could look at down the road backing into something and meter to what is actually coming to them.  

Mr. Brinkworth stated that they will have to discuss it but he feels like they would have to do the test period and then revisit it. He explained that they are probably going to have to have some conversations with IDEM and he would suggest that they when they submit these they only submit one or two buildings and then talk to them about using their numbers and adjusting them when they submit the next buildings.  
Mr. Christmas asked how quickly he anticipates getting started on the capacity certification with the EPA.

Mr. Thieneman stated immediately.   

Mr. Copperwaite stated that the EPA is going to want to look at total build out. 
Mr. Christmas recommended that they start as soon as possible because they can get it to the EPA quickly but it may take some time to get it back. 
Mr. Brinkworth stated that if they have to submit for full credits maybe down the road they could ask for some of them back if they don’t use them. 
Mr. Copperwaite stated that they are two separate issues and when they go for the sewer permit they have to ask IDEM to release whatever credits they are asking for.  

Mr. Christmas stated that they have to prove that the development is not going to cause an issue and then you can get the credits as you need them. 
Mr. Thieneman asked Ms. Dickey about the reimbursements of the McDonalds and the back payment for last quarter.   
Mrs. Dickey said that it is on the claims list to be approved today and it is broken down per partner.
Mr. Thieneman asked about the Duffy Extension and how it was figured and calculated. 
Mr. Brinkworth stated that he is coming in on individual buildings. 
Mr. Christmas explained that they were still using IDEM’s numbers but based on the usage he would have coming out of those buildings it was very low. He stated that it was calculated the same as a new build. 
Item #2 - Ron Stiller re: Receveur Real Estate Project sewer credit
Mr. Stiller stated that this is a 12 unit townhouse project on Grant Line Road.  He explained that the site was developed in 2006 but has sat vacant since that time. He stated that it was originally developed for professional office but they have been through the Plan Commission and the City Council to amend the PUD and it has been approved. He explained that they are here today to ask for sewer credits and stated that all the units are two bedrooms, two bath with typically amenities. 
Mr. Brinkworth asked if they are looking at 3600 gallons
Mr. Stiller replied yes but he agrees with Mr. Thieneman and feels the flow rate will be lower than that each day. 
 Mr. Brinkworth moved to approve for 3600 gallons, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.
Item #3 - Jason Copperwaite re: Brown Capital LLP Grant Line Apartments.
Mr. Copperwaite stated that two weeks ago the BZA approve a variance for a piece of property on Academy Drive which is 10.4 acres that proposed for 154 units (48 three bedroom units and 108 2 bedroom units).  He stated that the final request would be for 48,150 gallons per day for all the units.  He explained that he spoke with Scott at the Sewer Department and there is a 10” main just down Academy Drive and that is where they intend to tie in.     
Mr. Brinkworth asked if they are going to build in phases.
Mr. Copperwaite stated that they are going to build 2 units at a time but they are anticipating build out in 18 months so they would like to go for the full permit right away. 
Mr. Brinkworth asked how many outstanding credits they have.
Mr. Sartell stated that there are about 280,000.00
Mr. Brinkworth stated that they need to get on the ball and get more credits because they are going to quickly run out if they keep this pace up.
Mr. Wilkinson asked if there is a way to recap all of their available credits because he thinks if they package their capital projects and build those all out they should be able to make a good case. 
Mr. Christmas stated that there are some credits that are still due the city that they have made a request for a couple of times. He explained that they granted half of the request so the other half is still out there and there is a way to get more for any I&I that is removed out of the system but it does require flow monitoring. He stated that they do have another large item out there with Georgetown being out of the system that he thinks deserves reconsideration. He explained that that he doesn’t know how long it has been since they revisited credits that went to developers that never moved forward so there  may be a lot out there like that. 
Mr. Copperwaite asked if the EPA and IDEM have given them a path forward on how to get out from under the sewer ban

Mr. Christmas stated that they do have a path and they have taken some steps to move forward. 
Mr. Brinkworth moved to approve sending a request to IDEM for 48,150 credits, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor. 

OLD BUSINESS:
Item #1 - Ashley Bartley, QK4 re: Update on the WWTP fence project

Item #2 - Clark Dietz Update
Mr. Christmas stated that the apparent low bid for the Old Ford Lift Station Project was MAC construction and they will come back with a recommendation at the next meeting. He explained that they should have some plans on the Chapel Creek project for Mr. Sartell by next week for review and he anticipates the plans being done by June. He stated that last week they did an update at the sewer plant to show where they are at with the GIS mapping and stated that they are doing some refinement to the working map they have out now and that should be done this month. He explained that they discussed some of the more advanced applications that they would be developing for that system and they should have received a spec sheet for some hardware and software that would be for a full blow web based GIS Asset Management Tool. He stated that they are updating the XP Swim Model which is the model that they would use to do the capacity certifications along with analyzing the system and tracking it. 
Mr. Wilkinson asked about the report they have to have into SRF for invoicing 
Mr. Christmas stated that they will have a technical summarizing the modeling updates that were done and why they were done as well as an implementation tool for the GIS system so he thinks that they have already done enough for what they promised SRF.

UTILITY REPORT:
Mr. Sartell stated that they receive the new Aquatech sewer cleaning & vac machine last Friday. He explained that they completed a sewer investigation on Cherry Valley Golf Course with two SSOs that occurred in January and discovered that someone had put a 6” concrete dams in two spots on a 12’ line and they removed those and cleaned the line. 
Mr. Christmas stated that he would imagine that someone put those in to prevent SSOs downstream.
