NEW BUSINESS:
Item #1 - Jason Sams re: Use of Utility Easement Request

Eric Goodman explained that API is going to transfer property to ARC-State, LLC and stated that there is an existing easement that was granted back in 1998 to the Target Corporation for the traffic signal.  He explained that the proposed Verizon store is at the corner and they received Plan Commission approval to build the building and are now in the construction document phase. He stated that during the title search they found the easement and the proposed utilities for the new Verizon store is going to run through this easement and they would like to ask for permission to install these utilities in this area. He explained that once they purchase the property from Target they will own part of the easement. 
Mr. Nash asked if they are under construction right now.

Mr. Goodman replied no and explained that they are under contract to purchase the property and plan to close at the end of January. He stated that they have all the construction documents ready to submit to the City now. 
Mr. Nash asked if it will be a standalone building.
Mr. Goodman replied yes and stated that it is a franchise.
Mr. Gibson stated he had Mr. Wood look over the easement it should not affect their ability to get to the utilities.  He explained that it is encroaching a little on the easement but the easement is a little bigger then it needed to be.
Mr. Goodman stated that there will be two entrances on State Street and you can park behind the building and walk up to the entrance. 
Mr. Gibson stated that this all still has to go to Planning & Zoning for approval and this is just for the use of the easement. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the resolution authorizing ARC/State LLC to install utilities in the easement, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
Item# 2 - INAWC re: Street Cuts at 1600 Grant Line Road, 505 W. Main Street, 507 W. Main Street, 511 W. Main Street, 513 W. Main Street #A&#B, 519 W. Main Street, 2131 Ekin Avenue, 1601 Main Street, 10th Street & Main Street and 1400 Slate Run Road
Mr. Thompson stated that the cuts on W. Main Street cannot be approved by this board because they are state highway.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the street cut permits for 1600 Grant Line Road, 2131 Ekin Avenue, 1601 Main Street, 10th Street & Main Street if 10th is the East side and 1400 Slate Run, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.

Tom Childress, Camp Director of Silver Heights Camp, requested a banner permit for Main Street on May 19-31 for their camp meeting that starts on June 1st.  

Mr. Thompson moved to approve the banner request at Main Street subject to availability, Ms. Cotner second.

Mr. Childress showed the board photos the entrance to their camp which is iced over.  He stated that school busses use this road to get to the school and explained that water pools there and with colder temperatures it is very dangerous. He asked the board for any suggestions on what to do. 
Mr. Thompson stated that it is drainage issue that runs across the street and explained that he will check with Mr. Ham to see if they have looked at it before. 
Mr. Childress stated that they would appreciate any help they can get for this issue. 

Neal Griffin explained that he plays table tennis at Ekin above the Boys and Girls Club and has been doing so for 25 years. He stated that they play three times a week and they have two keys to work the lock but one of them doesn’t work very well in cold weather and they have been having a lot of problems getting into the building. He asked if they would be able to get some help with getting a third key made because they keys they have say that they can’t be duplicated. 
Mr. Thompson stated that he would take the key that Mr. Griffin has and see what he can do.

He stated that they have determined that the cause was combustibles too close to the space heater but they will be talking to the mother again after she comes back from Indianapolis. He explained that they will hold a debriefing tomorrow for all involved tomorrow at 2:00 p.m. but it is a closed door meeting. 
Mr. Nash asked that he keep the board updated in the coming weeks. 

Mr. Thompson stated that the siren installation date has been pushed to January 16th because of weather.
