A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, JANUARY 14, 2014 AT 10:00 A.M.

CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:

Item #1 - Julie Calloway YMCA re: Tri @ the Y
Ms. Calloway passed out information regarding the event and explained that it will be held on Sunday, April 6th at 10:00 a.m.  She stated that it starts at Water Street and ends in their pool.  She went over the route with the board and explained that they have requested a two hour hold on trains with Norfolk Southern. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
Item #2 - Shane Gibson re: Resolution Accepting Donations of Bicentennial Commission
Mr. Gibson explained that the Bicentennial Commission was set up as a non-profit and their mission was completed as of December 31, 2013. He stated that they must relinquish their inventory to another non-profit organization and those items have been delivered to Fairview and inventoried with the ultimate goal of setting up another  organization to run to the Stories Behind the Stones, to which those items will be donated. 
Mr. Nash asked what type of assets they have. 
Mr. Gibson stated that they have small items like clothing and flashlights. 
Mr. Nah asked about any leftover monies. 

Mr. Gibson stated that the ordinance covered that. 

Mr. Duggins explained that the accounting firm is handling the funds. 

Ms. Cotner moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.

Item #3 - Vectren re: Street Cut Permits at 523 W Main St-Street Permit, 1578 Clifton Ave-Street Permit, 53 Valley View Ct-Sidewalk Permit, and 36, 37, 49, 51 Valley View Ct-Sidewalk Permit
Mr. Thompson stated that the West Main address is State Highway. 
Rob Philpot stated that he thinks because it is going onto 6th Street that it needs to be approved by this board.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the street cuts as presented with the exception of 523 W. Main and recommended approval of the 6th Street section only, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
Item #4 - Vicki Glotzbach for Stephanie Varble re: Hope for the Children 5K Run/Walk at Community Park on Saturday, March 1, 2014
Mrs. Glotzbach stated that Ms. Varble presented a request for a 5K on March 1, 2014 that starts at 9:00 a.m. She handed out the map of the route and explained that Ms. Varble stated that they usually have a police escort for this event. 
Chief Knight stated that they only needed it on Cherokee Drive. 

Mr. Thompson stated that they put out barricades so that they could make the turn and there was an officer at that location. 
Ms. Cotner moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries. 
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:

Jason Copperwaite representing API for the Verizon store on State Street asked the board to sign the plat that creates the Verizon parking lot.  
The board reviewed the map. 

Mr. Thompson moved to approve the Woodbine First Subdivision, Plat 1424, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.

Roger Harbison explained that they are doing site work for Jeremy Reed on a duplex project called Spring View at 2827 Charlestown Road.  He stated that the existing water line is on the opposite side of the road so they will have to cross the road to tie in to the water line.  He said that they originally planned to do a jack and bore across the road but as they were doing exploratory work they found that there is a fiber optic line as well as a storm sewer line, a sanitary sewer line and a high pressure gas main that all have to be crossed.  He explained that they are at varying elevations and there are so many lines that they would run into.  He said that they are requesting to do an open cut so that they can do a tie in to the water main.
Mr. Nash asked how many duplexes are there.
Mr. Harbison replied there are 12 buildings and 24 units total.
Mr. Thompson asked if the work could be done without closing Charlestown Road.
Mr. Harbison stated that there are five lanes there including the turning lane so they would keep at least one lane in each direction open at all times.  

Mr. Nash asked how long it will take.
Mr. Harbison stated that it should take two days unless there are complications then it may be three days.
Ms. Cotner asked what time of day would he want to do the work.

Mr. Harbison stated that he would like to start at 9:00 a.m. and end at 3:00 p.m.
Mr. Thompson asked when they would like to start.
Mr. Harbison replied next Monday.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the open cut on Charlestown Road to connect to the water line beginning next Monday between 9:00 a.m. and 3:00 p.m. and getting it done as quickly as possible, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
Mr. More, Duke Energy stated that they started a construction project on January 6th and they started on the Georgetown end and hope that in the April timeframe to be back in New Albany.  He also stated that the estimated completion date will be August, 2014. He said that they are following existing right-of-ways so they are not obtaining any new right-of-ways.  
Mr. Nash asked if there will be any tree removal.  

Mr. More stated that they will probably be doing more bush hogging undergrowth to get access to existing structures.  He said that they have already been maintaining that right-of-way and don’t anticipate any tree removal.  He said that they will changing out approximately 90 poles but will not be changing the operating voltage.
Mr. Nash asked if they will be removing any poles.

Mr. More replied no. 
OLD BUSINESS:

Item #1 - Alleyway cleared at 514 E. Elm Street
Mr. Thompson stated that this item should stay on the agenda.

Mr. Duggins stated that he needs a curb cut for the aquatic center at 224 W. Daisy Lane.  He said that it will replace the existing curb cut and will align it with Daisy Lane and Coyle Drive. 
Mr. Nash asked if it is very far from the existing cut.

Mr. Duggins replied that it is about 15 feet.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the curb cut at 224 W. Daisy Lane, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.

Mr. Brewer requested the board’s approval for demolition of a house located at 326 E. 12th Street.  He said that the property has been a continual nuisance and is extremely unsafe.  He presented pictures of the property for the board to review.
Mr. Nash stated that he may want to let the assessor know for tax purposes.

Mr. Thompson moved to approve the demolition of 326 E. 12th Street, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
Mr. Nash asked how the animals were during the cold weather.
Mr. Hall stated that they were fine but they had a couple brought in. 
Mr. Nash asked if they offer shelter in weather like that. 

Mr. Hall replied that they always have shelter available and they have dog houses as well as straw available.  He said that they do not have people bring their animals to the shelters because it is too much liability but will go to them with shelter such as the doghouses and straw.

Mr. Nash asked Ms. Meredith about the event coming up for Martin Luther King, Jr. Day.

Ms. Meredith stated that there will be a Martin Luther King, Jr. celebration at the Griffin Center on Monday at 6:00 p.m. and invited everyone to attend.
