A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, JANUARY 28, 2014 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT: Mickey Thompson, member, Cheryl Cotner, member and Warren V. Nash, president.

CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:
Item #1 - Jim Silliman re: Approval of JTL Supplemental Agreement to General Services Contract
Mr. Silliman explained that they have been providing the Professional Engineering Services Contract for the last couple of years and it is time for the renewal. He stated that based on what was used last year they are suggesting a not to exceed amount of $10,000.00 and if the services aren’t required they don’t get paid. 

John Rosenbarger stated that this is a good resource for them and they are always available and come through with the work. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve contingent upon review of the contract, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries. 

Item #2 - Jimmy Thompson Valliant Construction re: Street Closure on Hauss Square on February 22, 2014 
Mr. Thompson explained that they are replacing the HVA system in the Federal Building and they need to have a crane on the street on February 22nd for at least half the day. He stated that it should only block half the street but they aren’t sure so it would be best to close the street and do the work on a Saturday. He explained that the start time will be 8:00 a.m. and they will complete the work as soon as possible.
Ms. Cotner moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries. 
Item #3 - Vectren Energy re: Street Cut Permits at 2020 Gutford Road (street cut), 2718 Kaywood (sidewalk), and 2719 Kaywood (sidewalk), 1118 Clark Rd (sidewalk), 109 E Market (street cut), 2703 Kaywood (sidewalk)
Rob Philpot explained that Gutford Road was added in error but he does have an addition of 2111 East Market which is a sidewalk cut. He stated that Clark Road is a retirement, the two on Market are new service, and the cuts on Kaywood are repairs. 

Mr. .Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries. 
Item #4 - IN-AWC re: Street Cut Permits at 621 East 5th Street. 
Mr. Thompson stated that this has already been done. 

Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries. 
Item #5 - Inder Kumar re: Permit for new Taxi Cab Company 
Mr. Kumar explained that Best and Checker Cab have both shut down their cab services and a lot of people have lost their jobs and he would like to start a new service to take care of the lack of services in the city. 
Ms. Milburn stated that Mr. Kumar has a current permit on file to drive a taxi-cab for the City. 

Major Whitlow explained that he needs to get in touch with Paul Speights to have the meters checked and inspected. 

Mr. Kumar stated that right now he has one cab but hopes to add a second one very soon.
Mr. Thompson stated that the state minimum requirement for insurance is $1M and what he has submitted looks like it is only for $100,000.00. 

Mr. Kumar stated that he will call the insurance company and get that taken care of. 
Mr. Nash asked how soon he intends to be in business
Mr. Kumar stated as soon as possible. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve contingent upon meeting the insurance requirements and inspection by Weights and Measures and Officer Paul Speights. Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Mr. Ham asked that Mr. Jones to give an update on the closings for the Grantline Road project to the board. 
Glen Jones explained that they don’t anticipate any closure of Grantline until at least March 1st. 
Mr. Ham explained that the utility company is working to relocate and once that is finished then MAC will be able to start construction. He stated that they are also waiting on some materials to be delivered. 
Mr. Jones stated that the plans have been reviewed from JTL and they had a few questions so once all of that has been answered they will resubmit the plans and it will take 4-6 weeks for fabrication time and they won’t close the road until that is finished. 
Mr. Thompson asked if they had an idea for the length of time the road would be closed. 

Mr. Jones stated that it is probably going to be every bit of that 60 day period. 

Mr. Nash gave a little background on the project and explained that they are going to try to install a new viaduct on Grantline and Daisy to alleviate flooding in that area. 
Mr. Ham stated that as it gets closer and they have a better handle on delivery they will be able to put up signs along the detour route to give the public as much notice as possible.
Mr. Nash asked if they would keep the board apprised of the progress as well.
Mr. Jones stated that once they have a more definite time frame they will definitely notify the board. 

Mr. Nash asked where the signs would go. 

Mr. Jones stated that there is a sign layout in place but he would have to look at it to give them more details. 
Officer Joshua Pearman presented a board with a grievance filed with the Chief of Police regarding a perceived violation of the FOP contract.
Mr. Thompson moved take the grievance under advisement for review, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries 

John Hall asked if they would be allowed to have a Q&A regarding this or have an actual hearing. 
Mr. Nash stated that they would make that determination for next week. 
OLD BUSINESS:
Item #1 - Alleyway cleared at 514 E. Elm Street
Mr. Thompson stated that he will try to have something next week for them. 
TABLED ITEMS:

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
Mr. Robinson recommended that the board set an Executive Session for February 4th immediately following the regular meeting to hear the Police Department grievance. 
The board set the Executive Session for February 4th. 
Mrs. Moeller explained that visiting day for the jail is on Saturdays and suggested that Valiant give the Sheriff’s Department notice that they will have the road closed on February 22nd so that they can give notice out to those that plan to visit. 
Jimmy Thompson stated that he would get that taken care of. 
BIDS:

E. Main Street Improvement Project Bids
Andy Ashley presented the board with the findings of their review including bid tabulations and the resumes of key MAC project personnel. He recommended awarding the job to the low bid from MAC Construction in the actual bid amount of $2,395,835.76.
Mr. Nash asked when construction would start and the length of time

Mr. Ashley stated as early March 1st with a 6 month completion time. 

Mr. Rosenbarger explained that the gas company has been out to install their new mains and recently discovered that the water company wants to install a new main through that section as well so there will be a coordination with them so that they can get construction going simultaneously. 
Mr. Ashley stated that he is meeting with IN-AWC regarding this today. 

Mr. Rosenbarger explained that they have also asked the electric company to clean up some of the drops so there are fewer wires so they are hoping to see some results from that request.  

Mr. Thompson moved to award the contract to MAC at their bid price with the stipulation that the Chairman of the Board can sign the contracts when it is ready and subject to review by the legal department, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
