A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, FEBRUARY 4, 2014 AT 10:00 A.M.

CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.  He then announced that the police grievance will be continued until next week immediately following the regular meeting.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:

Item #1 - Steve Triplett, TSI Paving re: Traffic control plan for Reno Project

Mr. Triplett distributed layout plans for the traffic control plan of the Reno project and reviewed it with the board.  He explained that there is a 2x2 catch basin that needs to be raised up on the north corner of Willow Avenue.  He stated that starting on Monday, February 10th they will be working on Market Street between Jay Street and Silver Street and they will be saw cutting and the engineers will be out doing their site survey and making their marks for the location of the pipes. He explained that they will be breaking ground next week and discussed the intersection of Market Street and Silver Street and said they will begin work there on Monday, February 17th and it will be tied up for three days.  He stated that the cut there will be 15 ft. deep to accommodate the 12 ft. manhole and there is also gas, water and fiber optics that they have to clear and that the key impact of the area was Ohio Valley Door and J&J Pallet but they have worked out a route for them.  He moved on to Market Street and Best Street and said that they will work their way up on Best Street and explained that they are going to ask for a road closure in that area but there will be a sign for local access only.  
Mr. Nash asked if there would be any thru traffic.

Mr. Triplett replied no and explained for safety reasons it would be the wise thing to do.  He stated that there will sidewalk closures at the same time.  

Mr. Thompson asked if Jay Street to Silver Street is a one week closure.

Mr. Triplett replied yes and explained that the intersection at Market Street and Silver Street will be roughly three to four days.  He stated that Best Street would probably be another seven days.
Mr. Thompson asked if they will be going up between Cost and Best.
Mr. Triplett stated that they will actually turn up Best and there might be some slight drainage work under the sidewalk on the north side of Market.

Mr. Nash asked when it will start.

Mr. Triplett replied Monday, February 10th.  He explained that he has already scheduled to come in next Tuesday to give the board a quick update.  He said that he will also come in on the 18th and 25th.
Mr. Nash asked if there will be signs in advance.

Mr. Triplett explained that the signs are already up in most places and they are going to get the rest of the signs up this week.  He stated that he can contact the Tribune with any information that the board feels is necessary.
Mr. Thompson asked what length of time they are looking at on Best.

Mr. Triplett stated that going up Best to Spring will probably take three to three and one half weeks.

Mr. Thompson asked if they are going to do it in sections.

Mr. Triplett replied yes. 

Mr. Nash asked if they would only close one block at a time.

Mr. Triplett replied yes and stated that they will have signs two or three blocks back warning people. He explained that the next big storm structure is at Reno and Best and it sits right in the middle of the intersection of Reno.  He stated that it is about 15 ft. deep and there is a water line and two gas lines to be lowered and they will have to close the intersection of Reno. 

Mr. Nash asked Fire Marshal Koehler if he knows anything about the project in the Reno Avenue area.

Fire Marshal Koehler replied no.  

Mr. Triplett stated that he would be happy to sit down and go over the project with him. 
Fire Marshal Koehler stated that if Mr. Triplett notifies dispatch on a daily basis of what will be closed that will be fine. 

Mr. Triplett stated that he would like to come back in next Monday after they start their saw cutting and initial digs.
Mr. Thompson asked about pavement restoration.

Mr. Ham stated that it would be curb to curb.

Mr. Thompson asked if Peyton was going to handle signage.

Mr. Triplett replied yes and explained that Dee wants to go out and ride the route with Mr. Thompson.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the traffic control plan for the Reno project subject to weekly updates and coordination with the Police and Fire Departments, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries. 

Item #2 - Vickie Lincks, Paralyzed Veterans of America KY/IN Chapter re: Use of amphitheater for 5K run on April 5th, 2014

Ms. Lincks explained that they would like to reserve the amphitheater for their 5K race benefiting the Indiana Chapter of Paralyzed Veterans, specifically their fund to assist their wheelchair games team to attend the National Veterans Wheelchair Games in Philadelphia this summer. She stated that they would plan to use the amphitheater as their starting point and utilize the Greenway as the primary route and that would include the closing of 18th Street from 8:00 a.m. – 11:00 a.m. on Saturday, April 5th.  

Ms. Cotner asked Ms. Lincks if she had a map showing the route.

Ms. Lincks stated that she has a small map with notes on it but one of the reasons that she is present is to get a contact information for that area because they would like to use the same route that the Greenway 5K uses since it has been successful in the past. 
Mr. Nash asked what they would use the amphitheater for.
Ms. Lincks replied that they would use it for registration and it would also be their starting and stopping point.  She stated that they will also have a DJ to play music.

Mr. Gardner stated that date is available and the board could approve it and he will call her to help with all of the other requirements.
Ms. Cotner moved to approve the use of the amphitheater and the street closure at Water Street and 18th Street on Saturday, April 5th between 8:00 a.m. – 11:00 a.m., Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.

Item #3 - IN-AWC re: Street Cut Permits for 114 Franklin Drive (main leak), 2009 Bono Road (main leak), 2072 Jaycees Drive (main leak) and Grant Line & Charlestown Road (replace valve box) 
Mr. Thompson stated that these have been done.

Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.

Item #4 - CM Gillenwater re: Curb Cut request for a driveway 45 East 6th Street

Mr. Gillenwater stated that he is going to build a house at this location and will need a driveway to get to his garage.
Mr. Nash asked if he has all of the proper permits from the building department.

Mr. Gillenwater replied not yet.

Mr. Nash asked him if he was aware of what he needed to do.

Mr. Gillenwater replied yes and will get his building permit as soon as he leaves here.

Mr. Thompson stated that he didn’t get a chance to look at it yet so he would like to take it under advisement.

Mr. Thompson moved to take under advisement for review by the Street Commissioner, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries. 

Item #5 - Ronald Carter with Envision Holdings re: Sidewalk Closure at West 7th and W. Market 

Mr. Carter stated that they have acquired a piece of property  at this location and they are going to be removing the roof on the back and that he may have to place a dumpster and may have to close the sidewalk and the parking lane.  He submitted a picture of the building to the board to review.  He explained that he does own the two vacant lots next to it so he may be able to put it there but it will depend on what will be best for the roofers. 
Ms. Cotner asked how long it will take.
Mr. Carter replied that once he gets someone to do it, it shouldn’t take more than three days.
Mr. Brewer stated that he has been out to the location and he is comfortable with it.
Mr. Nash asked when he wants to do this.

Mr. Carter replied as soon as he can find a contractor.

Mr. Nash asked if that would be in the next 30 days.

Mr. Carter replied yes.

Mr. Thompson moved to approve the potential parking lane/sidewalk closure at W. 7th Street and W. Market Street and dumpster permit, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.

COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:

Rob Philpot, Vectren, passed out information on a main replacement project on W. Main Street that will extend from W. 8th Street to W. 1st Street, W. Market from W. 4th to W. 1st, the  end of W. 4th street extending down to the 200 block, and the 200 block of Lafayette Street. He explained that they will be replacing the bare-steal and cast iron mains that they have now and installing 2 inch plastic and all the work will be done in the sidewalk. 
Mr. Thompson stated that he met with them to review the plans and he will have an in-house review with Mr. Rosenbarger as soon as he gets a chance. 
Mr. Nash asked how the time frame.  

Mr. Philpot replied approximately five months from start to finish that will include the renewal of 62 services
Mr. Nash asked if they are going to use plastic everywhere.

Mr. Philpot explained that most everywhere would use the plastic but higher transmission areas will still use the bare-steel. He stated that they are going to notify the Tribune to let the residents know what they are doing as well as distributing door hangers.  
Mr. Nash asked how long the service would be interrupted

Mr. Philpot stated that it would be no longer than a couple of hours and each resident would be informed prior. He explained that they do seem to seem replacement on the sidewalks which are generally 4'X5' section and they will do these temporality in gravel or stone until the contractor comes because them to fill it in with concrete. 
Mr. Nash asked if he could come back on a monthly basis to keep the board apprised.

Mr. Philpot replied yes.

Mr. Thompson moved to approve subject to the in-house review, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.

OLD BUSINESS:

Item #1 - Alleyway cleared at 514 E. Elm Street

Mr. Thompson stated that he would like to take this item off the agenda because he has met with the attorney to look into it to see if something else could be done besides building a new alley.
