A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, FEBRUARY 11, 2014 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT: Mickey Thompson, member, Cheryl Cotner, member and Warren V. Nash, president.

CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.  

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:
Item #1 - Steve Triplett, TSI Paving re: Update on Reno Storm Water Project
Mr. Triplett presented the board with handouts with details regarding the project and reviewed it.  He explained that after the last meeting they had a conflict with the utility line fiber optics but it has been resolved and this has put them a few days behind.  He stated that they will start digging Thursday, February 13th which will close off Jay to Silver on Market and they will finish up on Best Avenue starting March 1st. 

Mr. Thompson stated that he wrote the construction area and got the locations and dates for the closures to the Clerk’s office.  
Mr. Nash asked if the detour would be Division Street from the east bound lane.
Mr. Triplett stated that from Jay to Market people will have to turn left on Jay. 
Mr. Nash asked if they would then turn on Market and what the detour sign will say.
Mr. Triplett stated that they will take them up to Spring and explained that all of the detours on the handouts from last week. He explained that he will be back on the 18th for more updates. 
Mr. Nash asked when Silver and Market are closed how the traffic will go south bound on Silver. 

Mr. Thompson stated that they would have to go up to Main Street to Silver and go to Willow. 
Item #2 - Ed Calvert, MAC re: Street Closure on Grant Line Road
Mr. Calvert passed out handouts on the street closure and reviewed them with the board.  He stated that they are doing a job on Grant Line at Fall Run and they need to close the road on February 17th. He explained that their detour will run from Beechwood to Charlestown to Vincennes and they do have advanced signage up now.
Mr. Thompson asked how long the closure will take.
Mr. Calvert stated that they originally thought 60 days but they are probably going to have to do this in two phases. He explained that he hopes to have this down for 8-10 days. 
Mr. Thompson asked if this was just to move the sewer line and the culvert would be later. 

Mr. Calvert stated that is correct. 
Mr. Nash asked when they anticipate starting the culvert part of the project. 

Mr. Calvert stated that they should have their materials in about 6 weeks so they will start about a month from the completion of the sewer relocation. 
Mr. Thompson asked Mr. Calvert to come back to the board before they are ready to start the culvert part of the project to let them know they are ready to start and that the detours are in place. 

Mr. Calvert stated that he would. 

Mr. Thompson asked if it will be regular work hours.
Mr. Calvert stated that they will probably work 10 hour days.
Mr. Nash asked if he has spoken to the area businesses.
Mr. Calvert replied that they will leave access to all the businesses and he has spoken to all the ones that will be the most impacted and any others that they would like him to. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the street closure with suggested detour, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
Item #3 - Yvonne Bolanowski re: Sidewalks at 209 East Market 
Ms. Bolanowski presented pictures of the sidewalk and stated that the board received a letter from her regarding this issue. She stated that Vectren was installing a gas line on Market in front of her business in November and the sidewalks are still tore up. She explained that this has affected her business as well as being an eyesore and asked the board if they could help her get in contact with them to get this taken care of. 
Mr. Thompson stated that he did talk to Rob Philpot from Vectren and made him aware of it and explained that it could partially be the City’s fault because they were pulled off that project to start a Main Street project that the City needed to expedite. 
Mr. Nash stated that the board will stay on top of it until it gets taken care of. 
Item #4 - Willis Goff with Stemler Corp. re: Sidewalk cut for sewer repair
Mr. Goff presented some pictures of the sidewalk that needs to be removed to do a sewer repair  at 223 West Spring between Scribner Drive and Washington Place. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
Item#5 - Leah Alexander re: Speedbumps in Muirfield Subdivision.
Ms. Alexander stated that they are here on behalf of the homeowners association to request speed bumps in the Muirfield Subdivision.  She explained that there are about 80 lots in their neighborhood so they have a lot of traffic going through that area and there have been a lot of complaints regarding speeding.  She stated that they don’t have any speed limit signs and they have a lot of children in the area so they definitely need to address the issue.
Mr. Nash stated that it will be turned over to the traffic division to evaluate and bring their recommendations back to the board. 
Item #6 - Matt McLean re: Street Cut Permit at 2207 State Street for Verizon Store
Mr. McLean presented plans for two separate road cut permits to facilitate the new Verizon store in the Target parking lot. 
Mr. Thompson explained that this has been approved but there have been some changes.
Mr. McLean explained that one of the cuts is to tie in to the sanitary sewer line and one to add a fire hydrant. He stated that the traffic pattern will be shut down during the day only and will be plated at night if there are any open trench cuts. 
Mr. Nash asked when they plan to do this and what period of time. 
Mr. McLean stated that he wants to do this in the next couple of weeks but it will be weather permitting. 
Mr. Nash asked how long it will take.
Mr. McLean stated that he is looking for 3 days for each part of the project and would start the second project as soon as the first one is finished. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the two street cut permits and the lane closure, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:

OLD BUSINESS:
Item #1 - Curb Cut request for a driveway 45 East 6th Street
Mr. Thompson recommended approving the cut and explained that it is a house that was demoed and the curb is gone. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
TABLED ITEMS:

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
Vicki Glotzbach stated that she received a letter from Fran Fach for Art on the Parish Green. She explained that they are holding their 8th annual festival on June 14th & 15th and they would like to hang a banner the last week in May and the first two weeks in June. She stated that they are requesting a street closure at 11th Street for the festival from 9:00 a.m. Friday, June 13th through 7:00 p.m. on Sunday, June 15th as well as barricades. 
Ms. Cotner moved to approve the street banner for the first two weeks in June and the 11th Street Closure, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.
Mrs. Glotzbach explained that she received an email from Micah Snyder with TNT Fireworks regarding a request for any permits they would need in order to run a tent in the New Albany Meijer’s parking lot. 
Fire Marshall Koehler explained that they have to apply for a permit through the state and will be the ones that do the inspection. He stated that he does go with the State Fire Marshall on the inspections but he doesn’t have to do any of the paperwork. 
Mr. Gardner stated that Flood Control Board passed a resolution this morning to transfer a utility vehicle from the Flood Control District to the Street Department and the Board of Works needs to accept this vehicle by approving the resolution that is in front of them. 
Ms. Cotner moved to approve BOW-14-02, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.

Mr. Nash stated that he received many complaints via social media regarding snow removal on sidewalks.  

Mr. Thompson stated that they haven’t done anything about the snow being pushed on the sidewalks but he can get with the attorney to see if there is any other action that can be taken.
