A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, FEBRUARY 18, 2014 AT 10:00 A.M.

CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.  

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
BIDS:

Mr. Duggins stated that there are six bids for the expansion and improvements to the New Albany Farmers Market and Michell, Timperman & Ritz will be taking those bids afterward.
Mr. Nash opened the bids and they are as follows:

Mr. Nash stated that Upton Pry was the apparent low bidder. He suggested taking the bids under advisement and to award the bid next week after the attorneys review them.
Mr. Thompson moved to take the bids under advisement, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.

NEW BUSINESS:
Item #1 – Steve Triplett, TSI re: Update on Reno Storm Water Project
Mr. Triplett stated that the key thing that he wanted to speak about is the concern about the intersection of Silver and Market that they will be closing on Monday, February 24th and Tuesday, February 26th.  He said that the intersection will then be opened and they will continue down Market to the side street of Best for the remainder of the week.  He said that the following week they should be out of the main area and just be working on Best.  He also said that they do have over 250 ft. of pipe in the ground, two major manhole structures and the outfall headwall set at the creek.   
Mr. Nash asked if they will be out of Market Street by the end of next week.

Mr. Triplett replied yes.

Mr. Nash asked what the projected date is to be on Spring Street. 

Mr. Triplett replied probably by the third week of March.
Mr. Nash asked how long they will be on Spring Street.

Mr. Triplett replied possibly a couple of weeks but they don’t have a firm plan on that yet because they are still juggling whether they are going to work nights or weekends.  He said that they wanted to wait until they have a firm plan and come back and present that to the board. 

Mr. Thompson asked about the Beechwood project where they had an emergency closure because of a blocked sewer line.
Mr. Nash asked where it is on Beechwood.

Mr. Thompson replied between Charlestown and Depauw.
Mr. Triplett stated that they are working on it today.  He said that there seems to be a pipe in the manhole that no one knew about and they are trying to get that fixed but it shouldn’t be anything major.
Mr. Thompson stated that he got the call yesterday and because the sewer was backing up, he went ahead authorized them to start work on it.
Item #2 - IN-AWC re: Street Cut Permit for 1405 Grant Street
Mr. Thompson stated that it was a leak that they repaired on February 6th.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
Item #3 - Mac Construction re: Pot holes and Utility poles 
Mr. Kaluzny stated that they have a streetscape project on Main Street and would like to start next week doing some exploratory excavation to verify the utilities and doesn’t see any traffic being impeded.  He said their truck will be in the parking lane and if they have to be in the middle of the road, traffic will still have access around them.
Mr. Nash asked how long it will take.

Mr. Kaluzny replied two weeks at the most.

Mr. Nash asked when it will start.

Mr. Kaluzny replied March 10th.
Mr. Nash asked when it will be completed.

Mr. Kaluzny replied substantial completion is August 7th.
Item #4 - Deena Burks, NAFC Schools re: Reserve Amphitheater for August 2nd for 5K Run
Ms. Burks presented a handout to the board and reviewed it with them.  She said that NAFC Schools started a wellness program in 2013 and they also have a physical education teacher that works with the YMCA and they have a grant to help with the wellness of the youth as well. She said that it will be called the 1st Annual Dash to School 5K and 1 Mile Kids Fun Run and the purpose of the event is to institute overall wellness initiative for the students, employees and the community.  She requested the use of the amphitheater and the Greenway for Saturday, August 2nd from 6:00 a.m. until 12:00 p.m.
Mr. Nash stated that Mr. Gardner schedules the riverfront and he is not present today so the board will have to take it under advisement and get back with Ms. Burks.  He added that if the date is available, he doesn’t see any problem with it at all.
Mr. Thompson asked if the route will stay on the riverfront.

Ms. Burks replied yes.
Mr. Thompson moved to take this item under advisement to check with Mr. Gardner and make sure that the amphitheater is not booked for that date, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
Item #5 - Vicki Glotzbach for Valiant Construction re: Changing date of street closure on Hauss Square to March 1st
Ms. Glotzbach explained that Valiant Construction requested a street closure on Hauss Square for February 22nd to bring in a crane to do some work on the Federal Building.  She stated that they are not going to be able to do that work on the February 22nd and wanted to know if they could change the date to March 1st.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve rescheduling the street closure date for March 1st, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.

COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:

Mr. Ferree, Vectren requested a street cut permit at 21 Robin Road that was already done due to a leak repair and a sidewalk cut permit at 623 Roseview Terrace to renew a gas service due to a leak.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the sidewalk cut at 623 Roseview Terrace and street cut permit at 21 Robin Road, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.

OLD BUSINESS:
Item #1 - Sidewalks at 209 East Market 
Mr. Thompson stated that he did speak with the gas company and they have started working on them.  He said that they did call and ask permission to leave the sections of sidewalk behind Habana because they are in the process of remodeling and there are dumpsters lined up in their parking lot.
Item #2 - Speed bumps in Muirfield Subdivision
Mr. Thompson stated that he hasn’t spoken with Mr. Speights yet.

Mr. Ham stated that they are on schedule with the sanitary line project on Grant Line Road and the road should be opened back up on Tuesday of next week.
