A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WILL BE HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, MARCH 11, 2014 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT: Mickey Thompson, member, Cheryl Cotner, member. Warren V. Nash was absent.

CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Thompson called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.  

NEW BUSINESS:
Item #1 - Shaunna Graf re: proposed installation plans of the Wayfinding Signs for the Ohio River Greenway 
Ms. Graf presented the board with a packet of the plans for the signs that include design intent drawings as well as programming map and the message schedule and where they are going to be located. She explained that the next step is to bid the project out but they needed to get approval before they moved forward. She stated that the install would take place in May if everything goes well. 

Mr. Thompson asked when they wanted to put it out to bid. 

Ms. Graf stated that they are on the agenda to get approval from Jeff so as soon as they get the go ahead from both administrations they will begin. 

Mr. Thompson asked how long they would have to review this. 
Ms. Graf stated that they would like to put it out to bid at the end of March and use April for review. 
Mr. Thompson asked if there was a number that indicated which were going to be in New Albany. 

Ms. Graf stated that the plans show the locations but it isn’t broken down but she could get that information to them. 

Ms. Cotner moved to take this under advisement for review, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor. 
Item #2 - Mark Stauffer re: Northside Christian Church 5K at Community Park and surrounding area 
Mr. Stauffer explained that they are going to have a 5K on their serve day and while most of it will be in the park but some of it will go on Grantline and Cherokee and they would like permission to do this. He stated that the event will be on April 26th at 5:00 a.m.
Mr. Thompson asked if they have done this before. 

Mr. Stauffer stated that this is the first year they are doing the 5K in the park. 
Mr. Thompson stated that they can’t authorize the use of the park but they have had races before that utilized some of the city streets during 5k’s
Chief Knight stated that most of the time they stay on the Grantline sidewalk and run up Cherokee to Schell Lane. 
Mr. Thompson asked if this would be the same route

Mr. Stauffer stated that it would. 

Mr. Thompson asked if the Police Department could have someone there. 
Chief Knight stated that they could

Mr. Thompson stated that he will drop off barricades to close the one lane on Cherokee. 

Ms. Cotner moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor. 
Item #3 - Doug Stewart with Infrastructure Inc re: Street Cut Permit to install water main  in East Main Street
Frank Briner explained that they are going to be doing the water line installation on Main Street for Indiana American Water. He stated that the majority of the work will be in the sidewalk but they will be in the street for part of the project so they need to get approval for a street cut permit. 
Mr. Thompson asked if they had been working with Mr. Christmas and gave him the traffic plan. 

Mr. Briner stated that they have 

Mr. Thompson stated that from his understanding the first part will involve flaggers and no lane closures. 

Mr. Christmas stated that there was no intent to shut down traffic. He explained that he has reviewed the plans and it is pretty typical with no complete closures. 

Mr. Thompson stated that he did speak with MAC and mentioned that if the two projects meet up and they need to close any of the lanes they will need to come to the board. 

Mr. Christmas explained that MAC doesn’t have any immediate needs for a lane closures but they will be coming before the board with their complete traffic plan soon. 
Mr. Thompson asked if there would be more than one cut and if so they need to get that list to the Clerk’s office as they make them. 
Ms. Cotner moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor. 

Mr. Christmas explained that since it is a city project they talked about doing a blanket permit for the cuts
Mr. Christmas stated that construction has started on the East Main Street project and the tree removal should wrap up this week on the south side. He explained that Duke is going to be doing the primary removal on the north side but they were delayed by the storms and he will follow up to get a timeline on that. He stated that sidewalk removal has already because on the 5th Street side and Vincennes side. He explained that he is in the process of updating the progress website so they will have activities on a weekly basis and they can check that out at

Item #4 - Krisjans Streips re: Proposed Tree Board Project.
Mr. Streips explained that the Tree Board met with Gina Anderson from Purdue Extension office and she had an idea for an Arbor Day Tree Walk and presented the board with a planned route. He stated that they date they want is April 25th around 5:00 p.m. so that people could have time to enjoy downtown restaurants after. He explained that are meeting again tomorrow to hammer out the rest of the details but wanted to get approval from the board. 

Mr. Thompson stated that this doesn’t require action from the board. 
Item #5 – Vectren Energy re: Sidewalk Cut permits at 26 & 27 Valley View Court

Mr. Thompson stated that they had a late addition that didn’t make it to the agenda and stated that he doesn’t have any issues with them. 

Ms. Cotner moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor. 

COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Irv Stumler explained that they had a neighborhood association meeting and Chief Knight was there to give them information about the block watch program and other things they can do as a neighborhood to stay on watch. He stated that as a result of the meeting he has one item to bring before the board regarding issues about the trees on Cherry Street He explained that and Mr. Streips is going to bring that up to the Tree Board. 
Mr. Thompson asked which side it was on. 

Mr. Stumler stated mostly the west side. 
Mr. Thompson stated that he just wonders how much is in private property and how much is in the right-of-way. 

Mr. Stumler stated that some is in the right-of-way but some are on the bank but others are on private property but if it falls it will go across the road. 
Mr. Thompson stated that they do because they have had to cut them down before. 

Mr. Stumler stated that they talked about benches and he would like to get six of the ones at the Street Department to put in the Silver Heights camp and 4 more to put in the neighborhoods. 
Mr. Thompson stated that there is currently an art project being put together so they need to wait and see what will be left of those that are useful.  
Mr. Stumler stated that Keep New Albany Clean and Green has replanted 56 planters with 4 left to be done and they are looking really good and requested 42 more planters and asked when they could expect approval for that. 

Mr. Thompson stated that he needs to get with the Building Commissioner to discuss which ones there had been issues with and maybe they need to look at moving the ones that they have issues with to the new locations. He explained that maybe all three of them can meet and work on this.  

OLD BUSINESS:
Item #1 - NAC Bike Race on July 27th 
Mr. Thompson stated that he did make contact with the 2nd Baptist Church and they agreed to move their service to the Saturday before to accommodate the route. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, all voted in favor. 

Mr. Thompson stated that they need to make sure that they need to put the detour up so that St. Marks knows what is going on.
