A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, APRIL 15, 2014 AT 10:00 A.M.

CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.  

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:
Item #1 - Susan Parr with Brandon’s House re: Walk-a-thon on April 27, 2014 at 3:00 p.m.
Ms. Parr stated that they have done this for the past 18 years and presented a map for the board to review.  She said that it is the same route that they have done before and that they usually request some police assistance.
Major Whitlow stated that he could take care of that and asked what time the 5K begins.

Ms. Parr replied 3:00 p.m.
Mr. Thompson asked if they are requesting any street closures.

Ms. Parr replied no and stated that the police help with crossing the major intersections because they have a lot of young people in the event.
Ms. Cotner moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries. 
 
Item #2 - Vectren re: Street and Sidewalk Cut Permit for 400 West Main Street and Sidewalk Cut for 601 Silver Street
Mr. Shane Jenkins presented the above requests.
Mr. Brewer stated that the Silver Street one is for the city to move forward with a demolition of the apartment building on the corner of Silver and Oak.
Mr. Thompson asked if 400 West Main Street was part of the cast iron and bare steel replacement.  
Mr. Jenkins replied yes.

Mr. Thompson moved to approve the above cuts, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
Item #3 - Vicki Glotzbach for Mrs. Hartman regarding parking on Frances Drive
Mrs. Glotzbach explained that Mrs. Hartman is concerned with too many cars parking in the wrong direction on the street and she has trouble getting out of her driveway at times.  She also said the Mrs. Hartman is concerned about emergency vehicles getting through that area.

Major Whitlow stated that he would have Mr. Speights check into it and get back with the board.

Item #4 - New Albany’s Living History Committee re: Stories Behind the Stones Historic Fairview Cemetery Tour in September on Friday the 25th and Saturday the 26th (rain date Sunday the 27th)
Mr. Nash read Mrs. Zoller’s email into the records and is on record in the city clerk’s office.

Ms. Cotner moved to approve for 2014, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries

Item #5 - Irv Stumler re: Decision on planter placement
Mr. Stumler passed out a brochure for Keep New Albany Clean & Green for the board and reviewed their mission statement.  He then introduced Gina Anderson who is an educator with the Purdue Extension Office and serves on their board of directors.  He said that she also gives advice on the plants for the planters and how to care for them.  He suggested that she be involved in the future with the board of works on how these planters are done.
Ms. Anderson stated that her background is horticulture and she is happy to assist in any plant or horticulture questions.
Mr. Nash thanked Mr. Stumler for what Keep New Albany Clean & Green does but said there have been some concerns with the planters.  He said that about a year ago Mr. Stumler came to the board with the request and the board had reservations then and asked Mr. Stumler for a plan but the planters were put out without the board’s approval. He explained that some of them block access on the sidewalks and some have been used as litter receptacles.  He also explained that the size of the planters is too large and placement has been a problem.  He said that they were concerned about the maintenance of the planters through the year and that has been a problem also.  He said that the board would like to work with Mr. Stumler on the design of the containers and the placement.
Mr. Thompson stated that they appreciate what Mr. Stumler is trying to do but the planters are too low profile and the plants overgrew around them.  He also said that they could be a trip hazard if you are not paying attention when you go to hit the pedestrian crossing button.
Mr. Stumler asked when they could meet and discuss all of these issues to see where to go from here.
Mr. Summers stated that he has looked at a few different planter designs that are taller and fit with the downtown historic nature.  He said that he would be happy to meet with Mr. Stumler.

Mr. Stumler thanked him and asked to meet with him soon.  He then asked the board where they are now with those that are out there.
Mr. Thompson stated that the ones that he removed were impeding the public’s access and he will gradually start removing the others.
Mr. Stumler requested that he leave those other planters where they are for a while because there are reasons that they chose the ones that they did and he would like to discuss that with Mr. Summers.
Item #6 - Jim Harris re: Permit to sell roses on 2129 Spring Street on May 10, 2014.
Mr. Harris stated that he represents the Kiwanis Club and everything that they make goes back into the community mainly to benefit children.

Mr. Thompson asked if he would be on the sidewalk.
Mr. Harris stated that there would be someone on the sidewalk with a sign telling people to turn into the lot but they will not be on the street.
Mr. Robison stated that they do not need a permit since they will be on private property.
Item #7 - IN- AWC re: Street Cut Permit for Oxford and McDonald (repair valve), McDonald and Beacon (install valve), and Depauw and Burton (main break) 
Mr. Thompson stated that he spoke with them this morning.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the above permits, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
Mr. Nash stated that he is hearing complaints about the speed bumps on Water Street and asked what would be involved in removing them. 
Mr. Thompson suggested removing one of them to see how much is involved.  He said that he has spoken with wastewater because they have a piece of equipment that can be used to take one out.
Mr. Gardner asked if there would be some type of speed prevention put in to replace these tables.

Mr. Thompson suggested putting in speed limit signs and work with the police on it.
Mr. Summers stated that public works employees will be working the next few days on Spring Street Hill and will require one lane to be closed but the street will remain open.  He said that they will be installing some geo-tech style fabric and re-grading the slope to make sure that it stays stable.
Mr. Nash asked if there is a problem.

Mr. Summers stated that there is a slight soil slope that has slid a little bit so we are doing preventative maintenance to make sure that the slope stays where it is intended to stay.
Mr. Nash asked when it would be.

Mr. Summers stated that they are mobilizing today and will be doing work through the end of the week and possibly a little into next week. 

Ms. Cotner moved to approve the lane closure on Spring Street Hill for the rest of this week and the first part of next week, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.

Mr. Ham stated that they are removing the last of the large pipes that were in place on Grant Line Road and should be receiving the precast foundation for the free-span. He also said they are pouring the headwalls on the culvert that was installed on Hickoryvale.  He reported on the Reno project and stated that they waiting on AT&T to locate a fiber optic line and once that is done TSI will be able to move on across Spring Street.
Mr. David Hall requested permission to block a section of the sidewalk on April 21st in front of the shelter from 9:00 a.m. until 2:00 p.m. because they want to set their emergency unit up by the education room for a meeting with out of town guests.  He said that they have been actively involved in spay neuter legislation throughout the state as far as a adding a pet food tax and Senator Grooms has expressed interest in the bill and would like to be educated further.  He said that there will be people from the Humane Society of the United States and the ASPCA as well as people from other shelters in Indiana coming in to talk. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the sidewalk closure in front of the animal shelter on April 21st, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.

Mr. Thompson stated that the handicap parking spot at 311 W. Eighth has been approved by Mr. Speights and the sign has been installed but the striping has not been done yet because of the weather.  
Mrs. Moeller presented bank reconciliations for January and February, 2014 and asked that they be entered into the records.
Mr. Michael Hall stated that cars are parking in spots that are not parking spaces next to the alley between Bank Street and Pearl Street along Market Street across from the Grand.  He said that it is making it difficult for delivery trucks to get in and out. 
Major Whitlow stated that he would have Mr. Speights check into it.  

Mr. Thompson stated that the water meter that was a problem in front of the Keg is going to be looked at by the water company. He also stated that the Keg was interested in a loading zone in front of their business and if the two businesses agree then he doesn’t see a problem with making a loading zone there.
