A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, APRIL 22, 2014 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT: Warren V. Nash, president, Mickey Thompson, member, Cheryl Cotner, member.

CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.  

NEW BUSINESS:
Item #1 - Steve Triplett re: Reno Storm Water Project Update
Mr. Triplett stated that they entered Spring Street on Monday morning as planned but they did encounter a gas line that is about 1’ lower than anticipated so they are going to have to spend a little more time in the east bound lane than they had planned. He explained that they should be out by the end of the day Friday but they will have to leave the traffic control devices up over the weekend and they will start into the west bound lane on Monday. 
Mr. Nash asked if they will be finished on Spring Street next Monday.

Mr. Triplett replied that they will be finished with the piping but will need to mill and pave which should only take a half day.
Item#2 - Jeff Burton re: Use of the amphitheater on June 8, 2014 for wedding 
Mr. Burton stated that he would like to use the amphitheater on June 8, 2014 for his wedding.  He said that it will be at 1:00 p.m. but they would like to get in around 11:00 to set up and they would be finished around 6:30-7:00 p.m.
Mr. Nash asked Mr. Gardner if the riverfront is available that day.

Mr. Gardner replied yes.

Mr. Thompson asked if the road would need to be closed.

Mr. Burton replied no. 
Mr. Nash asked how many people they are anticipating.

Mr. Burton replied about 65 people.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve from 1:00 p.m. until 6:30 p.m., Ms. Cotner second, motion carries
Item #3 - Vicki Glotzbach for George Ott re:  Requesting street closure for St. Mary’s Street festival June 20th – 22nd, 2014 
Mrs. Glotzbach explained that Mr. Ott would like to close 8th Street from Friday, June 20th at 8:00 a.m. until 3:00 a.m. on June 22nd for their annual festival. 
Ms. Cotner moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries
Item #5 - Kathy Wilkerson with Parks and Recreation re: Permission to place signs for community yard sale 
Ms. Wilkerson presented the board with a replication of the sign and explained that they are 18” X 18” and they have about 20 that they will be putting out on Thursday. She explained that they will collect them after the event on Saturday. 
Mr. Nash asked where the signs will go.
Ms. Wilkerson stated that they put them all over town. 

Mr. Nash asked that they not be places in the right-of-way. 
Ms. Cotner moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries
Item #6 - Vicki Glotzbach for AT&T re: Street Cut Request for 222 Pearl St
Mr. Thompson stated that he will have to go out to see if they have started work yet because he went out to look at it but didn’t realize it was in the alley and explained that they are running new fiber optics. 
Mr. Thompson moved to take under advisement, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:

Susan Harrison stated that they are still renovating at 428 E. 6th Street and they need another dumpster.  She explained that she would like to have it for 10 days and requested help from Mr. Thompson with a pipe that is rather high out of the ground that could be a safety issue.  

Mr. Thompson stated that he would come out and take a look at the pipe. 

Mr. Nash asked if it impedes traffic.
Ms. Harrison replied no and explained that they rope it off with safety tape and they haven’t had any issues in the past. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries
OLD BUSINESS:

Item #1 - Parking on Frances Drive
Mr. Thompson stated that he hasn’t gone out and hasn’t heard from Mr. Speights. 
Item #2 - Loading zone in front of the Keg
Mr. Thompson stated that there is room there it is just a matter of taking up the parking space there on Pearl. He explained that Pearls on Pearl and the Keg are going to share it. 
Item #3 - Approval of handicap space at 311 W. Eighth Street and 328 W. Eighth 
Mrs. Glotzbach explained that in the City Ordinance it states that the Board of Works has to approve all handicap parking spaces even though Mr. Speights or the Traffic Supervisor inspects them. 

Mr. Thompson moved to approve handicap spaces at 311 and 328 W. Eighth Street, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
Item #4 - Speed bumps on Water Street
Mr. Thompson stated that this item can be removed because Flood Control is looking into it.
Item #5 – Parking on Market Street between Pearl Street and Bank Street

Mr. Thompson stated that he restriped the area that was being used as a parking space so they shouldn’t have any issues with parking there from now on.

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
Mr. Robison stated that he issued a letter to the Best Western to vacate the lot of the storage units.  

Mr. Nash stated that the y had the wrong date for the Cemetery Tours and they need to approve the corrected dates. He explained they will be September 26 & 27 with a rain date on September 28th. 
Ms. Cotner moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.

Mr. Thompson stated that Mr. Speights does fill out a form and brings it out to their office so that they know where they are going to install the signs. 

Mrs. Glotzbach stated that they could use that information but they just need something to keep for their records. 

Mr. Robison stated that he would prefer that Mr. Speights fill out the form that they have used in the past. 

Ms. Cotner stated that she had a question about whether or not the gentleman that came before the board to see roses on private property would still need to get a vendor’s permit to sell. 

Mr. Thompson stated that if they are on private property he doesn’t think he needs a permit from the City.

Mr. Robison stated that he doesn’t need a permit to sell on private property.
