A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WILL BE HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, MAY 13, 2014 AT 10:00 A.M.

CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Thompson called the meeting to order at 10:02 a.m.  

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:

Item #1 - Jessica Zartman with Structurepoint re: CVS New Albany 
Ms. Zartman explained that she is on the civil engineering team for the proposed project and they are here to request a curb cut approval for the development at the intersection of State Street and Green Valley Road.  She stated that they revised their site plan based on Mr. Schellenberg comments which includes the addition of a south bound turn lane on State Street and stripping throughout the development. 

Mr. Schellenberg stated that he hasn’t seen any changes on State Street.
Mr. Gibson stated that the other issues have been resolved and they ask that it be approved subject to approval by JTL and Mr. Schellenberg. 

Ms Cotner moved to approve subject to review and approval by JTL and Mr. Schellenberg, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries


Item #2 - JT Henderson with Family and Children’s Place re: street closures for a 5K 
Mr. Henderson explained that they are a regional non-profit and they have an office on Grant Line Road and stated that their organization supports a community free of abuse, violence and neglect against children. He stated that the work that they do in Southern Indiana is after school mentorship with several middle schools and provide a child advocacy center. He explained that they are hosting a 5K Run at Community Park and they need to ask the City for approval to close a couple of lanes around the park. 

Mr. Thompson asked who recommended the closures. 

Mr. Henderson stated that Mr. Roger Jeffers was the one that told him to come before the board. 
Mr. Thompson stated that most of the 5K’s in the park don’t require any road closures aside from blocking off one lane of Cherokee. 

Mr. Henderson stated that they are asking to use their usual route and are open to the board’s suggestion. He stated that the race would be from 10:00 a.m.-11:00a.m.

Chief Knight asked how many runners they are expecting. 

Mr. Henderson stated that they are hoping to have 300. 

Ms. Cotner asked if they would be open to amending their plan to use the route that previous 5K’s have followed
Mr. Henderson stated that they would be open to whatever works best for both parties. 

Mr. Thompson stated that they usually have a police officer sitting at the Cherokee/Grantline location and they barricade the one lane to make the turn to go back into the park. 

Ms. Milburn asked for the date.
Mr. Thompson said Saturday September 20th 

Ms Cotner moved to approve the route through Cherokee, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries
Item #3 - Mindy Milburn re: parking issues at 1530 E. 8th Street. 
Ms. Milburn explained that a resident called to complain about issue with parking in the area and stated that one of their neighbors works on cars and leaves them for weeks at a time on the street as well as blocks the alley so others can’t access their driveways. She explained that Mr. Speights is aware of the situation and has gone out tow the vehicles but the resident wanted to make the board aware in case the issues continue to happen. 

Item #4 - John Clare re: installing garage at 4224 Royal Oaks
Mr. Streips explained that Mr. Clare came before the Board of Zoning & Appeals last Wednesday to install a garage that didn’t meet development standards because it is on top of a 20’ easement for utilities and drainage. He stated that his request was approved with the condition that he get approval from Board of Works, Sewer Board, Utilities, and Stormwater Board. He explained that the developer of the subdivision stated that the utilities and drainage were all out front and they weren’t planning to use the easement anytime soon. He asked for the board’s approval. 
Mr. Thompson asked if they have verified that the easement was platted but not used. 

Mr. Streips stated that they will have to verify that again before they start digging.  

Ms Cotner moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries
Item #5 - Lauren Howard re: Street closure on Bank St. for Pet fair on July 19th, 2014 from 3:30 until 10:00 p.m. 

Ms. Howard explained that they had a pet fair last year at the Farmer’s Market and it was suggested to them to mimic the IndieFest layout and they have contacted all the businesses in that area and they are all in favor so they would ask for the board’s approval to close Bank from Spring to Elm on July 19th for their fair. 
Mr. Thompson asked if there would be booths or a stage for entertainment. He explained that if they have a stage they get into permits with the state and there is quite a bit more involved. 

Fire Chief Koehler stated that they can have music but if they have any live musicians then they get into more permitting. 

David Hall asked if they wanted to take it under advisement so that he could review the plan. 
Ms Cotner moved to approve contingent upon approval by Mr. Hall, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries
Item #6 - Ron Smith re: Horse drawn carriage rides on May 16th , 2014 from 7:00 p.m. until 10:00 p.m. 
Mr. Smith stated that he is owner of the bed and breakfast on main and they are having a wedding show on Friday night and they would like to have the alley around 10th, Main and Market which would be a small loop around the block. 

Mr. Thompson stated that in the past they have required that they have the rubber shoes so they don’t tear up the street.
Mr. Smith stated that the company has operated here before so they know the rules and regulations and have the proper insurance. 
Mr. Hall expressed concern about where the horses would be loaded and unloaded and if there was appropriate and safe place to store the animals. 

Ms Cotner moved to approve contingent upon review by Mr. Hall, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries
Item #7 - Wes Christmas re: Request to reduce speed limit throughout the construction zone of the E. Main St. project
Mr. Christmas expressed his appreciation for the increased police presence in the East Main Street Project area and explained that in an attempt to further address safety concerns they would like to the lower the speed limit from East 5th to Vincennes for the duration of the project. He stated that they would like to decrease the speed limit from 30mph to 20mph and they will request that the contractor bag or remove the signs and then post the new speed limit on each end of the project. 

Ms Cotner moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries
Mr. Christmas stated that over the next couple of weeks the subsurface work on Main Street will be wrapping up and then they will start seeing some of the restoration part of the project including the new sidewalks and curbs. 
Item #8 - Vectren re: Street Cut Permits for 2613 Roanoke- Street, 2605 Roanoke-Sidewalk


Mr. Thompson explained that he went out to the location and there is no sidewalk at either location. 
Sam Reed stated that the 2613 address looks like it is going to be in the street. 

Ms Cotner moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries 

COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Steven Crim requested a lift in front of his home to exchange the holiday lights out and to do minor repairs. He stated that it will be out in the morning only on May 20th. 

Ms. Cotner moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries. 

Steve Triplett updated the board on the Reno Avenue Project and explained that they are in final stages and are doing the asphalt milling this morning and asked to close one lane on Spring Street from noon today until 2:30 p.m. He stated that they will do one lane at a time with three lanes open at all times and they are doing this because they have the bigger milling machine. He explained that the plan to pave is for Thursday or Friday depending on the weather. 
Mr. Thompson asked if they would do the paving the same way and what the time frame would be on that. 
Mr. Triplett stated that they will do it the same way and they will do that work on Thursday or Friday from 9:00 a.m. – 3:00 p.m.
Ms. Cotner moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.

Mr. Thompson stated that the sidewalks are really bad but they need to find out if they can do it under the paving contract or CDBG and he would have Mr. Nash get a hold of the resident and let them know.
