A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WILL BE HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, MAY 20, 2014 AT 10:00 A.M.

CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Thompson called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.  
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:
Wes Christmas requested a street closure of E Main Street to thru traffic starting at E 5th Street with a detour and local access for residents.  He explained that this is the first crossing of many to come and will begin on tomorrow and last through Friday. He stated that they anticipate doing a similar scenario at each crossing where they have to update the storm sewers. He explained that they posted an update with this potential detour on the project website that shows the detours as well and they will update this as they move down the corridor.  

Mr. Thompson stated that he talked to MAC about keeping the cross streets open and they were fine with it. 
Mr. Christmas stated that this is all in an effort to expedite the process and he will be back for updates each week so that if there are any problems they can deal with them. 
Ms. Cotner moved to approve the closure on Main Street to thru traffic, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.

Item #1 - Bob Wells re: Division Street School Civil Rights Celebration June 22 
Mr. Wells presented a proposal to celebrate the 50th Anniversary of the singing of the Civil Rights Act. He explained that they are engaging 3rd and 4th graders to participate in a reenactment of the Civil Rights March on Washington 50 years ago. He stated that they are going to gather at Howard Chapel and walk over to Division Street School and Chief Knight stated that she would help to support traffic for them. 
Mr. Thompson asked if they are going to need the street blocked off. 

Mr. Wells stated that he doesn’t think so but they are appreciative of the police presence just in case anything happens. 

Major Popp asked what time the event would take place.
Mr. Wells stated that it is at 2:00 p.m.
Mr. Thompson stated that if they are not requesting a street closing then they really don’t need permission from the board as it sounds like they have already worked out the safety details with Chief Knight. 
Item #2 - Lori Brown re: Street closure on Ekin Ave. between 11th and 13th St. on May 25th, 2014 
Lori Brown asked for permission to have a block party on Ekin Avenue between 11th Street and 13th Street on May 25th.
Mr. Thompson asked what hours they wanted to block the street off. 
Ms. Brown stated that they wanted to start at 3:00-10:00 p.m.

Ms. Cotner moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries
Mr. Thompson stated that they will drop the barricades off on Friday and they can close the street when they are ready and when they are finished put them back off to the side and the Street Department will pick them up on Tuesday. 
Item #3 - DeAnn Thrasher re: Banner request for 4-H fair June 23rd thru July 7th, 2014 
DeAnn Thrasher was present to request to hang a banner on Spring Street for the 4-H Fair. She explained that the fair is June 23-July 7 and they would like to hang the banner 2 weeks prior. 
Ms. Cotner moved to approve the banner permit, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.

Item #4 - IN-AWC re: Street Cut Permits for 1337 Slate Run Road (main leak), 75 East 10th Street (main leak)
Mr. Thompson stated that the work has been done.
Ms. Cotner moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.

Item #5 - Hugh Bir, Jr re: Street closure on 4th St. June 6th for block party

Item #6 - Stephanie Griffith re: Independence 5k Run
Mr. Gardner stated that Strandz and Threadz host a 5K Run every year and would like to reserve the amphitheater. He explained that it is on July 4th and they usually get there at 5:00 a.m. and are done around noon. He stated that he will keep them advised on any other details as he gets them. 
Ms. Cotner moved to approve subject to Mr. Gardner’s approval, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries. 
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Rob Philpot with Vectren, requested a street cut permit for 2045 Silver Street to retire a service. 
Ms. Cotner moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.

Penny Bodner, co-owner of Rock my Locks wanted to bring to the board’s attention their concerns about the motorcycles that are driving up and down the sidewalks and parking in front of their salon. She stated that they are concerned that a customer will end up getting hit because of this safety issue. 
Major Popp stated that they were contacted by Captain Lawrence this weekend after he cited and had them removed this weekend. He explained that they are addressing it but it is just a matter of catching them doing it. 
Stacey Freibert presented pictures of sidewalks next to her business on Main Street and 1st Street and stated that they are in really bad condition and would like to get some solid sidewalks installed. She explained that it is a real safety issue and they are putting a lot of money into restoring the building and would love for the sidewalks to match that. 
Mr. Thompson stated that she was working with Mr. Rosenbarger and he has been out to look at them and while these are put on a list to be done they aren’t sure if/when it will be done.

Michael Hall requested a street closure for the Boomtown Ball this Sunday morning. Mr. Thompson stated that Mr. Hall has spoken to all the businesses in the area. 
Mr. Hall stated that they have and they have a lot of local participation and everyone seems supportive.

Mr. Hall stated that he spoke with Stacey there and told her that the church would have access along Spring Street. 

Ms. Cotner moved to approve the closures, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.
David Hall updated the board on Rescue the Rescuers event and explained that it will be on July 19th from 5:00-9:00 p.m. and he has reviewed this and is happy to move forward with it.    
Mr. Robison stated that he has not received a response from the Holiday Inn/Best Western and he requested approval from the board to institute some enforcement action by way of a lawsuit that he intends to file.
