Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

NEW BUSINESS:

Item #1 - Stephanie Griffith re: Independence 5k run
Ms. Griffith thanked the board for the Boomtown Ball event. She explained that this is their 4th year for the Independence Run. She stated that in the past they have had a police escort and they started at the amphitheater with the route including 6th, Main, Pearl and Vincennes. 
Mr. Nash stated that Main Street is a mess right now.
Ms. Griffith stated that they could change the route to Market Street.
Police Chief Bailey stated that they have no problem fielding officers to support the event. 

Mr. Thompson stated that last year they had an officer in the front and two that went along with the race.
Ms. Cotner asked for the times.

COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:

Mr. Christmas updated the board on the East Main Street Project and presented a detour that was approved last week from 4th Street to 9th Street and that was taken down over the holiday weekend but it is back in place now and will remain in place for the remainder of this week for sure. He stated that they are hoping to complete that segment by the end of this week and once it is complete they plan to shift to the next phase which would be 9th Street to Vincennes Street. He requested permission to close 9th Street to 13th Street with local access only next week when they are ready to move on and then that closure will shift from 13th Street to Vincennes Street. 
Mr. Thompson stated that they did have one issue with a body shop. 
Mr. Christmas stated that there was a small problem with them and they have added more signage so that everyone knows that they are open. He explained that it has been very beneficial to their progress to close it off except for local traffic only. 
Mr. Thompson stated that they have made some good headway because of this and the closure did exactly what they had hoped. 
Mr. Christmas stated that they have two crews out working right now and once they get to 9th the second crew will fall back to 5th Street to begin prepping for curb and sidewalk installation which should begin June 9th. 
Mr. Nash asked if they are still on target for August completion.
Mr. Christmas replied that they are on target for their final completion in September. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the 9th Street to 13th Street detour, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:

Mr. Nash welcomed Police Chief Bailey. 

Police Chief Bailey introduced his Assistant Chief Kenneth Fudge and his Uniform Commander Will Popp. He stated that they are all happy to be here and provide services to the city. 
Michael Hall thanked everyone for their participation and work on the Boomtown Ball & Festival and stated that they were pleased by the turnout.  He requested street closings for the Bicentennial Concert Series that starts this Friday. He stated that they would like to shut down the parking lane and one lane of traffic on Spring Street as well as the alley to the west of the park between the park and Main Source. He explained that they will work with the bank to reroute the ATM traffic. 

Ms. Cotner asked what time they will need the street closed. 
Mr. Michael Hall stated that they would like to start at 1:00 p.m. for the first concert. 
Ms. Cotner moved to approve the closure of one lane on Spring Street and the alley beside the park, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.
Joe Ham stated that they are scheduled to start paving next Monday for the Grant Line Road Project and depending upon the weather the road should be opened sometime next week. He explained that the Reno project is complete and they have a detention basin at Hausfeldt and Green Valley that is going out for bid and they are talking with the railroad regarding the north Y and once that is ready to go it will open up 15th street. 
Mr. Summers stated that most of the work on Spring Street Hill is completed and once they get the area dried up they will finish it up. 
Mr. Nash asked what happened. 
Mr. Summers explained that there was some slope stability issues and they went out and installed stones along the wall to make sure it was secured. 
Mrs. Glotzbach asked Mr. Thompson about the street cuts from AT&T on Pearl and if he knew how many they actually had. 

Mr. Thompson stated that he doesn’t think they have done the work yet but he will get that information to the clerk’s office. 

Mr. Thompson presented a request for a street cut for Wolfe Plumbing at 2824 Green Valley Road to correct a sewer issue. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
