A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, JUNE 3, 2014 AT 10:00 A.M.

CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.  
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:

1. Wes Christmas re: Main Street Project Update

Mr. Ron Severns stated that the road is still temporarily blocked with a detour from 4th Street to 9th Street which will be in place for another couple of weeks.  He said that it will then move from 9th Street to Vincennes Street in about two weeks because they are currently removing curb and road so that the curb can start being installed next week.  He also said that they are almost up to 9th Street with the storm system so they are going to draw back and start doing some other work like getting the lids and manholes brought up to height.
Mr. Nash stated that Mr. Christmas indicated that it is going much quicker by closing the road.
Mr. Severns stated that he is onsite every day and that is correct.  He said that they are maintaining one lane at all times for people who live in that area and so far they haven’t had too many complaints other than small things that he has been able to handle right away.
Police Chief Bailey stated that they have been reviewing it on a daily basis to make sure that it is running smoothly and safely and told Mr. Severns to contact him if they have any problems.  
Mr. Severns stated that today they are going to place concrete on the last cut all the way across the street and after that one is done they will all be concreted.  He said that it will be a couple of more weeks before they start on the four or five down the street.  He also said that they have been taking the road block almost completely down on the weekends to help traffic in that area. 
2. Krystie Roder re: Horse drawn carriage for wedding 

Ms. Roder stated that she is getting married on Saturday, June 14th at the 4H Fairgrounds and she would like to have a horse drawn carriage ride between 9:30 p.m. – 10:00 p.m. from Green Valley Road to State Street.  She said that the company is Old Time Carriage and they have previously done events in the city.  She also said that they do have lights and reflective signs on the carriage but they will still have someone following them.
Mrs. Cotner asked if there would be a bag for the back of the horse for waste.
Ms. Roder said that she had no idea. 

Mr. Thompson stated that in order for the board to approve it they would have to have that and rubber shoes on the horse so they don’t tear the street up. 

Mr. Nash asked Police Chief Bailey if he had any concerns.

Police Chief Bailey stated that his concern is always safety with regard to any slow moving vehicle but if it is properly reflected and has the proper placards and someone following it then he doesn’t have an issue with it.

Ms. Roder stated that she does have a copy of the carriage company’s insurance. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve with the stipulations that there be reflective placards on the carriage and that someone follow it and that the horse have rubber shoes and a bag for waste, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.


3. IN-AWC re: Street cut permits for 1409 East Market (service leak), 237 Sloemer Avenue (replace valve)

Mr. Thompson stated that the work has already been started.

Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
4. Vicki Glotzbach for Ted Winebrenner re: Requesting “Children at Play” sign and reduced speed limit signs on Roselawn and Laib Dr.

Mrs. Glotzbach stated that Mr. Winebrenner said that they are having trouble with speeding on those streets and would like to have a “Children at Play” sign installed and possibly reduce the speed limit.

Mr. Nash asked Police Chief Bailey to pass the information on to Mr. Speights to check out the area.

Police Chief Bailey stated that he made a note to analyze it and will respond to it with enforcement as necessary.

Mr. Nash asked Police Chief Bailey to update the board next week.  

5. Nancy Anderson with Floyd County Physical Coalition re: Permission to use Amphitheatre on Saturday, September 27, 2014 

Ms. Anderson stated they are a community group made up of the hospital, the YMCA and local businesses trying to increase physical activity in New Albany and Floyd County.  She said that last year they had their 1st Family Health & Fitness Day and they had about 300 participants.  She said that it is always the fourth Saturday in September to keep up with the National Family Health & Fitness Day.  She requested use of the amphitheater, closure of the streets and said she would talk with the railroad as she did last year about slowing down or stopping the trains.
Mr. Nash asked where the run/walk be.

Ms. Anderson stated that the 1 mile starts at the amphitheater and goes west.  She said that they do the 5K in conjunction with Shaunna Graf and the Greenway but they are not sure of their exact route yet because of construction.
Mr. Thompson stated that they will just be on the greenway.
Ms. Cotner asked if they would be out by 1:00 p.m.

Ms. Anderson replied yes.
Mr. Thompson asked Mr. Gardner if the amphitheater is available.

Mr. Gardner replied yes.

Mr. Thompson moved to approve the use of the amphitheater on Saturday, September 27, 2014 by Floyd County Physical Coaltion, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
6. Frank Snawder re: Request permission for curb cut at 106 Wellington Dr. 

Mr. Snawder stated that he wants to repair and widen his driveway over to the property line.  He has a drain next to his driveway right now and Boofter & Associates is scheduled to survey and stake the property but his neighbor has refused to move the drain which has done damage to his driveway.  
Mr. Nash asked if the drain is on Mr. Snawder’s property.

Mr. Snawder replied that his neighbor says that area is an easement.  He showed the board pictures of the driveway and described what he would like to do.
Mr. Thompson moved to take this item under advisement to determine if there actually is an easement, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.


COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:

Mr. Baylor stated that he has been having a lot of discussions in the neighborhood about the intensity and speed of tractor trailers traveling in our downtown residential area.  He asked if we have any rules on the book about weight, length or size of trucks and where they are supposed to travel.
Police Chief Bailey stated that he did some research after last night’s council meeting and the first thing that they did as a result of the notification at the meeting was send not only traffic enforcement units but also regular patrol units to keep a very close eye on the speed limit in that area. He said that will continue on as long as we have a problem.  He also said that they have radar equipped units that are there enforcing the speed limit.  He stated that the weight and length of trucks is on his to-do list to research and will communicate back to the board next week all of his findings.
Mr. Ian Hall stated that he was present for Comfy Cow and said that he would like to request putting patio tables on the sidewalk.  
Mr. Nash asked how many tables they are proposing.
Mr. Ian Hall replied six.

Mr. Nash stated that his concern is pedestrian traffic and ADA requirements.
Mr. Thompson asked if he could come back next week with some type of drawing that he is proposing so that the board can make sure that it is not a problem with ADA.  He added that as long as there is a 42” aisle that will meet ADA.
Mr. Ian Hall said that he will do that.  He asked if there was anything he could do in the interim such as putting a few tables out on one side and leave enough room for pedestrians.
Mr. Thompson replied yes as long as he puts them beside the building.
Mr. Harrison stated that on Silver Street between Market Street and Spring Street he would like to request that it be restriped.  

Mr. Nash stated that they would like to look at that.
Mr. Harrison asked if he could get a residential handicap parking space in front of 2110 E. Market Street. 
Mr. Thompson stated that it would have to be checked out by the traffic department.  

Mr. Speights said that he will check into it.
Mr. Harrison said that in the mornings semis from J&J Pallet have been using Silver Street to go back up to Spring Street instead of traveling straight down Market Street and they have damaged a stop sign and a house making the turn off of Silver Street onto Market Street.  

Mr. Nash asked Police Chief Bailey if that area can be monitored.
Police Chief Bailey said that he has made notes to instruct the traffic division to respond to the area and analyze the issue and will take corrective action as necessary.
Mr. Silliman passed out a copy of the letter that he sent to the board on Thursday and said that the letter is a request to extend the completion date of the ongoing paving contract that the city has with Gohman Asphalt.  He explained that the contract currently has a completion date of June 6, 2014 with a prioritization of streets and in getting them a list of where they could work, there was a delay in the notice to proceed so he would like to give them extra time to complete the work.

Mr. Nash asked how long the delay in the notice to proceed was.

Mr. Silliman stated that there were about 100 days that they couldn’t work so if he could just tack that 100 days onto the completion date that would put it in September.  He added that the delay was about two and one half months.
Mr. Thompson said that he would like to see if they can get it done by the end of July.
Mr. Nash asked if the July date is feasible.

Mr. Silliman stated that he can notify the contractor.  He also stated that he doesn’t feel that would be an issue with the paving but may come back to request an extension on the sidewalks.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the extension of the paving contract with Gohman Asphalt until July 31st, 2014, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
OLD BUSINESS:

1. River Sweep 2014 on Saturday, June 21, 2014

Mr. Gardner stated that he spoke with the gentleman requesting permission for the sweep and he also requested access to the restrooms at the riverfront.

Mr. Nash stated that this event is sponsored by ORSANCO and volunteers clean up the rivers and tributaries on this date.

Mr. Gardner said that he also asked if it would be possible to have a dumpster on site.
Ms. Cotner moved to approve the request for use of the restrooms at the riverfront along with a dumpster, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.

TABLED ITEMS:

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:

Mr. Michael Hall stated that he would like to request the same street closure for the Bicentennial Park Concert Series again this week.  He explained that they need the parking lane and first lane on Spring Street and the alley between the bank and the park.
Ms. Cotner asked if he wanted the closures at 1:00 p.m. again.

Mr. Michael Hall replied yes.

Mr. Nash asked how long he wanted the closures.

Mr. Michael Hall stated that the concert is from 6:00 p.m. until 9:00 p.m. and it usually takes about an hour to break everything down so he would like it until 10:00 p.m.
Ms. Cotner moved to approve the closures on Friday, June 6th from 1:00 p.m. until 10:00 p.m., Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.

Mr. Duggins presented a consulting agreement with Gallagher Benefit Services, Inc. in the amount of $8,500.00 and requested that the board approve it.  He explained that this will help he and Mr. Gibson compile all of the data they need for insurance and contractual agreements.
Mr. Nash asked how this differs from human resources that we have now.

Mr. Duggins stated that it is significantly different because it focuses more on our insurance agreements and the contractual agreements with our unions.  He also stated that it will be paid out of professional services.
Ms. Cotner asked if Mr. Gibson has reviewed it.

Mr. Duggins replied yes.
Ms. Cotner moved to approve the consulting agreement with Gallagher Benefit Services, Inc., Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.

Police Chief Bailey stated that the road block situation on Charlestown Road has been taken care of.
Mr. David Hall stated that they had a fantastic clean up on Saturday and they cleaned out the rear building behind them that they acquired and it can now be used for storage.
Ms. Meredith stated that they hosted their first youth baseball tournament at Billy Herman Park this weekend and it went really well.  She added that there will be another one this weekend.
Mr. Nash asked if we could make sign sweeps a regular thing.
Mr. Thompson stated that they can try to but the problem is that he has to pull people off of other things to do them.  He said that he will try to do them more often.
