A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, JUNE 10, 2014 AT 10:00 A.M.

CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.  
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:

Item #1 - Wes Christmas re: Main Street Project Update
Mr. Christmas stated that the detour is the same as the last time he appeared which is from E. 5th Street to E. 9th Street and they are only keeping it in place during working hours so it is opened up during the evenings and weekends.  He said that detour will be in place for the remainder of this week and that the new curb installation will begin tomorrow and should take only take two days so there will be new curbs from E. 5th Street to E. 9th Street by the end of the day Thursday.  He stated that starting next week the detour and closure will be from E. 9th Street to E. 13th Street.

Mr. Nash stated that Art on the Parish Green is at 11th Street and Main Street on Friday, Saturday and Sunday and asked if there is any way that can be taken into consideration.
Mr. Christmas stated that they have begun the prep work beyond E. 9th Street and have been digging out the existing curb and sidewalk and he has asked them to plate as much as possible and cone and flag everything else.
Mr. Thompson asked if it is only on the Main Street end and not on 11th Street because when they close that off it is closed at the end of the street. 
Mr. Christmas replied yes and stated that they would make sure that intersection is plated as much as possible.  He stated that next week when they do the closure from E. 9th Street to E. 13th Street it will remain in place overnight because that is actual storm sewer installation where they will have excavations across the roadway and is anticipated for next week only.  He said that after that is completed next week they plan to move on to the next phase which E. 13th Street to Vincennes Road.
Police Chief Bailey stated that they have been continuing to monitor the situation and have traffic enforcement units in that area.
Item #2 - Gary Schuley re: Street closure at 1313 Vine Street for 4th of July celebration from 12:00 p.m. until 12:00 a.m. 
Mr. Schuley stated that he would like to close the street for a 4th of July celebration. 

Mr. Nash asked if that is between Clay Street and Green Street.
Mr. Schuley replied yes.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the street closure, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
Item #3 - Vicki Glotzbach for Herb Smith re: “No Parking” signs on Maevi Drive
Mrs. Glotzbach stated that Mr. Smith contacted her office with concerns of the street being too narrow for parking.  

Mr. Thompson stated that he drove through there and is concerned that if they put a “No Parking” sign in then people would have nowhere to park because the driveways only hold so many cars.  He added that where the street curves it is pretty narrow but he never sees anyone parked there.
Police Chief Bailey stated that he would ride out with Mr. Thompson to take look at it too.
Mr. Thompson moved to take this item under advisement, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.

COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:

OLD BUSINESS:
Item #1 - “Children at Play” sign and reduced speed limit on Roselawn and Laib Drive
Police Chief Bailey stated that Mr. Speights analyzed it and as he was there he did not detect any immediate emergency.  He said that as far as a sign is concerned, they wouldn’t be opposed to that but the reduced speed limit would be an issue based on what they found.  He added that school time is probably the big issue where people are cutting through trying to avoid traffic lights and other congested points.  He stated that he wants to work with them but is not sure what strategy to put in place just yet.
Mr. Nash stated that he has driven there both ways and there are quite a few signs there already.
Police Chief Bailey stated that he will have it monitored as far as enforcement is concerned and take corrective action as necessary.
Mr. Thompson stated that he doesn’t think there is a “Children at Play” sign on Roselawn Drive. 

Mr. Speights said that there isn’t.
Ms. Cotner moved to install a “Children at Play” sign on Roselawn Drive, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.
Item #2 - Curb Cut at 106 Wellington Drive
Mr. Thompson stated that there is an easement on the other side of the property but no easement where the neighbor’s drain is.
Mr. Nash stated that the board cannot approve the location of the curb cut because the owner has a dispute with his neighbor on the location.
Item #3 - Truck size and tractor trailers traveling in our downtown residential area
Police Chief Bailey stated that with the research that he did over the past week, there are some ordinances that he suggests that we revisit in the future.  He said that the ordinances don’t really support enforcement of the weight. He said that there are Indiana state statutes that govern weight restrictions.

Mr. Nash asked if we have a scale.

Police Chief Bailey replied no but that one could be obtained quickly.  He said that he is not sure that the average tractor trailer would violate the state statutes and that’s where the ordinance would come into play.  He said that he would have to work with other city officials to update the ordinances if they so choose.  He also said that he could find nothing that prohibits thru traffic and trucks utilizing any roadway in New Albany to cut from one place to another without stopping in between. 
Mr. Thompson said that he wonders if the two-way study that is being done could take care of some of this.  He added that he would think some of it would restrict truck traffic.
Police Chief Bailey noted that over the past two weeks it has been brought to his attention that there were some speed concerns in addition to these other issues.  He stated that they have been very aggressively monitoring Spring Street and the area noted and that to his knowledge no heavy trucks were cited for speeding.  He said that there were some cars cited but have not found speeding to be a problem with the trucks yet.
Mr. Thompson said that the only thing that he can think of to do is to make sure that these issues are included in the two way study.
Item #4 - Patio Tables at Comfy Cow
Mr. Thompson stated that Ian was supposed to get a plan together for the board.  

Ms. Cotner stated that it was noted in the meeting minutes that he could place some alongside the building in the meantime but they are not next to the building.
Mr. Thompson stated that he would stop by and see if he has the plan.
Item #5 - Handicap parking space at 2110 E. Market Street
Mr. Speights said that it met the criteria and recommended that the board approve it.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.

TABLED ITEMS:

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
Mr. Gibson presented the board with a property & casualty and workers compensation renewal to review.  He explained that the first sheet is the market response and is basically the eight or nine different carriers that were given our plan, equipment and assets and their response to it.  He said that some responded and some did not and some excluded law enforcement officers and public officials.   He said that the next page is a diagram of what’s been going on and how the process works.  He stated that the last sheet is the most important and explained that the left hand side is the buildings and assets which are approximately $55M and through the renewal process our assets have grown to $58M. 

Mr. Nash asked if the insurance company came up with that figure.

Mr. Gibson replied that they work with each department and each department forwarded a list each year of their assets so it comes from our departments to the insurance and they compile it to bid it out.  He then explained that on the last page the left hand column shows last year’s rate and the right hand column is this year’s rate and there is actually a reduction of $25,000.00 from what we paid last year.
Mr. Nash asked if it includes automobile, workers comp and every aspect of insurance.
Mr. Gibson said it includes every aspect of our insurance plan except health, vision and dental.  He also said that it is the exact same policy as we did last year except our coverage has increased to a degree and our rate has gone down.  He then went over the skateboard park exclusion because that is an extreme sport and said that they have given him verbiage to create signs to post that are basically state statutes that gives us immunity for people that are using those and lets them know that they need to be wearing helmets and doing other things.  
Mr. Nash asked if the aquatic center is included.

Mr. Gibson replied no and stated that once it is completed and built we will have to add it just like we will have to add Hoosier Panel once it is completed.  He added that the insurance company is aware that those things are coming.
Ms. Cotner moved to approve the property, casualty and workers compensation renewal from 6/11/14 to 6/11/15, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.

Mr. Hall requested the weekly street closing for the Bicentennial Park Concert Series starting at 1:00 p.m. on Friday, June 13th.  He added that last week was a really great turnout.  He said that this coming week will feature the band James Wallace and County Line is the opener.
Mr. Thompson asked if he wanted to go ahead get approval on the Friday closures from now until August 22nd.
Mr. Hall replied that would be okay with him and that he has just been doing them each week because eventually the time will change from 1:00 p.m. until 2:00 p.m.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the street closure on Friday, June 13th at 1:00 p.m., Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.

Mr. Ham stated that Grant Line Road has been paved and just needs to be striped which is scheduled for tomorrow with Thursday as an alternate day if the weather does not permit.
Mr. Nash asked how much larger it is now.

Mr. Ham explained that they had four 66” pipes and a 28’ by 7’ tall opening now.  He added that it is slightly larger than the opening under Beechwood right now.

Mr. Nash asked if it should ease the flooding at the Salvation Army and the VFW.

Mr. Ham replied yes.

Mr. Thompson stated that in conjunction with the Grant Line Road project wrapping up, they have the Charlestown Road, Beechwood signal modernization that is getting ready to start next week.  He added that they have been holding back on it until the Grant Line Road detour was down.
Mr. Summers stated that the week of the 16th Gohman is going to start the signal modernization at Charlestown Road and Beechwood Avenue and there will be lane restrictions but everything should continue to stay open. 
Mr. Nash asked about the time frame.

Mr. Summers stated that it should be a month or less depending on weather.
Mr. Nash asked if there was going to be any lane widening.

Mr. Summers stated that they will be adding a turn lane northbound on Charlestown Road onto Beechwood.  He then said that he is continuing to work with Mr. Ham on Spring Street Hill but the weather hasn’t permitted them to finish the last couple of days of work.   
Mr. Thompson stated that he met with Gohman and they are going to be doing some paving on Blackiston Mill so there may be some lane alterations but they think they can do it without closing anything.
