A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, JUNE 24, 2014 AT 10:00 A.M.

CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.  
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:

Item #1 - Marcey Bennett re: IndieFest
Not Present.
Item #2 - Wes Christmas re: E. Main Street Project Update
Mr. Christmas stated that the current closure in place is from E. 13th to Vincennes and will be in place 24 hours per day until that project is completed.  He said that they have estimated that it will take from one to two weeks to get that work completed and get that closure reopened.  He also said that this portion of the project is for storm sewer installation.
Mr. Nash asked if curbs are being installed in that section.

Mr. Christmas replied not in that section but added that curb installation is complete from 5th to 9th and the curb preparation has advanced from 9th to 13th and hopefully late this week or early next week the curb crew will be back on site and begin the installation from 9th to 13th.   

Mr. Nash asked what is going on from E. 13th to Vincennes right now.

Mr. Christmas stated that they are doing storm sewer installation.
Mr. Thompson stated that it was posted on the website to let people know that was changing.
Mr. Michael Hall asked Mr. Christmas to send the current information again then he will repost it.
Mr. Christmas stated that they are knocking on doors to let people know that they will be digging out driveway approaches and asking for everyone’s cooperation.
Mr. Nash asked if they are staying on schedule.

Mr. Christmas said that they are still projecting to finish on schedule but they have a lot of work to do to maintain that schedule. He added that final completion is slated for the first week in September.
Item #3 - Vectren re: Street Cut Permits for 1711 McDonald Lane
Mr. Philpot stated that this is a service renewal. 

Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
Item #4 - Lawrence Close, 738 W. 8th Street re: Scrappers in alleys at night 
Not Present.
Mr. Thompson stated that he rode by the area and didn’t see anything but it is something that is going on at night time.

Item #5 - Vicki Glotzbach re: Patriotic Firework Sellers Permit
Mrs. Glotzbach stated that they are bringing their state permit in to the clerk’s office and they would like to get their seller’s permit approved.

Mr. Thompson stated that it is the one at the old Winn Dixie lot which is 2125 State Street. 
Fire Marshal Koehler stated that they do not have a permit through the state yet.  He informed the board that the stated will no longer be approving firework tent permits so once the three that currently have them give them up there will be no more of those types of permits. 
Ms. Cotner moved to approve contingent to them getting their state permit, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.
Item #6 - IN-AWC re: Street Cut Permits for 611 E. 7th Street (main leak), W. Lewis & Walnut (main leak), Lewis & Vine (main break), and 413 E. Main Street (main break)
Mr. Thompson stated that they have all been repaired but they haven’t put the street back together yet. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
Item #7 - Adrienne Gregory re: Wellness Walk in July
Ms. Gregory presented the board with some information about their organization “Walking for Wellness” and explained that they are the Southern Indiana Chapter. He explained that the walk was created in honor of those that have lost their lives to heroine and to raise awareness to prevent it from happening in the future. She stated that she would like to walk from 2125 State Street to Burger King and back every Monday in July and they would like to start at 6:00 p.m.
Mr. Nash asked if they would stay on the sidewalk. 
Ms. Gregory stated that they would. She asked if they would need a permit for every time they walk. 

Mrs. Glotzbach stated that it is considered a gathering. 

Mr. Robison stated that they would need a permit for every time they walked and once a month would be okay. 

Mr. Nash asked Chief Bailey if he had any issue with it. 

Chief Bailey stated that he doesn’t see any problems since they aren’t crossing any major intersections. 

Mr. Nash thanked her for the work that she is doing. 

Mr. Thompson asked if they are just gathering at that location to start the walk. 

Ms. Gregory stated that they are. 

Mr. Thompson moved to approve each Monday in July, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:

Jason Applegate stated that he is the owner of the Benjamin Moore Paint Store on Market and Vincennes. He explained that the has a column on his building and they would like to wrap that post to show the other services that they provide and presented photos to the board of what the wrap and vinyl’s would look like. 
Mr. Nash asked Mr. Brewer if he would need permission from Planning and Zoning for this. 

Mr. Brewer stated that he thinks he would. 

Mr. Thompson stated that he isn’t installing a sign just advertisement on his building. 

Mr. Applegate stated that it is temporary but he does want it to stay up for as long as it lasts. 
Mr. Robison stated that he thinks that he needs approval from Planning and Zoning.
Mr. Nash explained that he would need to go across the hall and get permission from them. 
Julie Schweitzer explained that she emailed a traffic flow plan for the Monarch Festival to the clerk’s office and because it has grown over the years they would like to close Market Street from 7th Street to 9th Street on August 9th from 10:00 a.m. to 7:00 p.m.
Mr. Nash asked what the Monarch Celebration is.

Ms. Schweitzer stated that they release butterflies and this year they are including other non-profit organizations and they educate the public about the butterflies and what kind of plants they should grow to help them. 
Fire Marshal Koehler asked if they are going to have a tent.

Ms. Schweitzer stated that they usually have pop up tents and booths. 
Fire Marshal Koehler asked if she was going to have live music and if so did she know she had to have a permit from the state. 

Ms. Schweitzer stated that they are and they do know the process. 
Mr. Thompson asked if they could close at Holy Trinity instead of 9th because 7th is a one-way street and there is no outlet. 
Ms. Schweitzer said that would be okay. 
Mr. Thompson stated that they will close the alleys off as well at Main and Spring. 

Ms. Schweitzer stated that she also has a banner request. 

Mrs. Glotzbach stated that the spot is available but they normally only do them for 2 weeks. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the closure on Market Street from Holy Trinity to 9th Street and a banner at Spring for two weeks prior to the event, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.

Aaron Smith stated that he was present on behalf of the Regulator’s Club and asked to close Stone Street on Saturdays from July 5th to August 9th for a corn-hole tournaments that were rained out last year. 
Mr. Nash asked if they had any tents. 

Mr. Smith stated that they do not. 

Mr. Thompson asked if the barricades were still there 

Mr. Smith stated that they are. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.

Danease Pease asked if there has been any decisions regarding the rules and regulations for the use of Bicentennial Park. 
Mr. Nash stated that they have not heard anything. 

Ms. Pease presented the board with a handout regarding current parks policy that she would like to have included in the future policy for Bicentennial Park. She explained that she is the co-chair for the Floyd County Tobacco Prevention Coalition and stated that the handout she presented addressed the issue of smoking in the parks and discussed the damage that discarded cigarette butts could cause. 
Mr. Nash stated that they would take this under advisement and will consider this when they write the policies for the park. 
Ms. Pease asked about the riverfront policy regarding smoking and explained that she has had several calls asking why it isn’t smoke free when 99% of the events involve minors. 
Mr. Nash stated that they will consider that as well when they make the decision about the park. 

Mr. Gibson presented an operating agreement between the City of New Albany and Valley View Golf Club, Inc. He explained that this deals with the quality of life projects that they have been doing over the last couple of years which include the aquatic center, the sports complex, and improvements to the parks. He stated that this goes along with those other improvements and explained that the paving of cart paths have been approved for Cherry Valley Golf Course and this is another initiative dealing with Valley View and the land out in that area. He explained that the golf course is owned by the City of New Albany and there has been a lease agreement with Valley View since that time and this will modify and replace the old long term lease with an operating agreement which basically says that the land will continued to be used as a golf course and Valley View will continue to maintain and operate it on behalf of the city. 
Mr. Nash asked if the club is making the improvements. 
Mr. Gibson stated that they are and they are assuming all of the debt that goes along with the improvements.
Mr. Nash asked if there will be signage stating that it is owned by the City of New Albany.

Mr. Thompson asked if this included Cherry Valley.

Mr. Gibson explained that he would like to install new signage at Cherry Valley as well.

There was a lengthy discussion regarding the makeup of the board and how it will help alleviate some of the animosity that existed.  

Mr. Nash asked how many members are at Valley View.

Mr. Gibson stated that there are about 300.
Ms. Cotner moved to approve the agreement, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.

Mr. Thompson moved to approve the design and installation of new signs at Cherry Valley, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
Richard Lang, 2533 E. Oak Street, requested a handicap parking space in front of his home. 
Mr. Nash stated that the Police Department and the Street Department will come out to evaluate his issues and they will get back with him. 
OLD BUSINESS:

Item #1 - Trash can on the corner of 15th and Spring Street and pedestrian crossing buttons.
Mr. Thompson stated that there is a bench there so they can install a trash can. 
 
Item #2 - Speed limit, no outlet, children at play signs on Cheryl Drive. 
Mr. Thompson stated that he had the no outlet sign installed today. 


Item #3 - Interlocal agreement for Taxi service.
Mr. Robison stated that it is under review. 

TABLED ITEMS:

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:

Mr. Hall stated that he would like to request the street closure for Fridays for the Bicentennial Summer Concert Series at 1:00 p.m. from now until August 22nd with the exception of July 3rd which will be the Independence Day Celebration at the Riverfront where the Louisville Crashers will be the headline. He explained that they will be flying a mini helicopter this Friday with a GoPro camera mounted on it to get some aerial shots of the concert and it will be in play for the July 3rd concert as well. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the street closure from this Friday until, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
Alecia Meredith stated that they had a ladies’ tournament at Billy Herman Park this weekend and it went very well and they have softball tournaments coming up this weekend. 
Larry Summers stated that work has been completed on Spring Street Hill and they have begun restricting lanes on Charlestown Road and Beechwood and it will last about a month and a half to install the new signals. 
Vicki Glotzbach explained that they received notification from the insurance company that the insurance was lapsing for Four Seasons Taxi Service and she didn’t know if the board wanted to revoke the permit. 

Mr. Thompson stated if they don’t have insurance they are not legal to operate until they provide proper insurance.  
Mr. Thompson moved to revoke the permit of Four Seasons Taxi Service, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
