CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.  
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
NEW BUSINESS:
Item #1 - Wes Christmas re: E. Main Street project update
Mr. Christmas stated that there is not a whole lot of change from last week and explained that they ran into a small problem on the work on the east end of the project and they will continue the storm sewer installation this week. He explained that the work is back on the west end and they are doing sidewalks and driveway approaches. 
Mr. Nash asked if the sidewalks have been started.
Mr. Christmas replied that they have started pouring a containment pavement around the pavers and will continue on with that and will hopefully get a second crew to speed up the work on that. 
Item #2 - IN-AWC re: Street Cut Permit at 33 East 3rd Street

Mr. Thompson stated that the work has already been done.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries
Item #3 - Vicki Glotzbach for Stephen Beardsley re: Dumpster request at 217 Pearl Street 
Mrs. Glotzbach stated that Mr. Beardsley is requesting a dumpster at this address starting next week and they would need it for a week. 

Mr. Thompson stated that there is no room in the alley so he will either need it on Market or in front of the building. 

Mrs. Glotzbach stated that she assumes it is in front of the building but she will call him to make sure. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve subject to approval by Mr. Thompson after visiting the location, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries
Item #4 - Marsha Booker with Community Women for Unity and Equality re: Walk-a-thon July 19th and police escort
Ms. Booker stated they are in the planning stages of a let’s move campaign and they would like to have a walk-a-thon on July 19th at 9:45 a.m. She gave the board a breakdown of the route that they would like to walk. She asked that they have a police escort for the walk. 
Mr. Nash asked if they will be on the sidewalk.
Ms. Booker replied yes but explained that there are no sidewalks on Shirley.

Chief Bailey stated that they would be able to staff that with someone from the Traffic Department. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries
Item #5 - Marsha Booker re: Low tree branches and limbs hanging over Denison Street hitting passing cars
Ms. Booker stated that the limbs at this property are hanging over into the next property on both sides and they came out last year to do some trimming and requested that they do that again this year. 
Mr. Thompson stated that he went by and didn’t see anything growing over and asked if there was something growing over the fence. 
Ms. Booker stated that it is in the alley over the fencing. 

Mr. Thompson stated that he will get with code enforcement and they will get what they can trimmed up. 
Item #6 - Jim Silliman re: Change order #2 for current paving and sidewalk rehab project
Mr. Silliman explained that he has a change order in the amount of $3.36 that balances out existing items. 
Ms. Cotner moved to approve the change order #2 in the amount of $3.36, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.

 Item #7 - Shane Gibson re: Agreement for Justice Assistance Grant Funds
Mr. Gibson stated that it is an annual federal grant that is funneled through the county and they have to enter into an agreement stating that they will use the funds for the designated purposes. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.

Mr. Gibson explained that last week they accepted a quote for the ladder truck and accessories and this is a resolution authorizing either himself or David Duggins to sign the necessary paperwork with New Washington Bank to complete the financing.  

Mr. Thompson moved to approve BOW-3-14, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
Item #8 - Ronald Carter with Carter Management Company re: Dumpster Permit at 152-154 East Main Street
Mr. Carter requested the dumpster at 152-154 Main Street starting July 9th and possibly have it for one month.
Mr. Nash asked if it would be in the parking lane
Mr. Carter replied yes. 
Mr. Thompson stated that he would need to put some type of reflective tape on the dumpster. 

Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.

Robert Henley requested a permit for a dumpster at 511 East Elm Street. 
Mr. Nash asked when he needed it. 
Mr. Henley stated that he would like to have it delivered tomorrow and would keep it no longer than two weeks for a remodel of his home. 
Mr. Brewer explained that they have a demolition going on in that area this week so in order to access that area it might cause some conflict. 
Mr. Henley stated that he could start next week. 

Mr. Thompson asked if there was any place to put the dumpster on the property. 

Mr. Henley stated that there isn’t. 

Mr. Brewer stated that they would be done by Friday. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the dumpster starting July 14th provided upon notification from Mr. Brewer, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.

Vic McGinity asked if the board had any updates on the cargo containers that are parked in the Holiday Inn lot. 
Mr. Robinson stated that he has sent them a letter and they haven’t responded so he investigated it on his own and learned that they were going through some construction so he gave them a break but he will talk to them this week.
Rob. Philpot requested a street cut permit at 2045 Silver Street for a new service. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
