CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.  
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:

Item #1 - Wes Christmas re: E. Main Street project update
Mr. Rosenbarger stated that they are continuing the work on the sidewalks and have drainage in almost to Vincennes Street. He explained that they have added a second crew so the work flow should pick up.  He explained that they are going to start work on the medians and at that point they will come back for closures to local traffic only. 
Mr. Nash asked if there is any penalty for not being timely.

Mr. Rosenbarger stated that is why Mr. Christmas isn’t here because he is addressing some of those issues and they are looking to keep this in a timely fashion but there are a couple of different options for penalties. 

Mr. Thompson asked if the road is still closed from 13th to Vincennes.

Mr. Summers replied yes.

Mr. Thompson asked if it will be closed this weekend.

Mr. Summers stated that he hasn’t heard anything. 
Mr. Rosenbarger stated that they have been opening on the weekends. 

Mr. Thompson stated that he is concerned because there is a bike ride on Saturday.

Item #2 - Jim Silliman re: Supplemental Agreement No. 2 for the BOW General Service Agreement with JTL
Mr. Robison stated that he reviewed this agreement and it looks good. 
Mr. Thompson asked if this was for the small projects when the City needs them to go out and look at something. 
Mr. Silliman stated that it is an explained that this is just the supplemental agreement to extend the ongoing contract for small/miscellaneous projects. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the supplemental agreement no. 2, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.

Item #3 - Vectren re: Sidewalk Cut Permit 308 E Oak St (11488166)
Mr. Philpot stated that Oak Street was in the sidewalk for a service retirement. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the sidewalk cut permit, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.

Mr. Philpot presented three more cuts for 342 Ealy Street (street), 346 Ealy Street (sidewalk) and 225 W. 9th Street (sidewalk) for service retirement. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the above cuts, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.

Mr. Philpot explained that the project they were doing on East 5th is on hold waiting for an easement from Smith’s Furniture because the building is landlocked and once they get that they will finish up that project. He presented plans for the new bare steal cast iron project and stated that it is another phase of the same thing they have been doing over the past few years.
Mr. Thompson stated that when they finish the next phase up they will be done in New Albany for a while and they have went out of their way to work with the city while they are doing this project and the city really appreciates that. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.

Item #4 - INAWC re: Street Cut Permits at Captain Frank & Oakland and 1907 Shelby Street
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.

COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:

Debra Henry stated that she lives on E. Elm Street and she is concerned because there is a daycare in the neighborhood and explained that it was her understanding that they were in noncompliance for zoning at 1515-1517 E. Elm Street and they are still operating. She explained that they are becoming more of nuisance in the neighborhood and it has escalated to them threatening her and with the bridge work Elm Street is becoming a main thoroughfare and with the increased traffic and speed someone is going to get hurt. She asked if there was a way to reduce or regulate the speed. 
Police Chief Bailey asked Ms. Henry for her contact information and if she could stay after the meeting to talk with him about these issues. 
Emmy Bodner explained that she and Penny are co-owners of Rock My Locks and presented pictures of cars parked over the pavement line into the grass and requested that parking bumpers be installed.

Penny Bodner presented a picture of a car that has never moved in front of her shop and wanted to know if something could be done about it.

Police Chief Bailey stated that he will look into it and take care of it.

Paul Senh stated that he would like to reserve the amphitheater on August 10th from 1:30 p.m. until 4:30 p.m. for a meeting for the Local 181 Operating Engineers. 
Mr. Gardner stated that the date is available.

Ms. Cotner moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.

Mr. Hall stated that they need the street closed for safety reasons especially since there are so many kids in the play. 

Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.

Michael Hall stated that the New Albany Criterion will have their annual bicycle race this Sunday and invited everyone to come out and enjoy it. 
Mr. Nash asked if we are having trouble in Bicentennial Park with Pets

Mr. Thompson suggested that ban dogs from the park but wait until after the dog park is started so that they have somewhere to take them.

Mr. Ham stated that they need to close one lane at Jay and Spring between 8:30 a.m.-1:30 p.m. to repair a catch basin and following that they will move to Oak between Pearl and State to correct a void in the road. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the lane closure at Spring and Jay for approximately three days and then Oak between Pearl and Spring next Monday, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.

Mr. Nash asked what is going on at the Country Club Drive on Graybrook. 
Mr. Ham stated that they had to repair the box there and it was delayed because they were waiting for concrete. 
Item #1 - Dennis Smith re: City of New Albany Car Show
Mr. Smith requested street closures for the City of New Albany Car Show on Sunday, September 21st from noon-5:30 p.m.   He explained that it will be the same closures as for Harvest Homecoming.

Mr. Thompson moved to approve the street closures for the car show contingent upon them contacting all the local businesses, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
Item #2 - Dennis Smith re: Blocking alley at 211 E. Main Street on July 26th
Mr. Smith asked if the alley behind 211 E. Main Street could be closed on Saturday, July 26th from 1:00 p.m. to 5:00 p.m. for a cookout and cornhole tournament for the Redmen’s Club.

Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.

Mr. Thompson stated that there was a problem with the railroad crossing rails on Grantline Road this weekend and he contacted Officer Crabtree who explained that he had contacted the railroad company and was told it would take 2 hours. He stated that the gates were malfunctioning and they had an officer out there to direct traffic so he called the railroad and was told that is a typical response time so he thought it might be beneficial to work on a response for this in the future from Norfolk.   

Mr. Robison stated that he will look into it. 
Mr. Nash asked about the work on Charlestown Road.

Mr. Summers said that it should be completed sometime next week.

Mr. Nash asked about the blue water in the creek.

Mr. Ham explained that there was some residue left in a barrel that was dumped from a private residence who rinsed the barrel out in the catch basin. He stated that Discount Label was very cooperative as it was one of their employees that took a barrel from the business and they offered to pay for any cleanup that was necessary.
