A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, JANUARY 6, 2015 AT 10:00 A.M.

CALL TO ORDER

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:
1. Jeremiah Cantron with Creek Run L.L.C. re: Right of Way access to install borings and wells at Cavel and Market St. 
Mr. Cantron explained that they came before the board in September to receive right-of-way permitting to install boring wells at Market and Cavel and based on the results from their previous work they are requesting to move across the street to perform more remedial work. He presented a drawing of the three locations that they would be sampling and 1 well location. 
Mr. Thompson asked if they already did initial borings and now they are trying to find the edge.   
Mr. Cantron explained that they did the initial borings in October and installed wells and they did find contamination so now they need to step out further to find some clean soil and groundwater. He stated that they do believe they are getting close to the edge of the plume and they met with IDEM who agreed that they need to step out further.  
Mr. Nash asked if he is doing the work for IDEM.
Mr. Cantron stated that he is doing it for Supreme Oil.
Mr. Thompsons stated that all of the locations look like they are on the sidewalk and asked if they would need any closures for this work. 

Mr. Cantron stated that they would not. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
COMMUNICATION-PUBLIC

Theresa Duteil requested a dumpster permit in front of her home at 715 W. Market Street for remodeling. She stated that she would like to place it within the next week and would like to have it there for 2-3 week. 
Mr. Nash asked if she was going to place it in the parking lane.
Mr. Thompson asked if there was any place on property that it could be placed.
Ms. Duteil stated that it would be a parking lane and there is an alley but the truck cannot maneuver to get the dumpster in.
Mr. Thompson reminded her that the dumpster would need to have reflective tape on it for safety precautions. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the dumpster request, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries. 
Mr. Phipps, 3rd District City Councilman, spoke in support of the Speck Street Study and stated that he hopes that it is something that they can get in the works very soon. He explained that he has read the study and agrees with 95% of what is presented and stated that he knows that the administration wants to have a couple of public hearings and he would encourage them to do that but to make sure that they do so when the public will be able to attend the meetings. He explained that he is sure there is some opposition because it is a change and the people of New Albany are often adverse to change but he would encourage them listen to those that are in the affected areas and those that own businesses in the neighborhoods that are affected, in particular, during these public hearings.  He stated that he hopes this is a study that doesn’t just sit on a shelf because with the addition of the toll bridges New Albany is going to be flooded with new traffic. 
Mr. Baylor read a prepared a statement  speaking on behalf a friend that bought a NSP property in the downtown area regarding his safety concerns while biking in the area and how sharing ambiguous lanes with motorist is a real danger. He spoke in support of the Jeff Speck study. 
OLD BUSINESS:

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
1. Larry Summers re: "Downtown Street Network Proposal."

Larry Summers, City Engineer, explained that the administration commissioned this street study with the understanding that the Louisville Bridge Project presented an ominous threat to the downtown street grid. He stated that the street study reflects that their understanding of the problem was correct and that this is a quality of life issues. He explained that it is important to note that no decisions have been made regarding this study at this time and that the Board of Public Works should take this under advisement noting that much work lies ahead as they work through this document to work with design firms, staff recommendations and public comments to create a working design. He went over the Speck Street Study with the board highlighting the argument for a more walkable city, discussing what makes a safe walk and the proposed changes to individual thoroughfares. Said street study is on file with the City Clerk’s Office. He explained that Mr. Speck is still working on this document and will be getting a final version to them as soon as possible and thanked the board for their time. 
Mr. Nash asked if there is any cost estimation to implement this.
Mr. Summers replied that Mr. Speck did not include a cost analysis within this study and so they will have to look into that as they move forward. He stated that they have federal funds available on some of these projects so they will be looking to leverage those as well. 
Mr. Nash stated that he has heard comments that all they need to do is change stripping and street signs and he knows it is more complicated than that and asked Mr. Summers if he could speak to what it would entail. 
Mr. Summers stated that it is more costly than you would think because they have to not only change signs and striping but lane configurations, redo asphalt, and signals. 
Mr. Nash asked if Silver and Spring could be incorporated into this project. 
Mr. Summers stated that they are looking into that. 
Mr. Nash asked if he had any idea when the public hearings would be scheduled and stated that they definitely need to have them at a time that is convenient for the public.
Mr. Summers stated that they don’t have anything schedule yet but will keep that in mind. 
Mr. Thompson thanked Mr. Summers for the overview and stated that he feels that they have good information. He explained that he also agrees that everyone wants to see this move forward and they would like to get the public hearings scheduled as soon as possible so that they can get input and move forward with a plan.
2. Vicki Glotzbach for Larry Hess re: Banner request for St. Anthony’s Picnic on Spring St. from June 9th through the 23rd, 2015 
Mrs. Glotzbach presented a banner request for St. Anthony’s picnic and explained that they request this every year and this year at the Spring and 8th location and this year they would like to put it up June 9-23. 

Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.


3. Vicki Glotzbach re: Vectren Street Cut for 1900 Block of Monon. Work is already complete. 

Mrs., Glotzbach presented a street cut request for Vectren and explained that this is work that has already been done but they had missed the request for it. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
