A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, MARCH 3, 2015 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT: Mickey Thompson, member, Cheryl Cotner, member and Warren V. Nash, president.

CALL TO ORDER

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:

1.  Dennis Smith re: Downtown Car Shows
Mr. Smith explained that he would like to get permission to do two downtown car shows and one is in May and one is September.  He said the first one is Sunday, May 17th with a rain date of Sunday, May 31st and the second one is Sunday, September 20th with a rain date of Sunday, October 4th.  
Mr. Nash asked where downtown they wanted to do it.

Mr. Smith said that it would be the same area where Harvest Homecoming sets up their booths which would be Market Street, Pearl Street and Bank Street.
Mr. Nash stated that Mr. Niemeyer is the coordinator for downtown festivals and he should get with him.
Mr. Duggins stated that he has his information and will get it to Mr. Smith.
Mr. Thompson asked if we were adding a show this year.

Mr. Smith replied yes.

Ms. Cotner asked what time they needed the streets closed.
Mr. Smith replied noon until 5:00 p.m.
Mr. Nash asked Mr. Smith to coordinate it with Mr. Niemeyer and then he can get back with the board. 
2. Mark Stauffer re: Northside Christian Church 5k run at Community Park and surrounding area
Mr. Stauffer requested permission to run on Cherokee Drive on Saturday, April 11th at 9:00 a.m. for their annual 5k race that Forgive Me Not Ministries puts on.  He said that Northside Christian Church has their serve day that weekend so they are going to partner with them and have volunteers to help.
Mr. Nash asked what time the event would take place.

Mr. Stauffer replied probably 9:00 a.m. until 10:00 a.m.
Mr. Nash asked how many people they are expecting.

Mr. Stauffer replied between 150 and 200 people.
Mr. Thompson asked if it would be as it has been in the past.

Mr. Stauffer replied yes.

Mr. Thompson stated that usually there is a barricade and officer at Grant Line Road and Cherokee Drive.  

Major Popp stated that we support it every year and they have plenty of support staff that help.
Ms. Cotner moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.
3. Duke Energy re: Sidewalk Cut request 156 E Main St New Albany
Mr. Carter stated that it is to bring service power into the building.
Mr. Thompson stated that the two bore pits will be in the sidewalk on Bank Street.  He added that they are rehabbing the buildings and they look nice.

Mr. Summers stated that he spoke with Duke and told them that if they do damage to the sidewalk then they will have to replace the entire panel of the new sidewalk that we just did.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
4. Vectren re: Cut permit request at 215 Clay St (12248806)-Sidewalk Permit
Mr. Jenkins stated that they are requesting the cut for a retirement.
Mr. Thompson stated that is a new section of sidewalk and requested that they replace the entire panel.
Ms. Cotner moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:

Mr. Stumler passed out photos of the corner of Market Street and Pearl Street and asked the board to consider approval of placing four planters at the corners of Market Street and Pearl Street, Market Street and Bank Street and Market Street and State Street.  He said that they would like to get them planted within a month.
Mr. Nash asked Mr. Summers to meet with Mr. Stumler and report back to the board.
Mr. Thompson asked who is requesting this.

Mr. Stumler replied Keep New Albany Clean and Green.

Mr. Nash asked him if he was president.

Mr. Stumler replied yes.
OLD BUSINESS:

1. Entrance to Blackberry Ridge Subdivision 
Mr. Summers stated that he visited the site and recommended lowering the speed limit on Grant Line Road through the portion that is in our jurisdiction to 40 mph.  He said that he is continuing to look into whether we can legally extend the school zone.

Mr. Nash asked what the speed limit is now.

Mr. Summers stated that it is 40 mph from IUS but right after the school and before the subdivision it goes to 50 mph.
Mr. Nash asked Mr. Summers if he had a chance to talk to the developer to see if they had any plans to finish their work.

Mr. Summers replied that he has not had a chance to do that and was hoping to talk with Mr. Gibson to see what we can do there.

Mr. Ziegler asked if the speed limit could be changed to 25 mph rather than getting involved with the school zone expansion.

Mr. Nash stated that he is still unclear as to why the developer hasn’t taken some responsibility because as he understood last week, that was his commitment. 
Mr. Ziegler stated that his commitment to them was that the state had a plan to fix it.

Mr. Thompson asked if any accident data was collected on that site.

Mr. Summers replied that at this point, he couldn’t find any data on that particular location.

Mr. Ziegler asked if there was any possibility that speed limit could be changed to 25 mph.

Mr. Nash stated that there is a motion on floor now but they will discuss that and consider it.
Mr. Thompson moved to reduce the speed limit on Grant Line Road to 40 mph in the city’s jurisdiction from the Grant Line School zone to Security Parkway, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.

TABLED ITEMS:

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:

Fire Chief Juliot stated that he received an email from Councilwoman Benedetti regarding a constituent at 1661 Kenwood Avenue who is concerned about people parking on the street and that possibly an emergency vehicle wouldn’t be able to get down the street if need be.  He said that he personally rode out there and looked at it and determined that the fire truck could get through.  He also said that he spoke with Mr. Thompson and he was going to look into it.
Mr. Nash asked if the parked vehicle is exceeding 24 hours.

Fire Chief Juliot replied yes.  He then asked if he should turn the issue over to the police department to ticket it.

Mr. Nash replied yes.
Major Popp asked when the speed limit change on Grant Line Road would take effect and when signs will be installed.

Mr. Nash replied immediately.
Major Popp stated that signs will need to be installed before it can be enforced.
Mr. Thompson stated that he will have to check to see if he has any 40 mph signs and obviously they will need to put up another sign that says “Reduce Speed Ahead” and possibly even a flashing light on top of the new speed limit sign so he will have to see what he has.

Major Popp said that he will tell his guys that as of right now they will still enforce the 50 mph until it is posted and then they will enforce the 40 mph.
