A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, MARCH 10, 2015 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT: Mickey Thompson, member, Cheryl Cotner, member and Warren V. Nash, president. 

OTHERS PRESENT:  Linda Moeller, Chris Gardner, Michael Hall, David Duggins, David Hall, Police Chief Bailey, Fire Chief Juliot, Alicia Meredith, Fire Marshal Koehler, Jessica Campbell, Joe Ham, Brian Slade, Tonya Fischer, Stan Robison and Vicki Glotzbach. 

CALL TO ORDER

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

NEW BUSINESS:

1.  Stephen Beardsley re: Dumpster permit for 10 days at 219 Pearl St.
Brent Greenwood presented a dumpster request for Mr. Beardsley at 219 Pearl Street and asked if they could have a dumpster permit for 10 days to redo the storefront. 
Mr. Thompson asked if it is going in the area that they have marked off. 
Mr. Greenwood stated that it is going in that area but will not take up that much space and he doesn’t foresee it taking the full 10 days. 

Mr. Nash reminded him that they have to have reflective tape on the dumpsters. 

Mr. Greenwood stated that Colokial is going into the store on April 1st.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the dumpster permit beginning today, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.

2. IN-AWC re: Street cut request at 18th & Troy (main leak), W8th & Spring (main work), W8th & Market (emergency leak), 616 Kent Drive (main leak)
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the above cuts, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.

3. Mandy Oppel with Parkway Southern Baptist Church re: 5k walk on April 18th 

Joy Upchurch for Ms. Oppel, explained that they would like to hold a 5k walk on April 18th and they would like to use Academy Drive for the walk. She explained that they have already received permission from the Parks Department and Christian Academy to use their tracks and Academy Drive would connect the two. She presented a copy of the route map to the board and stated that they would like to use it from 8:00-9:00 a.m. 
Mr. Thompson asked if they were requesting to close Academy Drive.
Ms. Upchurch stated that she doesn’t know that it has to be closed but they want it to be as safe as possible and they are expecting around 100 participants. 
Mr. Thompson expressed concern over the construction that is going on in that area. 

Ms. Upchurch stated that it wouldn’t need to be closed as long as their runners were safe. 

Police Chief Bailey stated that he would have an officer there for safety reasons especially because this is a new route for them. He clarified if she was asking for a lane closure or the street to be entirely closed. 
Ms. Upchurch stated that if they will have an officer out there then she thinks a lane closure would be fine. 
Ms. Cotner moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.

COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:

Mr. Steve Suits, Lawyer Excavating, requested a sidewalk cut at 1950 State Street for the new entrance to CVS. He explained that all the activity will be done from inside the lot but they will replace the curbs and handicap entrances once the work is completed. He stated that they would like to start work tomorrow. 

Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.

Robert Philpot stated that there was a main repair at 2312 Jolissiant Avenue and requested a street cut permit.  He passed the remaining cuts and excavation reports from the remaining bare steel projects that they were doing for the City. 
Mr. Thompson stated that the bare steel project was already approved by the board and these are just the individual cuts for the clerk’s office to be able to invoice for them. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the street cut at Jolissiant Avenue and to enter the other cuts into the record, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.

Carl Holliday presented a letter to the board regarding the E. Main Street project.  He stated that they felt that the cart was put before the horse and addressed all the issues that they have had since the project started. He explained that all of the concerns that they voiced at the start of the project were virtually ignored and they are still having problems to this day. Said letter is on file with the City Clerk’s office. 
Steve Goodman asked if the board had any questions for them. He stated that they do respect the work that Mr. Thompson and his crew as well as fire and police do for them every day they just feel like the project was a big debacle and they need to address these issues as soon as possible. 
Irv Stumler stated that he made a request last Tuesday to install planter’s downtown and later received an email from Mr. Summers stating that the city already has a planter program in place and if they would like to help keep the city clean and green, they could pick up litter and trash throughout the city. He asked if the city has a planter program who is in charge of it, why Mr. Summers reviewed his request if there was a program in place, and why the volunteer program in place with the city aren’t picking up trash around the city. He provided the board with a list of projects that Clean and Green has done for the city at no cost at all and stated that he felt that the email he received from Mr. Summers was not very complimentary to the organization. He passed out a survey of businesses in New Albany regarding the two-way streets in downtown, said survey is on file with the City Clerk’s office. 
Mr. Nash stated that they are having their final public meeting on March 18th and they will make sure that the survey is entered into the record. 
Mr. Thompson stated that Mr. Stumler should not have been directed to Mr. Summers regarding the planters because with all the trouble they had before he should have just been told thank you but no thank you and the city would handle putting any planters out in the future. He explained that they did purchase some planters that they thought were more appropriate. 
Mr. Nash stated that he asked that Mr. Summers and Mr. Stumler meet before this meeting and that didn’t happen so he apologizes for that and if Mr. Stumler still has questions he will recommend that Mr. Summers sit down and talk with him. 
Steve Burks clarified that the list they have before them regarding the two-way streets is citizens as well as business owners
OLD BUSINESS:
Ms. Cotner stated that Mr. Smith came before the board to request a street closure for two car shows.
Ms. Cotner moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.

TABLED ITEMS:
COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:

Mr. Hall thanked everyone for coming out to the Silver Street Park Grand Opening and stated that there were about 300 people there and it was a great time.  He passed out information for the 2015 Independence Day Celebration which will take place on July 3rd and requested approval of the contract for fireworks in the amount of $11,500.00
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.

Mr. Ham stated that they have only received about six calls regarding flooding after the two snow events so the system is up and functioning.  

Mr. Gardner stated that they are currently experiencing a minor flood event and they anticipate that it will continue to drop but they will monitor it closely.
