A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, MARCH 17, 2015 AT 10:00 A.M.

CALL TO ORDER

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
NEW BUSINESS:

1. Rob Harbeson, Vectren re: Cut request at 2538 Hoosier Ct (12151017)- Street Cut, 1718 Shelby St (12250683)- Sidewalk Cut, 1653 Harriet Court (12255757) Sidewalk Cut, Hausfeldt Lane & Progress Boulevard (12266668) Street Cut, Hausfeldt Lane & Progress Boulevard (12266668) Sidewalk Cut
Mr. Harbeson stated that Hoosier Court was a retirement and the work is already done and the   Shelby Street location is a sidewalk cut for a new service.  He explained that that three additional were due to a gas leak that includes a sidewalk repair and the last three are for gas leak.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the above cuts, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:

Fred Metzmeier explained that he as ran the Scuba Store on State Street for 30 years and he has a few questions about the street study. He asked if it was true that they want to take the parking off the west side of State Street as it says on page 89 of the street study. He explained that they initially didn’t even look at that study because it was talking about downtown which didn’t affect them and now they are learning about this proposal to eliminate parking. He stated that State Street is one of the busiest and most dangerous streets in the area with close to 40 small businesses that would be affected by this changed. 
Mr. Nash stated that eliminating that parking has not been discussed. 
Mr. Summers stated that it was an option that was included in the report which is part of public record. He explained that they are holding public hearings to hear all criticisms and invited Mr. Metzmeier to come to the meetings. He stated that no decisions have been made and it doesn’t mean that it is an option that they are even looking at. 
Mr. Metzmeier stated that the problem is that they didn’t know anything about it because the street study was supposed to be for downtown, not the entirety of State Street and when he called several of the business owners they hadn’t heard of anything like this either.  

Mr. Nash stated that Mr. Metzmeier could submit something in writing and attend the next public meeting will be tomorrow night
Mr. Metzmeier stated that he would be there and explained that it was just upsetting to hear about something like this by accident and it made many of them very nervous. 
Greg Mills stated that he was here at the request of Mr. John Rosenbarger and explained that they starting a sidewalk project on Thomas Street and they will be removing/replacing all the sidewalks as well as removing 27 trees and planting back 52. 
Mr. Rosenbarger stated that they will finalize the plans and will go to the Tree Board for their review but he just wanted to let the board know what was going on. 
Mr. Nash asked if the trees are healthy.
Mr. Mills stated that there are defects in all of them and some of them happen to be under power lines so it is in everyone’s best interest to replace them with something they don’t have to trim every few years.   
Mr. Nash asked where it is starting on Thomas Street.
Mr. Mills stated that it starts at Market Street and goes slightly past Hazelwood.
Mr. Nash stated that when they did a previous project they received some complaints about an equipment truck being parked on the street and asked if they could keep that to a minimum. 

Mr. Rosenbarger stated that they could include that in the specs.  

Irv Stumler stated that he hasn’t heard from Mr. Summer’s since the last meeting when Mr. Nash told him that he would be in touch.  

Mr. Summers stated that he was out of town last week and he has been catching up this week and hasn’t had time to get in touch with him. He asked Mr. Stumler what questions he needed addressed. 
Mr. Stumler asked about the city’s program for planters in the downtown area
Mr. Summers stated that the city has acquired planters and they will be showing up shortly. 
Mr. Stumler asked how many they have. 
Mr. Summers stated that on hand they have 10 with more coming. 
Mr. Stumler asked if they are similar to the ones that he has seen at Market and State. 
Mr. Summers explained that they have some similar to that and some that are larger and concrete. 

Mr. Nash stated that this discussion is really outside the scope of this meeting. He suggested that Mr. Stumler and Mr. Summers have a discussion and then if he has an issue with that then he can come back to the board to discuss it. 

Mr. Stumler stated that they are running out of time to have a discussion about it. 

Mr. Thompson stated that the board does not want their organization to put out planters and that is the end of the discussion about that. 

Mr. Summers stated that he can meet with Mr. Stumler after the meeting if he would like.

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:

1. Larry Summers re: Grant Line Road Speed Study (Blackberry Ridge area)

Mr. Summers passed out a copy of the study to the board and explained that it was performed by Floyd County before it was turned over to New Albany. He stated that the average speed on that portion of Granline Road is 40mph but given the industry standard they would typically set the speed limit around 46mph. He explained that the topography of the location plays a role and he suggested that they go with 40mph instead of the current 50mph. 
Police Chief Bailey stated that the school zone is only during certain key times of day and year. 
Mr. Nash asked if the county has accepted the subdivision completely.
Mr. Summers stated that according to the residents they haven’t. 
Mr. Nash asked if he could look into that with the county. 

Mr. Summers stated that he will.  
2. Vicki Glotzbach for INAWC re: 2125 Culbertson Avenue, Street Cut

Mrs. Glotzbach presented the above street cut and explained that it was for a main leak on Culbertson and the work has already been done.
Mr. Thompson stated that he will go out and take a look at it. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
3. Chris Gardner re: flooding update

Mr. Gardner stated that the river has crested and they are slowly monitoring its recession. He explained that they have 3 out of 6 pump stations running and as the river approaches appropriate levels they will begin to open up the natural drainage systems and shut the pumps off. 
Mr. Nash asked what streets were still closed. 

Mr. Gardner stated that Water Street and Old Ford are the only two closed.
