CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:

Irv Stumler presented a packet to the board as a response to the “Downtown Street Network Proposal.” Said report is on file with the City Clerk’s office. He gave a brief history of Professor John Gilderbloom and his work regarding urban neighborhoods and cited recent studies regarding the substantial impact on property taxes. He spoke about a piece of property that he was involved in purchasing in Louisville and discussed the sale of that property and those around it on Brook and Brekinridge and explained that  Mr. Speck and Mr. Gilderbloom mislead the public and distorted the facts to fit their preconceived results. 

Fred Metzmeier representing the Scuba Store on State Street explained that he still has an issue with parking on State Street. He stated that he went back through old Tribune papers and there was only one minor mention about the bike lanes being proposed in that study. He explained that they are not doing enough to get the work on what is in that study and how it will affect more than just the downtown.  

Mr. Nash stated that parking on the north part of State Street is off the table. 

Mr. Thompson explained that they are going to read  statement into the minutes. 

Ed Schindler with Habitat of Humanity requested a dumpster 1517 Culbertson Avenue to rehab a house.

Mr. Nash asked how long they would need it to be there

Mr. Schindler replied about 4-6 weeks. 

Mr. Nash asked if it would be in the parking lane.

Mr. Schindler stated that it would. 

Mr. Thompson stated that he would like to go out and check it to make sure it isn’t going to be a problem with the neighbors parking. He asked when they would like to start the work. 

Mr. Schindler stated that they are going to start work on April 1st if they can get it in there. 

Mr. Thompson stated that he would bring it back to the board next week. 

Mr. Nash thanked Mr. Schindler for all they are doing with the Habitat program. 

Gene Ballard stated that before he would always come to the meetings to complain but everything is going well for him and he is very happy with Mayor Gahan. He explained that he finally got his driveway in and he is very satisfied with the way things turned out. 

Reverend Leroy Marshall stated that board approve the use of the amphitheater for June 19th and 20th for the Juneteenth Celebration that his church is having, and requested that board approve a banner request on Spring Street to give the celebration some much needed exposure.          

Mr. Thompson stated that they would probably like to hang it two weeks prior and asked if the location was available.

Mrs. Glotzbach stated that she would have to check the banner calendar.

Reverend Marshall asked if there could be medical personnel present at the event.

Fire Chief Juliot stated that they could be taken care of that.

Reverend Marshall stated that they are going to have a motorcade on the 19th at noon from Division Street School to the amphitheater. 

Police Chief Bailey stated that they could help with that as well but will need some communication to set it up. 

Mr. Thompson stated that there is no need to close the street but a police escort would be necessary.  

Greg Roberts explained that said that he is the president of the East Spring Street Neighborhood Association and they are the only neighborhood in the street study boundaries.  He explained that Louisville is looking at all of their neighborhoods to convert to two-way streets and are using all the latest technology and the results confirmed the positive outcome of their previous research regarding two-way streets. 

OLD BUSINESS:

Mr. Nash read a statement into the record in an effort to share additional information with the public regarding our Downtown Street Network. Said letter is on file with the City Clerk’s Office. He explained that the Board of Works intends to move forward with the Speck proposal by ensuring that all of the concerns expressed by the downtown constituents are not only heard but seriously considered. He stated that they will begin a Concept Development Phase to further analyze and evaluate the Speck Proposal that include looking at residential safety, truck traffic and downtown deliveries. He stated that three concepts for improving the downtown grid will be generated and additional public input will be an important part of this process. He explained that there are no plans to make significant changes to upper State Street regarding the removal of on-street parking and the additional of bike lanes. He stated that the board realizes that there are still a lot of concerns but they are confident that the upcoming work will minimize that. He explained that they are committed to finding a way to make the downtown better for everyone and if they work together they can make it happen.
