A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, MARCH 31, 2015 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT: Mickey Thompson, member, Cheryl Cotner, member and Warren V. Nash, president. 

OTHERS PRESENT:  Linda Moeller, Chris Gardner, Michael Hall, Larry Summers, David Hall, Police Chief Bailey, Deputy Fire Chief Gadd, Fire Marshal Koehler, David Duggins, Jessica Campbell, Tonya Fischer, Brian Slade, Trent Baker, John Rosenbarger, Stan Robison and Vicki Glotzbach. 

CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:

1.  Susan Parr with Brandon House re: Annual walk-a-thon on April 12th, 2015 
Ms. Parr explained that this is annual event and presented the route to Mr. Nash.  She stated that it starts at DePauw Church and ends there as well and asked for the board’s approval. She added that the police help them out every year to ensure the safety of their walkers. 
Mr. Thompson asked if they close anything for the walk or if they just have the police escort. 
Ms. Parr stated that they do not need any street closures.
Ms. Cotner asked what time they will start.
Ms. Parr replied 3:00 p.m.

Ms. Cotner moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.

2. IN-AWC re: Street Cut  Permits at 2027 Maryland Avenue (Main Leak), 1780 Elmview          (Service Replacement), 204-206 Christa Lynn Road (New Service)

Mr. Thompson stated that he isn’t sure that Christa Lynn Road was located in the city.
Fire Marshal Koehler stated that it is in Reflection Ridge and is outside the city.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the cuts with the exception of Christa Lynn Road, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.

3. Vectren re: Cut request at 2215 Spring Ave (12279976) – sidewalk permit, 2214 Palmer          Court – sidewalk permit
Eric Ferree presented the above sidewalk cut permits for the board’s approval. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.

Mr. Ferree explained that they are ready to start the infrastructure improvement project in the city and asked for the board approval. He stated that it will include about 6400 feet of new installation, 61 services, and will be done on the Market Street corridor from Main to down past the police station. 
Mr. Nash asked when they will be starting.
Mr. Ferree stated that they want to start next week and it will probably take about three months.
Mr. Thompson stated that this is part of the bare steel project.  He explained that they have been working on this for the last 4-5 years and reminded Mr. Ferree that some of this is state highway. 
Mr. Ferree stated that they are replacing all the low pressure cast iron in downtown New Albany with plastic pipes and explained that they will have all the required permits from the state. 

Mr. Summers said that he was trying to see if this goes through the new sidewalk on State Street.
Mr. Thompson explained that what they have done in the past is approved them to do the work and then they turn in all the locations for the cuts that took place and the clerk’s office bills them. 

Mr. Summers stated that he thinks that this is going to go through the new sidewalks that they just installed on Spring Street. 
Mr. Thompson explained that they tried to keep the work in the sidewalks because it is easier to put the sidewalk back than the street. 

Mr. Ferree stated that they use their own contractor so of they tear up an apron of sidewalk they will replace the whole thing. 

Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.

4. Mary Ann Tonini re: Egress between her property and another property on Graybrook Lane
Ms. Tonini explained that she met with planning and they told her that she would need to come to this board. She stated that there is an unnamed alley behind her property and explained that she wants to take the fence out and re-grade to take care of a water pooling issue but to do that she will need to be on the egress. She explained that she met with Mr. O’Neal who has been maintaining the area to ask for permission to take out the fence and he said that in his opinion they are never going to make a street out of that so she might want to see about changing the property line. He stated that she doesn’t really know the process or effects of doing that so she just wants to re-grade it and he is fine with that. 
Mr. Summers stated that he doesn’t have a problem with letting her re-grade the land but he would prefer not to vacate it. 
Ms. Tonini stated that if they aren’t going to vacate it then the city needs to participate in the cleanup of it. 
Mr. Thompson moved to take this issue under advisement until the planning department and legal department looks it over, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.

5. Forrest Aalderink with Access Housing of Indiana re: Street Cut Request 
Mr. Aalderink stated that a little over a year ago they moved a house that was going to be demolished to 1718 Shelby Street and now they are requesting a street cut in the alley for the sewer tap. He explained that he went to the sewer board to get permission to explore to look for an existing line and now he needs permission from this board to cut into the road. 
Mr. Thompson stated that alley was just paved so it will need to be restored back to the way it is.

Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:

OLD BUSINESS:

1. Dumpster for Habitat for Humanity at 1517 Culbertson
Mr. Thompson stated that it has been taken care of and they are going to put the dumpster on the neighboring property.  
2. Banner on Main Street for Juneteenth Celebration
Mrs. Glotzbach stated that the only location that is available is Main Street. 

TABLED ITEMS:

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:

1. Chief Bailey Handicap parking at 1939 Culbertson (Ruth Lyon residence)
Police Chief Bailey stated that the residence just west of this also has a handicap spot but he did go out to review it and would still recommend approval of this one
Ms. Cotner moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.
2. Chief Bailey St. Mary's Good Friday walk on April 3rd at 6:30 PM.
Police Chief Bailey stated that they have assisted with this walk each year and it does involve closing the right lane on Spring Street. He explained that they leave their property and walk around the block in observation of Good Friday and requested the board’s approval. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.

3. John Rosenbarger re: Beam, Longest and Neff Contract Supplemental Agreement No. 1
Mr. Rosenbarger stated that it is for the city wide sign project.  He explained that the contract was signed several months ago and they estimated 4950 signs would need to be inventoried and the new estimate is 8800 signs instead. He stated that this is a mandate and this is a 90% federal aided project. 
Mr. Nash asked how we were so far off.
Mr. Rosenbarger explained that they have a lot more signs than a typical city.  
Ms. Cotner moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.

Mr. Summers stated that the planters that were order should be done next week.  
Mrs. Glotzbach presented a request for Susan Kaempfer regarding the Farmer’s Market. She explained that since the market is under construction they need to move the current activities to Bank Street. She stated that they would like to close Bank Street from Main to Market April 1-May 2 from 9 a.m.-1 p.m. for the vendor set up and they would like to close Bank Street from Main to Market and from Market to Spring from 5 a.m. – 2 p.m. May 9-October 31.  
Mrs. Cotner asked if this was just on Saturdays. 

Mrs. Glotzbach stated that is correct. 

Mr. Thompson asked if she mentioned anything about Wednesdays. 

Mrs. Glotzbach stated that she did not. 

Mr. Thompson moved to approve contingent upon them coming back when construction is finished, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
Mrs. Moeller stated that she would like to enter into the minutes the bank reconciliations for January and February, 2015. She explained that when they did a self-audit they realized that the payroll dollar amount was not included in the claims docket presented for approval from 2/27-3/13 and 3/14-3/26 and they need the board to approve the amended claims dockets. 
Mr. Thompson moved to amend the claims dockets, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
