A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, APRIL 7, 2015 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT: Mickey Thompson, member, Cheryl Cotner, member and Warren V. Nash, president. 

OTHERS PRESENT:  Linda Moeller, Chris Gardner, Larry Summers, David Hall, Police Chief Bailey, Fire Chief Juliot, Deputy Fire Chief Gadd, Fire Marshal Koehler, Krisjans Streips, Jessica Campbell, Tonya Fischer, Brian Slade, Trent Baker, John Rosenbarger, Stan Robison and Vicki Glotzbach. 

CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:
1.  John Buckner re: Stop sign request at Kent Street and Clover Street
Mr. Buckner stated that he lives at 700 Kent Street which is on the corner of Kent Street and Clover Street and it is a 25 mph zone and people speed up to 65 mph on that street every day.  He requested that a stop sign be installed on that corner.
Mr. Thompson stated that he would like to take it under advisement and get with Mr. Speights on this issue and revisit it next week.  He said that it was on the agenda before and Mr. Speights was supposed to look into it.
Mr. Nash stated that there is a stop sign at Cottom Avenue, Linden Avenue and Lincoln Avenue but not at Kent Street or Albany Street.

Mr. Thompson stated that is correct.
Police Chief Bailey stated that he agrees with Mr. Buckner because the consistency of the signage along Clover Street with the other streets would warrant a stop sign posted there.  He added that from a law enforcement point of view, it is hard to enforce there so he is okay with taking it under advisement with his recommendation to push forward on this issue.
Mr. Nash stated that he doesn’t feel there is enough traffic there to warrant a stop sign but it is a way to control traffic speed.  He added that he thinks it is a poor way to control speed but it is the only thing that the board has at its disposal.  He also stated that the board would get with the police chief and traffic division and will render a decision next week.
2. Vectren Energy re: Cut request for 301 Cherry St. (12280969) -Sidewalk Permit for retirement, 751 Linden St. (12288556) -Street Permit for new service, 224 W. Daisy Ln. (12237692 )- 1 Sidewalk Permit,  1 Street Permit, 2612 Linda Dr (11045277) – Street Cut Permit and work has already been done by Miller Pipeline.
Mr. Harbeson presented the above street and sidewalk cuts to the board for approval.
Mr. Thompson asked if the W. Daisy street cut was 3 X 4.

Mr. Harbeson replied yes and stated that there is a 5 X 5 in the sidewalk.
Mr. Thompson asked if the W. Daisy street cut is going to be in the driving lane.

Mr. Harbeson replied that he couldn’t tell by the drawing.

Mr. Thompson stated that the drawing doesn’t show it butting up to the sidewalk.
Ms. Cotner moved to approve the above cut permits, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.

COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:

OLD BUSINESS:
1. Egress between Ms. Tonini’s property and Mr. O’Neal’s property on Graybrook Lane
Mr. Streips passed out an aerial of the area and explained that Ms.Tonini was interested in vacating the area but he recommended not vacating it at this time because the city may eventually use that right-of-way.  He did recommend giving her permission to re-grade and remove the fence.

Mr. Nash asked whose fence it is.

Mr. Streips stated that he believes that it belongs to Mr. O’Neal and he has agreed to her doing work there.  He explained that he didn’t know if Ms. Tonini was interested in re-grading and cleaning the area if there is no possibility of vacation but he will have that conversation with her.
Mr. Nash stated that there is a similar situation where Union Street stops so that whole area needs to be looked at.

Mr. Streips stated that he thinks that it warrants further discussion. 
Mr. Thompson said that Ms. Tonini stated at the last meeting that if we weren’t going to vacate the property to her then the city needs to do the work.

Mr. Nash asked Mr. Streips to communicate this conversation to Ms. Tonini.

Mr. Streips said that he would.  

TABLED ITEMS:

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
1. Larry Summers re: Street cut on Market for lighting system 
 Mr. Summers stated that Duke would like to make a street cut on Market Street between Pearl Street and Bank Street to repair the conduit that is damaged and this will repair the lighting system in downtown.  He said that they are looking at Thursday if the weather permits.

Mr. Nash asked if it was on the south side or north side of Market Street.

Mr. Thompson stated that it will be on the north side.  He added that there was some utility work done there and we are pretty sure that they cut the conduit so that whole side of the street has no lights.  He also stated that it would involve a lane closure at the least.

Mr. Summers stated that they have also ordered the parts for the light system and they have been shipped so they should be getting here soon so they can change out the parts.  
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the above street cut and lane closure, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.

2. Vicki Glotzbach for IN-AWC re: Street Cut Permit at 1713 East Oak Street (Main Break)

Mrs. Glotzbach stated that they received this after the agenda went out and the work is already complete. 

Mr. Thompson moved to approve the above cut, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
3.  John Rosenbarger re: Supplement Number 1 (Mt. Tabor Road project)
Mr. Rosenbarger explained that it is for the Mt. Tabor project and it is the city’s agreement with INDOT to provide the funding for the remaining engineering, the right-of-way phase and the construction phase.  He said this is a formality and that KIPDA amended the TIF last fall to include the construction money in future years and we brought it in to the current TIF.  He explained that this is the formality of nailing down and reserving the federal funds for the remainder of the Mt. Tabor Road project.  He said the total is $5,320,480.00.
Mr. Nash asked what the projected date to start construction is.

Mr. Rosenbarger stated that it will be mid to late July, 2017.

Ms. Cotner moved to approve Supplement Number 1, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.

4. Mickey Thompson re: Barricades at Graybrook Lane
Mr. Thompson explained that they closed off an area of Graybrook Lane because the water had crossed the road.  He said that other areas where there had been problems like Grant Line Road by the VFW had no issues.  He said that Castlewood, Old Vincennes and Vincennes Street by the school had no issues either so the projects that the storm water team did have made quite an improvement.
Mr. Nash asked if Mr. Ham keeps track of the amount of rain in New Albany.

Mr. Thompson replied yes and stated that he takes readings from Louisville and Floyds Knobs.  He believed that Mr. Ham said there was almost four inches from that rain. 
Mr. Nash stated that he received a text from Ms. Henry from the 1500 block of Elm Street because she had a break in and some other problems there and she said that speeding is getting worse.  He asked Police Chief Bailey to have traffic check out the area again. 
Police Chief Bailey said that they would go back in that area again.

Mr. Nash stated that he received an email from Mr. David Aebersold at Aebersold Florist regarding the one-way streets and he will print it out and get the board a copy.  He said that it should be entered into the record.

Mrs. Glotzbach stated that she received a copy of it and will enter it into the record.
Mr. Thompson stated that he spoke with the Farmers Market and that they probably wouldn’t need the additional block on Bank Street on Wednesday evenings but if they do, they will let the board know.

Mr. Nash asked about the planters.

Mr. Summers stated that they are ready and someone will be picking them up soon.

Mr. Nash asked when the North Y railroad bridge painting will start and how long will that take.

Mr. Summers stated that the contract is still being reviewed.
Mr. Nash stated that he hopes we can approve that soon.

Mr. Summers stated that the funding source is through redevelopment so we are reviewing it right now.
