A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, APRIL 14, 2015 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT: Mickey Thompson, member, Cheryl Cotner, member and Warren V. Nash, president. 

OTHERS PRESENT:  Linda Moeller, Chris Gardner, David Hall, Police Chief Bailey, Fire Chief Juliot, Fire Marshal Koehler, Joe Ham, Brandon Sailings, Jessica Campbell, Tonya Fischer, Brian Slade, Trent Baker, John Rosenbarger, David Brewer, Stan Robison and Vicki Glotzbach. 

CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:
1.  Michael Gardner re: Handicapped spot at 2303 Shrader Avenue 
Mr. Gardner stated that he and his wife are disabled and the steps in front of the house are very small and it would make it much easier for them if they could have a spot reserved in front of their home to make it easier to go in and out. 
Mr. Nash asked if there are any sidewalks at this location. 

Mr. Gardner stated that there are not. 

Mr. Thompson stated that Officer Speights will need to go out and review this. 
Mr. Nash told Mr. Gardner that they would have Officer Speights go out and look at it and he will report back to the board for them to make a decision. 

2. Steve Suits with Lawyer Excavation re: Street cut request at intersection of State St. and       Green Valley Rd. and lane closure.
Randy Hammons explained that they want to work on a manhole and a diversion curb to be installed at a later date and they need to cut into the road in two places. He passed out a drawing for the board to review.

Mr. Nash asked how long it will take.
Mr. Hammons stated that they will set up traffic control for the east bound lane tomorrow and it should take two days.

Mr. Thompson asked if this is to tie into the manhole. 

Mr. Hammons stated that it is and they are going to go ahead and do the saw cut for the diversion curb as well. 
Mr. Nash asked if that will affect traffic coming off State Street. 
Mr. Thompson replied that they will be flagged over into the turn lane. He asked what time they will start work. 

Mr. Hammons stated that they would like to start around noon tomorrow. 

Mr. Nash asked when it will be reopened.

Mr. Hammons stated that it will reopen Friday or possibly Thursday afternoon.

Mr. Nash said that he is concerned about school traffic.

Mr. Hammons stated that they will try their best to have it opened on Thursday afternoon. 

Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.

3.  Vectren re: Cut permits for 2307 Park Ave(12252513)-Sidewalk permit, 2410 Jollissiant Avenue 
Rob Harbeson explained that they also have a request for 2410 Jollissiant that he received today but he isn’t sure of the size. He stated that the Park Place cut is for a leak and sidewalk replacement. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Brian Reschar with O’Meara Construction explained that he is here regarding the main replacement project on West 8th, Twin Oaks and Cottom Avenue. 
Mr. Thompson stated that this is similar to what the gas company is doing with the bare steel project.  He explained that there are several locations for main replacements and they have met with IN-AWC regarding this. He stated that they would like to handle these the same way they did the bare steel project by giving them permission and as they do the work they will submit a list of cuts to the clerk’s office for permits. 
Mr. Nash asked if the mains will be the same size or larger.
Mr.  Reschar stated that they will be larger.  
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the main replacements for W. 8th Street, Cottom Avenue and Twin Oaks Drive, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
OLD BUSINESS:
1. Stop sign at Kent Street and Clover Street
Mr. Thompson stated that he spoke with Mr. Speights and he went out and looked at it and recommended that they make that a four-way stop to benefit the neighborhood.
Police Chief Bailey stated that he looked at it as well and it seems to make sense to have the four-way there. 
Ms. Cotner moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.
TABLED ITEMS:

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
1. Larry Summers re: Handicap parking space in front of 1515 E Oak Street
Mr. Thompson explained that the person that used the spot passed away so they are just requesting that it be removed and he will take care of it.
2.  Joe Ham re: Line Replacement
Mr. Ham explained that after the rain they noticed an opening by one of the catch basins during the day and by the evening he was informed that the road had collapsed in the alley between Ekin and Culbertson. He stated that particular section of line is on their bond project to be replaced, however that project will probably not get underway for another 6 months. He explained that the line that is there has had three repairs in the last five years and 75 ft. downstream toward Shelby there looks to be an emanate collapse in that area. He stated that based on what they see and the fact that they are within six months of doing that project they are going to replace from that alley to Shelby Place. He explained that the engineering work was done because it was a bond project but some of the structures have to be cast in place and those won’t be ready until Monday of next week and at that time they will need to close 15th Street between Culbertson and Shelby. He stated that he can’t give an idea of how long but his best guess is that it will be five weeks. He explained that they will bring in a detour route and give as much notice as possible.

Mr. Nash stated that he doubts there is much traffic on 15th Street. 
Mr. Ham stated that due to the amount of equipment and activity taking place, they feel it is best to close the entire road.  He explained that since April 1st they have had about 8 inches in of rain in southern part of New Albany and four inches in northern part and while the new structures have performed well they did see some flooding on Scribner and a minor incident on Castlewood.  
Mr. Nash stated that there was a problem at Graybrook Lane.

Mr. Ham stated that creek did crest over Graybrook but it quickly receded. 
Mr. Nash asked where the nearest rain gauge is.

Mr. Ham stated that some of the lift stations have rain gauges but they can’t get a live reading.

Mr. Nash asked if anyone in New Albany does a live reading. 
Mr. Ham stated that he gets his readings from MSD and the closest one is Mt. St. Francis.

Mr. Thompson asked if he needs approval for the 15th Street closure or does he want to wait until he can bring more details back 
Mr. Ham stated that it would be nice to go ahead and get it approve.

Mr. Thompson moved to approve the street closure subject to Mr. Ham bringing the detour information back to the board, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
3. Vicki Glotzbach for INAWC re: Street cut permits at 630 & 631 E. 8th Street for service replacements
Mrs. Glotzbach presented the above street cuts and stated that the work has already been done.

Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.

4. John Rosenbarger re: LPA Consulting Contract and INDOT Local Public Agency Project Coordination Contract
Mr. Rosenbarger stated that with the help of federal aid dollars they are asking the board to move with engineering and cost analysis generated from the Speck study to explore ways to make the city friendlier to pedestrians and vehicles. He explained that this will help predict         traffic patterns as their region prepared to deal with the effect of the new bridges and tolls. He stated that Ms. Campbell has distributed two contracts for LPA and consulting which is divided into concept development that will look at the Speck study and evaluate public comments and a design phase. He explained that the federal aid is 80% for this project and asked the board if they have any questions. 
Mr. Nash asked about the time frame.

Mr. Rosenbarger stated that the concept development would take 6 or more months and the design would take a better part of a year. He explained that because it is federally aided the process if fairly length. 
Mr. Nash stated that they have had three public hearings and asked if those comments will be considered.

Mr. Rosenbarger replied yes. 
Mr. Nash asked if one of the reasons they are doing this is to get the 80/20 match.

Mr. Rosenbarger replied yes.

Mr. Nash stated that they really need to get this right and it seems to be a very complex because it affects so many lives and considers serious safety issues. He explained that he learned a great deal from the hearings. 
Mr. Rosenbarger stated that is why they would employ experts in the field that have done this before. 
Mr. Thompson stated that it is a chance to see what fits out of what was brought forth.

Mr. Thompson moved to approve the contracts, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
5. Chris Gardner re: Flood control 

Mr. Gardner stated that they are still monitoring all the river roads and they will fight the flood if it comes again.
