NEW BUSINESS:
1. Marcey Wisman-Bennett and Cisa Barry with Sew Fitting re: Request for handicapped parking sign and 4-way stop at 156 E. Main St. 
Mrs. Wisman-Bennett explained that they would like to add a handicap parking space in front of their building as they have a lot of elderly and handicap customers. She stated that they don’t park there for long periods of time but it would make it a lot easier for them to access their business. She stated that the second request came from Ron Carter that owns the building and they have also witnessed the safety issues with 
Mr. Nash stated that they would have the traffic department look at both of these issues and asked that Chief Bailey look at Third Street as well. 

Chief Bailey stated that he would make sure these requests were taken care of. 
2. Susan Kaempfer re: Updates on the new season 

Ms. Kaempfer stated that they will start the full summer season on May 9th and they will start closing Bank Street from Main to Market and Market to Spring as early as 5:00 a.m. She explained that they will need a few more barricades and make sure that the signs will be going out as soon as possible. She explained that they will have vendors set up on either side with five feet of walking space and the market will open at 8:00 a.m.
