THE SEWER BOARD OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, HELD A MEETING IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM OF THE CITY-COUNTY BUILDING ON THURSDAY, SEPTEMBER 11, 2014 AT 9:15 A.M.  

PRESENT:  Mayor Gahan, Gary Brinkworth and Ed Wilkinson.  
ALSO PRESENT:  Rob Sartell, April Dickey, Linda Moeller, Shane Gibson, Larry Summers, Wes Christmas and Vicki Glotzbach 
CALL TO ORDER:

Mayor Gahan called the meeting to order at 9:15 a.m. 
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

APPROVAL OR CORRECTION OF THE FOLLOWING MINUTES:

Mr. Brinkworth moved to approve the August 28, 2014 Regular Meeting Minutes, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Brinkworth moved to approve the August 28, 2014 Budget Work Session Minutes, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.

SEWER ADJUSTMENTS:

FINANCIAL REPORT:

Mr. Wilkinson stated that revenue is about 1% under what they are budgeting counting the liens and the expenditures are about 12% under budget but that will close up towards the end of the year and balance out. 
NEW BUSINESS:

1. Lori Brown with Boss Lady Renovations re: Request for sewer adjustment 
Mrs. Dickey stated that she had paid some sewer liens and wanted reimbursements on those but she doesn’t know the reason behind why. She explained that if she calls again she will get more information.  
2. Resolution regarding EDIT and TIF commitments
Mr. Gibson stated that the resolution is almost exactly the same as last year other than a sentence to make sure that everyone understands that it is a yearly process and just because it is done this year doesn’t mean it will be done every year.

Mr. Brinkworth asked if they should add that it waives the 2014 commitment. 

Mr. Gibson stated that they could put that the board waives this year’s commitment in the fourth paragraph and have those changes made before they sign it.  
Mr. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mr. Brinkworth second, all voted in favor.

3. 2015 Budget

Mr. Gibson stated that the budget itself needs to be approved and then the salary resolution will have to be approved but those salaries are reflected in the budget. He explained that they forwarded this to the Council for informational purposes only but ultimately it is up to them to pass their own budget. 
Mr. Wilkinson asked if there is language or procedure established on how they pull cash from the bank to support the budget that they are about to approve. 
Mr. Gibson stated that he needs to work on that. 
Mr. Wilkinson stated that if they show the regular revenue streams at the top and then show the cash on hand or EPA Projects cash on hand that might be helpful. 
Mr. Gibson stated that they will put something together for the board to look at and he will tell the council that once the board approves it they will get a copy of it to them at their next meeting. He explained that he will put the summary sheet with it so that they have a better understanding of it. 
Mr. Wilkinson state that since they have addressed the issues discussed it looks good to him. 
Mr. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mr. Brinkworth second, all voted in favor.

OLD BUSINESS:

1. Clark Dietz Update
Mr. Christmas stated that at the first of this week they decommissioned the lift station at Chapel Creek and made the final connection at the wet well. He explained that all the sewer pipe has been installed and they do have some demo work left to be done but the lift station has been taken out of service. He started that they will need to remove the roadway and do some restoration. He explained that they have another meeting GIS meeting next week to touch base and see how the beta is working. 
Mr. Sartell stated that there are several buildings that are being restored on East Main Street and they received a call inquiring about where the homes were tapped in on the sewers. He explained that they found out that the buildings are tapped into a storm line and they have known this for some time because the buildings were vacant and now they have money being put into these properties but there is no access to the sewers. He stated that he asked Mr. Christmas about extending a sewer up Main Street and would like permission from the board to move forward with addressing this issue. 
Mr. Brinkworth asked if he has any plans on what they will be doing with the property. 
Mr. Duggins stated that there is going to be two commercials on the Main Street side and 2-3 retails on the other side. He explained that there is no specification plan on the Rice building.
Mr. Brinkworth suggested that they bring a manhole up bank and go across the Rice parking lot and pick it up in the back.
Mr. Christmas stated that they are trying to get something that will potentially service everyone.  

Mr. Duggins stated that the sidewalks there are a mess there too so they could do it all at the same time.  
Mr. Christmas stated that they can look at shallow that up which will raise it up about three feet potentially. He explained that they have tenants lined up to go in there so he could go ahead and get a plan off to IDEM if the board approves it. 
Mr. Sartell stated that they still need to get credits. 
Mr. Christmas stated that the property owners need to come in and talk about what is going in but they could go ahead and move forward with the extension. 

Mr. Wilkinson asked if the extension covers all of the buildings that they are aware of that don’t have service. 
Mr. Christmas stated that is correct. 
Mr. Wilkinson moved to proceed with the process of developing the sewer and getting IDEM approval, Mr. Brinkworth second, all voted in favor.

UTILITY REPORT:
Mr. Sartell stated that he put a small spreadsheet in their packet that shows the 2013 to present cost of maintenance for their UV system, strainer, labor and parts. He explained that they have spent $52,000.00 on keeping that system up and running and the launders projected cost is practically zero (~$80 per year). He stated that they are looking at about $9,750 a year for the brush system per year and they need to make a decision which way they want to go. 
Mr. Brinkworth asked what he thinks they would save if they went with the launder system. 
Mr. Sartell stated that they will still replace lamps but this is just damage due to algae so it will eliminate that pretty much all together. 
Mayor Gahan asked if the algae problem fluctuates from year to year.
Mr. Sartell stated that it is consistent.
Mr. Brinkworth stated that he thinks that they need to pursue the launder system.
Mayor Gahan asked Mr. Sartell if he would write something up for the public to explain the problem and how this system will take care of it. 
Mr. Brinkworth moved to pursue the launder system, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.
Mr. Sartell asked Mr. Gibson if he has a chance to review the H&B contract. 

Mr. Gibson stated that he has and is fine with it. 

Mr. Sartell stated that he needs to get it back for signatures.
