Road Repairs
Mr. Caesar gave Mrs. Benedetti a letter from David Cannon giving his support of the project and explaining a little about Spring Street Hill. 

Mrs. Glotzbach read the letter into the record, said letter is on file with the City Clerk’s office. 

Mr. Hottois, 605 Camp Avenue, stated that he thinks the repair is essential to the hill and the waterworks place. He explained that he wants to see the road repaired because the money that was spent to fix it last time will have been wasted.
Mr. Craig, 1531 Sunset Drive, stated that this roadway is desperately needed for safety, convenience, and to eliminate the high traffic count that Cherry Street Hill is exposed to before it wears that street out as well. 
Ms. Sidebottom, 605 Highland Avenue, stated that she has lived in the area for 64 years and when her parents first bought the property there were five ways that you could get to it. She explained that Spring Street Hill is a vital part of their community especially for the access of emergency vehicles.
Ms. Hocker, 1330 Ridgeway Avenue, stated that she has enjoyed driving Spring Street Hill when it was available for years and has a real interest in the history of New Albany, especially that area. She explained that this is an iconic vista in the city that they can’t use and she would love to see it restored as well as for safety and traffic control issues. 
Mr. Stumler wanted to emphasize that they do need Spring Street Hill open as soon as possible because of security and safety. 
Mr. Adams, 607 Maple Lane, stated that he thinks it is imperative that they continue with the project and he hopes that the council will hold someone responsible if the repair fails this time.  He explained that the safety of the children at Scribner needs to be taken into account with the excess traffic.
