The meeting of the New Albany City Council was called to order by President Diane Benedetti at 7:30 p.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

APPROVAL OR CORRECTION OF THE FOLLOWING MINUTES:

Mr. Coffey moved to approve the Executive Session Meeting Minutes for March 15, 2012, Mr. McLaughlin second, all voted in favor.
Ms. Baird moved to approve the Work Session 1 Meeting Minutes for March 15, 2012, Mr. Caesar second, all voted in favor.
Mr. McLaughlin moved to approve the Work Session 2 Meeting Minutes for March 15, 2012, Mr. Phipps second, all voted in favor
Mr. Zurschmiede moved to approve the Regular Meeting Minutes for March 15, 2012, Mr. McLaughlin second, all voted in favor.
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:

Mr. Klink, President of New Albany Floyd County Parks Recreation Board thanked the council for taking the time tonight to consider the agreement before them and for taking the tour of the park’s property. He stated that they have great resources and obviously their goal is to maintain that for future generations. He explained that he knows that the agreement they have before them isn’t perfect but he thinks it is a good stepping stone. He stated that they would like to take action and get an agreement in place to secure funding going forward for the immediate future but this is not a long term solution. He explained that this does create an opportunity to hold some people accountable and makes what they are doing very public. He stated that they have had a lot of attorneys on both sides look at this and he knows there is some concern regarding past debt and this agreement doesn’t address that but it doesn’t make that debt go away either and it is still something that needs to be addressed. He thanked the City Council for all of their work and cooperation on helping to keep the parks areas around and in the shape that they are in. 
Mr. Boon, President of New Albany Little League Board, stated they really appreciates what the city has done and they know without their partnership they would not have been able to accomplish what they have for the kids and for the league. He stated that last year they had two district runner ups, four district championship, and a state champion. He stated that they will start their next season on April 9th and when they compare what they have to neighboring communities they see that they don’t have a dedicated baseball facility but they do have a great partner in the City Council and the Parks Department and the Little League is not just a city issue but a county issue as well. He stated that through all of their support they have a baseball facility, Billy Herman Park, which they are able to use for practice and without that they would have 462 kids on 38 teams playing at Mt. Tabor Park. He thanked them for considering the resolution before them tonight and for all that they have done up to this point. 
Mr. Young, Representative for the Frisbee Disc Golf Association, stated that they have individuals of all ages involved in this sport and this is probably the first time it has been played in this community and it is growing tremendously. He explained that they have people coming in from all over to play in their tournaments and they have had a great relationship with the Parks Department. He stated that they are going to have a national tournament in September which will be the first time something like this has been in this region and it will be a great opportunity to be able to have this here and he wanted to thank them for helping to make that happen. 
COMMUNICATIONS – CITY OFFICIALS:

Mr. Duggins read a memo into the record on behalf of Mayor Gahan regarding Bill G-12-05; said memo is on file with the City Clerk’s Office. 
Mrs. Benedetti read into the record an email in response to the Mayor’s memo requesting his presence at tonight’s meeting in order to discuss the ordinance. Said email is on file with the City Clerk’s office. 
Mr. Robison stated that he would appreciate it if the word “rescinding” would be taken out of G-12-05 that is on the table for consideration.  He explained that this throws away a bargaining chip he has with the county. He explained that it is being said that they owe the city $2.1M and he would like to be able to explore the possibility of going against them for that payment.  He stated that the request that $100,000.00 be added to equalize the funding should be amended to $132,000.00 according to what has been pledged and budgeted for. He explained that he needs a little bit of an enforceability clause if the county hasn’t paid by a certain date. 
Mrs. Benedetti asked if he had any information that he could distribute to them about how he came up with the $2.1M.
Mr. Robison stated that he didn’t come up with that number but he would get them all the information. 
Mr. Gonder asked if he was talking about this year only when he was talking about equalized funding. 
Mr. Robison replied yes.  He stated that if the ordinance passes it will equalize funding every year and asked if that was the intent. 

Mr. Coffey explained that the ordinance was just for this year to October 6th and that is when they should have an agreement.   

Mr. Zurschmiede asked about rescinding change.

Mr. Robison stated that he doesn’t want them to take away a bargaining chip with the county because if they rescind the former ordinance then that wipes the county clean of responsibility to pay.

Mr. Zurschmiede asked what the city would be suing the county for if this went to court. 
Mr. Robison stated that he isn’t even sure if it would go that far but he would like to keep that bargaining chip just in case. 
Mr. Blair asked Mr. Robison if he wanted to remove “supersede” as well.

Mr. Robison stated that he would. 
Mr. Blair asked if it would be the Parks Board that would take legal action instead of the City Attorney.

Mr. Robison stated that he would like to think that they would be on board with the city since they disburse the funds to the parks which would mean that the city is the one that is over paying. 
Ms. Prestigiacomo stated that we do not turn the money over to the Parks Department they are the physical people for the Parks Department so if the county hasn’t paid the money, they haven’t paid the city.  
Mr. Coffey stated that the county didn’t pay their fair share but we didn’t make that up. 
Ms. Prestigiacomo stated that they did make up some of the money but not the whole $500,000.00. 
Mr. Coffey stated that it is hard to justify changing anything unless he has the correct figures because he doesn’t think the City was shorted $2.1M and he thinks it would be in the hands of the legal team for the Parks Board. He stated that it doesn’t matter who wins or loses because the money will come back on the taxpayers and they have already paid once. 

Ms. Prestigiacomo stated that DLGF cut the county’s request so the most that they can give is $218,000.00 so that is where the $132,000.00 come in to equalize the funds. 
Mrs. Benedetti asked when they disburse the payments. 
Ms. Prestigiacomo stated that property tax that they budgeted would be in May but the appropriation can be disbursed whenever. 
Mr. Gonder asked in real terms what the City has actually paid. 
Ms. Prestigiacomo stated that she would try to get it for him by the end of the week.

Mrs. Benedetti stated that previous resolution opposing the housing tax credits was passed by the council but was not signed by the Mayor.  She stated that she is going to assume that was a pocket veto and read the state statute into the record governing the rights of the Mayor to veto. 
Mr. Coffey stated that the Mayor is supposed to inform the Council when he is vetoing an item and he chose not to do so.  
Mrs. Benedetti stated that she is just being informative to the council and this is going to be something that they have to keep an eye on.  She asked if council members had turned in their bios and if they haven’t they need to try and get that going. 
Mr. Malysz gave an update on the Spring Street Hill project. He explained that the review by the third party engineer is underway and they received late Friday their report identifying some additional questions which were passed on to Jacobi Toombs and Lanz. He stated that they are going to respond in writing to those questions. He explained that they had Public Hearing today to meet the statute requirements for purposes of appropriating funds for this project. He stated that they already received information on the EDIT, Riverboat and Rainy Day which are the three funds that this project can be paid from. He explained that they did get a letter from Fulkerson Construction extending the bid until April 24, 2012 which is the Tuesday following their next meeting. He stated that if they choose not to take action tonight but want to hold off until the 19th that shouldn’t be a problem. He explained that they still intend to appeal the FEMA decision and that Jacobi, Toombs and Lanz along with Haggarty Engineering has been working on a response for this appeal and they will have a meeting on this next week. 
Mrs. Benedetti asked if it comes back from the second engineers that something needs to be implemented that is not included in the original work how the bidding process will be affected. 
Mr. Malysz explained that if it comes back and it is something of a material nature that has significant impact on the bidding process then the logical thing to do would be to not accept any of the bids and make modifications to the construction plans and then rebid the project.  

Ms. Baird stated that they have 45 days to appeal the FEMA decision but asked how much time FEMA had to get back with us regarding that appeal.
Mr. Malysz explained that first it goes to the State and they have 30-60 days to reply but they have been told that they don’t think it will take anywhere near that long. He stated that next it goes to FEMA and again they have 30-60 days to reply but they hope to have meetings with both the State and/or FEMA before it is submitted to see where they are at on this appeal. 
Mr. Blair asked since this was an extraordinary rain event what the cost would be to simply fill in the area that has eroded away, pave back over the road, and fix it the way it was. 
Mr. Malysz stated that they could do that but given the climate change along with the increase of torrential downpours a more aggressive means of stabilization of that area is needed. 
Mr. Blair stated that they need options when making a big decision like this. 

Mr. Malysz stated that from the city executive standpoint if they went with a lesser option and it failed who would be held accountable. He explained that one of the problems with a specific area being redesigned is that there is a lot of loose material piled up on top of stable bedrock and if you add more weight on that without doing something to stabilize the ground you run the risk of that kind of a washout again. 
Mr. Blair stated that regardless they are running the risk that it may fail so they need to look at all the option and he thinks that they should at least look at the option of just filling it in. 
Mr. Malysz stated that the administration understands that the council wants to make sure that the improvements have a lasting effect if they fund this but each event is independent and different and you can roll the dice but you might come up short tomorrow instead of 1000 years from now. 
Mr. McLaughlin asked if this was the same area that failed before. 
Mr. Malysz explained that there were failures at various locations and there may have been some issues at this particular location but he doesn’t believe that it failed in the extreme manner that it has this time. 
Mr. Blair asked how much it would cost and if the engineers think it is feasible to rebuild it the way it was.

Mr. Malysz stated that he will ask Jacobi, Tombs, and Lanz to estimate that and they will bring it back to the council. 
Mr. Phipps stated that there has been a long history in the City of New Albany of doing things in shortcuts and the thinks that they need to fix it and fix it right. He added that it is the same thing with the Parks Department in that they need to fix it rather than prop it up for a short time.

Mr. Coffey stated that he wanted to know why it failed and who is responsible.  He stated that they need to look at State Street TIF as opposed to taking it out of the other three funds and asked Mr. Malysz to look into that. 
Mrs. Benedetti asked Mr. Malysz to get them the information requested a few days before their next meeting.

Mr. Coffey introduced G-12-05 with changes for first and second readings, Mr. Zurschmiede second, all voted in favor. 
Mr. Gonder asked for the total cumulative amount that has been fronted by the city on behalf of the shortfall. 
Ms. Prestigiacomo stated that she will get that information to them. 

Mr. McLaughlin asked if she had received anything from the county.

Ms. Prestigiacomo stated that she has not received anything and she sent a request to them asking when she should expect to receive it and she hasn’t heard anything.
Mr. Coffey stated that the county might be waiting on their property taxes to do an additional appropriation and added that this ordinance has nothing to do with whether or not the county owes them money. He explained that he is excited that they have all of these events coming to the area and in the past year he has seen a remarkable transformation in the Parks Department. He stated that he feels like the county owes the parks not the city. 
Ms. Prestigiacomo stated that the extra money that was spent because of this was city money. 
Mr. Coffey stated that they have to move forward regardless because they can’t put a price on the people that are being served by the parks. He explained that if they don’t the Parks Department will suffer this summer and they won’t have enough money to operate. He stated that he understands where the concerns about the money in the past are coming from but this ordinance has nothing to do with that. 
Mr. McLaughlin stated that he is on the Parks Board as a council appointment and he has never experienced a board as committed as they are. He explained that they serve without compensation and they are loyal and dedicated and he doesn’t believe that any board should have to put up with what they have had to put up with over the years. He stated that he understands that they can’t dwell on the past but they have 16 years of things being done this way with city residence paying city and county taxes so he doesn’t quite understand the 50/50 agreement and feels like the city is getting the short end of that deal. He expressed concern if they went ahead and went forward with this ordinance to equalize the fund this year are they  going to have to turn around and do the same thing next year. 
Mr. Coffey stated that they can always rescind this if they find that the county isn’t living up to their part of the agreement. 
Mr. McLaughlin stated that they are going to have to shore up the Street Department budget, they will have shortfalls in Riverboat and EDIT, and their grant for the Fire Department will be up, so all of these things need to be taken into consideration before they get themselves into another agreement like this. 
Ms. Prestigiacomo stated that they meet with the DLGF to set budgets in July so they really need to know where they are with this before then. 
Mr. Coffey asked if she was saying she wanted to gut the Parks Department so they will have an idea of what they are setting the rates at.  

Mrs. Benedetti stated that they just need to know where the parks levy is at and that the additional appropriations have been made by July when the DLGF comes in to set the budgets. 
Mr. Coffey stated that they look at the city contribution which is separate from the county and the bottom line is that they pay their share and if the county doesn’t then Roger will just have to cut back on them. 
Mrs. Benedetti asked Mr. Gibson if they need to make some amendments to this ordinance and go ahead and vote with the amendments and then have it drawn up. 
Mr. Gibson stated that Mr. Robison pointed out the wording that they had issue with and as Mr. Coffey pointed out this agreement is purely looking forward while not addressed or giving up any money that is owed by the county. He explained that he does think it would be appropriate to have an amendment to the effect of stating that the county must contribute their total of $500,000.00 or half by a certain date. 
Mr. Coffey stated that he is going to table it tonight.

Mr. Gibson stated that it might be beneficial for the council to have a work session to go through the different aspects. He stated the main thing is to make sure the county contributes their share of the funding. 
Mrs. Benedetti asked if they could hear from the parks board attorney. 
Mr. Fifer stated that in his limited dealing with the department he can say that the city has carried more than its share as far as funding the Parks Department.  He explained that if the intent is roughly for the city and the county to carry the financial burden of a joint Parks Department equally, the county in all fairness has limited capabilities of doing that. He stated that Floyd County is a relatively low tax community and when the County Council says that they have competing interests it is clear that they do. He explained that the only tool that he knows that the county has, which isn’t a tool that the County Council controls, is to establish a Cumulative Capital Development Fund. He stated that this would have to be done by August 1st and the commissioners would do that and it would raise 3 1/3 cents for every $100 of assessed valuation and all that money could be transferred to the joint Parks Department and that would clearly close the gap that they have out there today. He stated that this is the only meaningful tool that he can think of that they aren’t using today but he doesn’t know if there is a will to move forward with this or not. 
Mr. Gonder asked Mr. Fifer to summarize what he just told them and get it to the council attorney. 

Mr. Fifer stated that he would get that to them in the next day or two. 
Mr. Zurschmiede stated that he understands that this has been going on for a year and a half but he doesn’t understand why they aren’t any closer to having an agreement than they were a year and a half ago. 
Mr. Gibson explained that the revisions of the agreement didn’t start until the end of last year and the discussions resumed in the fall and have been moving forward since then. 
Mrs. Benedetti stated that the Parks Department has asked them to make a move on this tonight to show that they are coming to the plate and all the questions can be worked out before the third reading. 
Mr. Coffey stated that he has heard way too many questions tonight to feel comfortable moving forward. 
Mr. Blair stated that there is no urgency on their part to pass this because the county can still make their contribution without this being passed. He explained that he can’t get passed the word rescind and supersede. 

Mr. Gibson stated that using the term rescind was doing nothing but to say that he doesn’t want people looking at the language of that old document. He stated that if you have a new ordinance you do not want people to be referencing the old one because it can cause confusion but if rescind is a problem then they can take it out. 

Mr. Blair stated that he definitely thinks they should get something in return if they are doing it whether it is a transfer of assets into the city name or restructuring of the board. 

Mr. Coffey stated that anytime you pass a new ordinance you automatically rescind the old ordinance. He explained that his concern was that the argument would get muddy and it did. He stated that this ordinance is nothing more than an agreement about equitable sharing of cost. 
There was a lengthy discussion regarding interlocal agreements and why and ordinance is necessary. 

Mr. Coffey stated that if they don’t do something the Parks Department is going to suffer and they waste money on so many different projects and individuals and this isn’t a program they can afford to lose because it benefits so many. 

Mr. Gonder stated that his perception is that the money that has come out over 16-17 years has come out to pay what the county wouldn’t pay then that is money that they have taken out of the pockets of the programs that they should have been spending on here.  He added that he is not saying that the Parks Department isn’t doing a wonderful job because they are but they have to look at the bigger picture. 
Mrs. Benedetti said shame on them if it has been 16 years because most of them were on the council together for the last 4 years and they are just now addressing this issue. 

Mr. Gibson stated that this is not to try to rectify the past and explained that this document is to make sure that this year is done with full financing so that the Parks Department can operate and then it gives the county until October 1st to evaluate their financing options. He stated that interlocal agreements are a little like a handshake in that they can be broken but it is their job to make sure that their partners live up to their end of the deal. 
Mr. Gonder asked if there was anything that prevents the county from living up to the existing agreement. 
Mr. Gibson stated that they have claimed financial issues which are why they haven’t paid. 
Mr. McLaughlin stated that the fact that they want to still handle it through the City Controller puts pressure on the city because the county can claim that they simply don’t have the money but the city still has to pay for it.

Mrs. Benedetti stated that the Cumulative Capital Fund is in the city and they want to be able to keep track of that money and not just hand it over to the county. 
Mr. McLaughlin stated that they are already giving away money that they don’t owe so why are they so concerned about where the money from Cumulative Capital Funds goes but not worried about the fact that they have been overpaying. 
Mr. Coffey stated that this will put pressure on the county to come to the table and get serious and if they don’t it at least gives them time to have an idea of what structure they are going to have going in to next year. 
Mr. Gibson stated this will give them funding for the rest of the year and if they need to move their own way after that then they can. 
Ms. Prestigiacomo stated that she needs to see the $132,000.00 by July to show the DLGF that they have it. 
Mr. Coffey stated that this has just been introduced for discussion so they can make changes if they would like to. 

Mr. Gibson stated that he would request that they amend it to strike rescind and supersede and change the amount to $132,000.00. 
Mrs. Benedetti stated that they need to see more information on that number. 

Ms. Prestigiacomo stated that number is just for this year because the DLGF cut the county’s budget. 

Mrs. Benedetti stated that is something they have to deal with not the city. 

There was a lengthy discussion regarding the changes in the ordinance.  

Mr. Gibson stated that he will get an ordinance with the amended language to them. 

Mr. Zurschmiede stated that if they don’t have something in the ordinance that rescinds or replaces the old one it is still enforceable. 
Mr. Coffey explained that state statute dictates that once a new ordinance is passed it replaces the old one

Mr. Gibson stated that this document has to be approved by both bodies before it takes affect. 

Mr. Coffey asked when they are going to approve theirs. 
Mr. Gibson stated that he thinks it is on the agenda for their next meeting in two weeks. 

Mr. Coffey asked Mr. Gibson to address Mr. Zurschmiede’s questions about not rescinding the ordinance. 

Mr. Gibson stated that he would
Mr. Lorch stated that he thinks the wording should be removed and replaced by other terminology that indicates that they are terminating the old agreement. 

Mr. Gonder asked about the June 30th date. 

Mr. Gibson explained that the October 1st date is for next year’s budgets and June 30th is for this year. He stated that if they don’t meet the June 30th date there is no need to worry about the October date but if they do meet that deadline then the October 1st date is important because that holds them accountable for next year. 
Mr. Klink stated that 90% of the blame that they have talked about tonight goes to the county but there is some blame that goes to the Parks Board as well. He stated that if the county doesn’t meet the June 30th deadline they will close Community Park and the prospect of that will put pressure on the county. 

Mr. Coffey asked why they wouldn’t close one of the other areas on the hill instead of Community Park. 

Mr. Klink stated that they can’t because that is a county park. 

Mr. Zurschmiede stated that he just can’t believe that it has taken this long to address this issue. 


Mr. McLaughlin stated that Mr. Jeffries has told them what was going on during budget discussions in the past. 

Mr. Zurschmiede state that there are so many people that benefit from the parks and as a citizen of New Albany and as a council member he is going to do whatever he needs to do to keep Community Park open. He stated that he wants and agreement but he doesn’t want it to die because they are too stubborn. He explained that they have always helped them in the past anytime they have needed help and they do have the money to continue to help them. 
Mr. Fifer stated that they have to deal with the reality in front of them today. He explained that Mr. Gibson has drafted a document that lays out some key dates for the county to show that they are going to start solving the problem and his suggestion would be that they adopt this on a first reading and then sit back and tell the county that the ball is in their court to adopt it. He stated that they are all expressing the frustration that they haven’t gotten the proof that this is going to get worked out in a meaningful way and he would recommend that has to be communicated to the county and this is a first step in doing that. 
Mr. Gibson went through the changes in the ordinance with the Council.
