Mr. Blair introduced R-12-09 and motioned for the reading, Mr. Gonder seconded, all voted in favor with the exception of Mr. Coffey and Mr. Caesar who were not present. 

Mr. Miller stated that he appreciates the council taking time to do this.  He stated that he only needs the pension ID# on the paperwork and then he will send the information back to the state.  He said that he spoke with Mr. Robison and he came up with the same figure that Mr. Hall gave him so they are in agreement on the amount.

Mr. Robison stated that he come up with the figure by referring the statute 36-8-8-24.8.  He stated that he cannot answer how much Mr. Miller will get as a monthly benefit after the lump sum payment.  He stated that he came up with $104,395.92.

Ms. Benedetti stated that is the same amount that Mr. Hall came up with.

Mr. Blair asked if there is anything that would cost the city more money.

Mr. Robison replied no.  He said the only question he had is that they say that we will receive a reimbursement at the end of the year and he will be watching for that.

Ms. Benedetti stated that there is a deadline for them to review it so she has asked that Mr. Robison sends it by certified mail so that someone has to sign for it.

Mr. Blair stated that he assumed that this is a waiver so there won’t be any lawsuit or anything.

Mr. Robison stated that you can’t put restrictive language in the resolution that someone waives their constitutional rights. He then asked Mr. Lee if he is going to withdraw his grievance.

Mr. Lee replied yes. He stated that he told the FOP that he didn’t want to draw it out and if he gets his money then he will disappear and they can fight their battle.  He stated that they have a couple of years to fight before the next guy gets kicked out. 

Ms. Benedetti asked if it helps because the resolution says “allowing the officer to voluntarily retire”.  She added that kind of covers no litigation.   

Mr. Gibson replied yes.

Mr. Zurschmiede wanted to make sure that the money will come out of the pension fund.
Mr. Robison stated that is correct. He stated that the reimbursement is important to him because there are a lot of guys on the horizon to retire.
Mr. Miller stated that the he is the last member in the 77 and the program no longer exists after July 1.
