The meeting of the New Albany City Council was called to order by Ms. Diane Benedetti at 7:30 p.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

APPROVAL OR CORRECTION OF THE FOLLOWING MINUTES:

Mr. Caesar moved to approve the Regular Meeting Minutes for August 6, 2012, Mr. Coffey second, all voted in favor. 
Mr. McLaughlin moved to approve the Public Hearing Meeting Minutes for August 6, 2012, Mr. Phipps second, all voted in favor. 
Mrs. Baird moved to approve the Work Session Meeting Minutes for August 6, 2012, Mr. Gonder second, all voted in favor. 
Mr. Phipps moved to approve the Executive Session 1 Meeting Minutes for August 6, 2012, Mr. Coffey second, all voted in favor. 
Mr. Coffey moved to approve the Executive Session 2 Meeting Minutes for August 6, 2012, Mr. Caesar second, all voted in favor. 
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:

COMMUNICATIONS – CITY OFFICIALS:
Mrs. Benedetti asked if anyone would be interested in attending the meeting on September 19th with Clarksville and Jeffersonville to talk about working with the homeless. 
Mr. Phipps stated that he would be there and asked her to get the time of the meeting for him. 
Mrs. Benedetti stated that she will tell them that they will have a few members in attendance and she will send out the information to all the council members when she gets it. 

Mr. Phipps stated that the Human Rights Commission is going to meet for the first time on August 23rd at 7:00 p.m. He explained that they would be selecting the 5th board member at that meeting and determining what night of the month they will be meeting thereafter. 
Mr. Coffey inquired about the Main Street, Corydon Pike corridor and asked who would take that to Horseshoe about possibly fixing the issues there. 
Mr. Caesar stated that the road is in really bad shape especially from West 7th to the stop light. 
Mr. Gonder asked what it would take to get a crosswalk or traffic light put up at the corner of Spring Street and Hauss Square.
Mr. Malysz stated that he would pass that request on to the appropriate person.
Mr. Zurschmiede stated that the redistricting committee held a meeting and would like to schedule a work session and then a public hearing to follow so that all the council members can take a look at it and see what they think as well as the public.
Mrs. Benedetti asked Mr. Gibson when the council would receive budget information to start scheduling budget hearings.
Mr. Gibson stated that he had hoped to have it tonight but they are running behind and should have it soon.  
Mrs. Benedetti asked if he would like set up the work session before the next meeting. She explained that they will not be able to have the public hearing because it needs to be published twice with the second publication being 10 days in advance.
Mr. Caesar stated that might work out better so that they can have the work session and get that information out to the public before they have the public hearing. 
Mr. Lorch stated that if they wanted to do the work session before the next meeting it would be on the 6th and they could do it at 6:00 p.m.
Mr. Zurschmiede stated that 6:30 p.m. should be fine. 
Mrs. Benedetti asked if he would like to schedule the public hearing for September 12th at 7:00 p.m.
Mr. Phipps asked if they could do it prior to the second meeting in September on the 20th. 
Mr. Caesar stated that he doesn’t see a problem with having it before the next meeting. 
Mr. Coffey stated that they are not going to have the opposition that they had last time. 
Mrs. Benedetti asked if the public hearing could be on September 20th at 6:30 p.m.  She stated that she wants to set up a session for Mr. McCormick to give a six month overview of the sewer.
Mr. Zurschmiede stated that it could be done during the regular meeting if they have a small agenda.
Mr. Coffey stated that they still need to get started on some of the EPA projects and wants information on other projects that are being done first.
Mr. Lahanis asked if they want him to come forward and explain the projects that are being done at the September 20th meeting. He explained that they have been doing project mandated by the consent decree using SRF funds as well as other emergency projects and some things with their in house crew but that is all that is being done. 
Mr. Coffey asked Mr. Lahanis if he is trying to tell them they haven’t used any of the SRF funds for other projects. 
Mr. Lahanis stated that his exactly what he is telling them. He explained that the projects that were done in house are done with money they had available in house to do them with. 

Mr. Coffey asked how the SRF funds are so low right now if that is the case. 

Mr. Lahanis stated that they are not low on funds. 

Mr. Coffey stated that he just thinks they need a watchdog to make sure these monies are being spent how they were intended to be spent and that they don’t keep doing the same projects over and over. 

Mr. Lahanis stated that they will bring a report back to them but he is incorrect in his assumptions about their cash flow and what projects are being funded out of. 

Mrs. Benedetti stated that she will get with Mr. Lahanis and have Mr. McCormick come in so that they can discuss the projects as well.
Mr. Caesar stated that he wants to be reassured that the reserve money is still in the bank where it is supposed to be as well as an update on all the ongoing and upcoming projects. 
Mrs. Benedetti stated budget meeting will be on the 29th at 6:30.

Mr. Caesar stated that they are planning an all day event for the bicentennial around the 4th of July for all of the kids. He explained that the next meeting is at 4:00 on Wednesday at the Carnegie Center if anyone is interested in attending.

MISCELLANEOUS ITEMS:

COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC (non-agenda items):
Mr. Duggins stated that he has updated rendering of the Bicentennial Park based on the received bids. He explained that there were two alternatives to the bids that he would like to go over with the council. He stated that alternative 1 is a trellis feature on the Pearl Street side that goes above the benches and they are reviewing the need and scope of that on how to proceed. He explained that there was some confusion about alternative 2 and stated that the recessed lawn is part of the package no matter what but the steps is where the difference come in and one included a bench style step and they decided not to pursue that. He went over the rendering with the board and pointed out a few items such as changes in the water features as well as the green space areas on the Spring Street sidewalk. He stated that they are still in the review process but they will be coming back to the board with more information and issues about funding. 
Mr. McLaughlin stated that when leaving the area and you step onto the stone perimeter if it was raised compared to the stone level.   

Mr. Duggins stated that the stone is level with the sidewalk so the recess lawn is 12 inches down. He explained that the stone is very fine and has an additive to it that makes it very sticky which is a skateboard deterrent. 
Deputy Chief Gadd stated that they are working hard on the overtime issues and he wanted to let the council know that it is a top priority for them.
