THE COMMON COUNCIL OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, HELD A REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM OF THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON THURSDAY, SEPTEMBER 20, 2012 AT 7:30 P.M.

The meeting of the New Albany City Council was called to order by Ms. Diane Benedetti at 7:30 p.m.  

PRESENT:  Mr. Coffey, Mr. Caesar, Mr. Phipps, Mr. McLaughlin, Mr. Blair, Ms. Baird, Mr. Gonder, Mr. Zurschmiede and President Benedetti. 
ALSO PRESENT:  Matt Lorch, Scott Wood, Stan Robinson, Shane Gibson, Police Chief Knight, Major Whitlow, Colonel Pennell 

APPROVAL OR CORRECTION OF THE FOLLOWING MINUTES:

Mr. McLaughlin moved to approve the Regular Meeting Minutes for September 6, 2012, Mr. Phipps second, all voted in favor. 
Ms. Baird moved to approve the Public Hearing Meeting Minutes for September 6, 2012, Mr. McLaughlin second, all voted in favor. 
Ms. Baird moved to approve the Work Session Meeting Minutes for September 6, 2012, Mr. McLaughlin second, all voted in favor. 
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:

COMMUNICATIONS – CITY OFFICIALS:
Mrs. Benedetti asked Ms. Baird to update them on the 224 West Daisy Lane Firehouse relocation that went before the Plan Commission. 
Ms. Baird stated that it did pass and explained that there was an entity that wants to buy the firehouse. She stated that they are going to move it where the old Camille Wright pool used to be and they will widen the street to possibly put in a dog park. She explained that everything will be taken care of by the entity and there will be no cost to the city. She stated that they will dismantle the current firehouse and build a new one. 
Mrs. Benedetti asked Mr. Robison if he had found out anything about the franchise fees.
Mr. Robison stated that they sent a letter to the town of Greenville and Georgetown so he held up on retaining someone for this matter so he is going to give it another week and see what happens.
Mr. Phipps asked Mr. Wood for an update on where the city stands as far as annexation plans for the coming years. 
Mr. Wood stated that they are in planning phases and pulling together economic data and statistics as well as population and demographic information for this. He explained that   Mayor Gahan has asked him to set up a meeting with the legal and planning staff to move forward with some final decision on that. 
Mr. Phipps asked him to keep them updated. 
Mr. Blair asked Mr. Wood if it would be beneficial to have a work session on this. 
Mr. Wood stated that once they have a working schedule they would be happy to do that. 
Mr. Blair asked if there were any council members on the annexation committee. 

Mrs. Benedetti stated that Ms. Baird, Mr. Zurschmiede and Mr. Gonder are on the committee. She asked Mr. Gonder about an email he was going to send Mr. Brewer regarding and address he wanted to check on. 
Mr. Gonder stated that he did not send Mr. Brewer an email and he will do that tomorrow. 
Mr. Phipps stated that he sent Mrs. Prestigiacomo an email about the social security not being withheld and he will touch base with her next week to confirm this has been straightened out. 
Mr. Zurschmiede stated that he remembered discussions as to why they didn’t have to participate in this. 
Mr. Coffey stated that the deal was that the city paid a percentage of the PERF for the council and they opted out of the paying the social security but they can still have it taken out. 

Mr. Phipps stated that he didn’t think that would exempt them from paying it. 

Mr. Coffey stated that it would hurt them in the end but since they have PERF they don’t have to if they don’t want. 

Mrs. Benedetti asked Mr. Phipps to let them know the outcome of the conversation with Mrs. Prestigiacomo. 
Mr. Caesar asked about moving the firehouse to a residential area and wondered if anyone else had a problem with this.
Mr. Wood stated that the Plan Commission has reviewed this and it has been set to the board of Zoning and Appeals for a Public Hearing on October 2nd. He explained that nothing is finalized yet and stated that they expect many of the neighbors to show up at this meeting with the same types of questions they are asking now. 
Mr. Coffey asked if that is the best area to move this and if they should do a study on this because they will have four firehouses within pretty close proximity to one another. 
Mrs. Benedetti stated that she thinks one of the reasons that they looked at this piece of land is because they own it. 
Mr. Wood stated that according to Chief Juliot this site provides better access to Green Valley Road, 265, and 64. 
Mr. Coffey stated that there will be a higher concentration of fire coverage in one part of the city and they are going to have to expand their coverage. He stated that the company is buying could purchase another piece of land instead of trying to find something that the city already owns.  

Mrs. Benedetti stated that she thinks they are looking to find a use for the Camille Wright area. 
Mr. Coffey stated that he isn’t saying that this is right or wrong but there could be other uses for that area as well because it is a nice piece of property and they shouldn’t expect the taxpayers to give up a piece of their property to alleviate the cost. 


Mr. Wood stated that he absolutely agrees and he thinks there will be a very lively discussion regarding this. 
Mr. Gonder asked what has precipitated this move in the first place. 
Mr. Wood replied a major economic development project is going to Need to get more info from Mr. Wood.
Mr. Coffey stated that they can’t be asked to make a decision when the “entity” doesn’t even want them to know who it is. 
Mr. Wood explained that it isn’t a matter of knowing who it is, it isn’t on contract yet and there are a variety of things that need to fall into place for this to happen. 
Mr. Gonder stated that a good place to put a firehouse would be Linden Meadows.
Mr. Coffey stated that they are going to have to build one out Charlestown Road. 

Mr. McLaughlin asked what station was being closed. 

Ms. Baird stated the one on Green Valley near Kroger. 

Mr. McLaughlin stated that the Market Street Station was supposedly in question at one time and now they are moving one that was just recently built.  
Mr. Coffey stated that they really need to look at this and they did a study that factored in the boundaries in the city as well as the river and they are going to have to build so they need to make sure they aren’t putting too many in one area and not another. 
Mr. Blair asked if there was any consideration to the east in when looking for a new location or future plans for fire stations. 
Mr. Wood COUNCIL MEMBERS ARE TALKING AND I CANT HEAR SCOTT 

Mrs. Benedetti stated that if they are working on annexation and new boundaries if they went out to County Line Road where the new fire station is that would be annexed in. She suggested that they set up a work session to discuss this and ask Chief Juliot to attend. She asked if the other council members had anything else to discuss. 
Mr. Blair stated that he is working on the software program for the controller’s office and explained that that Ms. Prestigiacomo said that she is going to contact another vendor so they can put a proposal together. 
Mr. Phipps stated that the appropriation for the bicentennial should be ready for the next council meeting. 
Ms. Baird stated that the cleanup for Saturday has been cancelled and explained that DNA asked that the council consider the funds for the rest of the bicentennial because they have vendors that they need to make deposits too for this celebration. 
Mrs. Benedetti stated that before they bring the appropriation for that she would like to have a work session to go through their budget of events. She asked Mr. Caesar to present their budget at the next meeting. 
Mrs. Benedetti stated that Fire Chief Juliot was named Fire Chief of the Year for the State of Indiana and wanted to congratulate him on that accomplishment. 
Chief Knight stated that the new cars that were recently approved came in. 
Mr. Wood stated that he would be bringing a new flood plain ordinance to the second meeting in October. 

Mr. Caesar asked if Mr. Wood could give them some information on the flood plain in that area as well.

MISCELLANEOUS ITEMS:
Mrs. Benedetti stated that the Sewer Board members were originally going to be present with the CPA that does their financials but she received an email before the meeting that they were not ready to come to the body this evening. She explained that they needed a little more time to prepare and hopefully they will be at the first or second meeting in October. 
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC (non-agenda items):
Ms. Zoller was present to give a report on the Bicentennial. She stated that there was a meeting held today that the many members of the Bicentennial Commission were not aware of regarding funds and recommendations and she would hope that they would wait to hear from the entire commission to be able to have some input before they make any decisions. 
Mrs. Benedetti stated that it was a Horseshoe business and didn’t have anything to do with the council and she would need to talk to her chairman about her concerns. 
Mr. Coffey stated that he disagrees because that same commission is going to come to them for funding and they should have input into what is being said and done.
Mrs. Benedetti stated that she agrees but she doesn’t have control over that commission. She explained that she and Mr. Zurschmiede attended the Board of Commissions meeting for the Horseshoe Foundation and it was agreed upon by the body to meet with the chair and co-chair of the Bicentennial Commission as well as the Mayor to get proposals to see where the Horseshoe Board wanted to release their funds. 
Ms. Zoller stated that she understand that but the recommendations should have come from the Bicentennial Commission as a whole and they should have had input into what those recommendations were. 
Mrs. Benedetti stated that there were a lot of items that were proposed. 

Ms. Zoller stated that they didn’t know about the meeting so they had no input on it. She explained that they were supposed to meet about the budgets and itemize the most important things for the celebration and that meeting has not happened. 

Mrs. Benedetti asked if they could have that meeting soon. She explained that the Horseshoe Board is ready to release the money and they want it off of their agenda. 

Ms. Zoller stated that she understands she just wishes that the entire body could have been present and aware of the meeting so that they could have had some input. 

Mrs. Benedetti stated that she understands her position and wanted them to know that it wasn’t an intentional oversight on the part of the Horseshoe Board.
