Ms. Benedetti asked what they are putting $75,000.00 towards. 

Mr. Robison stated that it is going to fix the clock and the steeple. 

Mr. Gonder asked about the historic easement on the structure and if it had been drawn up. .
Mr. Robison stated that it has been drawn up and will be applied.
Mr. Phipps asked if that means that we have any ownership in it.
Mr. Robison replied no.  

Mr. Blair stated that his concern is if they are able to raise the amount of money they need to do the restoration outside of the money from the city. He explained that he would really like to see some type of matching grant program with that money.  He stated that he thinks it is irresponsible to do the work on the steeple and leave the rest of it to decay. 
Mr. Gonder stated that the total restoration is not $75,000.00 and that is just the city’s commitment to saving the clock tower. 
Mr. Robison stated that if they have this many questions about the project he would recommend that they table it so that they have the opportunity to answer the questions. 

Mr. Wood stated that he thinks it is a fair question to ask how this plays into the whole evaluation of the building. He explained that by approaching the city for the $75,000.00 it puts a challenge on the rest of the community and shows the confidence of the council that this project is going to get done. 
Mr. Caesar stated that to him this gives credibility to the project. 
Mrs. Benedetti asked if they could get a list of other donors.
