THE COMMON COUNCIL OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WILL HOLD A REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM OF THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON MONDAY, JANUARY 4, 2010 AT 7:30 P.M.

The meeting of the New Albany City Council was called to order by President Dan Coffey at 7:30 p.m.  The meeting opened with the Lord’s Prayer and the Pledge of Allegiance.

MEMBERS PRESENT: Council Members Mr. Coffey, Mr. Caesar, Mr. Price, Mr. McLaughlin, Mr. Gahan, Mrs. Benedetti, Mr. Messer, Mr. Zurschmiede and President John Gonder

ALSO:  Deputy Mayor Carl Malysz, Scott Wood, Fire Chief Matt Juliot and Police Chief Crabtree
PRAYER AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

ELECTION OF OFFICERS:
PRESIDENT

Mr. Price nominated Pat McLaughlin for President
Mrs. Benedetti nominated John Gonder for President
Mr. Gonder was elected President with five votes. 

VICE-PRESIDENT

Mr. Coffey nominated Pat McLaughlin for Vice President
Mr. McLaughlin was elected Vice President by a unanimous vote. 

Mr. Gonder recessed for committee appointments at 7:33 p.m.

The meeting reconvened at 7:48 p.m.

APPROVAL OR CORRECTION OF THE FOLLOWING MINUTES:

Mr. Coffey moved to approve the December 7th Public Hearing minutes, Mr. Price second, all voted in favor

Mr. Price moved to approve the December 7th meeting minutes, Mr. McLaughlin second, all voted in favor
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Jamison Bledsoe addressed the council in support of Bill G-10-01. He stated that it will be a great way to help the Street Department raise a little money

Randy Bulleit stated that he is a resident of New Albany and resides in the 2000 block of Elm Street (listen to tape he goes into a story about home tours) He discussed G-10-01 and explained that it was for residents who have limited or no off road parking and stated that this program is very successful in Jefferson and generates $15,000 in revenue a year. He stated that it would work to add a dimension of value to promote ownership of homes and the quality of life in the city. 

Vickie Nugent 1826 Ekin Avenue stated that she is here in support of G-10-01 and exampled instances of times when they were unable to park in front of their homes and with small children this is very hard for her. 
Randy Smith stated that philosophically opposed to G-10-01 from what he knows of this right now because of the practical problems with the amount of space that makes it impossible for different areas within the city. He stated that they pay thousands more for off road parking and the individuals that have limited parking will never be able to account for that difference in price. He stated that he would encourage them to put this in a committee before making a decision. 
COMMUNICATIONS – CITY OFFICIALS:

Mr. Gonder explained that they are only required to have 10 committees so instead of the 22 proposed they will break those down into the 10 proposed, handout of committees is on file with the City Clerk’s office. He explained that the Budget Committee and Public Works would have three key persons on each committee in addition to the regular members. He stated that there are three boards requiring a vote and they will get to that at the appropriate time in the meeting. 
Mr. Gahan stated that A-09-01 will be off the table at the next meeting
Mrs. Benedetti stated that they have had zero responses following the advertisement for the council attorney but she does have a resume and she thinks they need to move as soon as possible because she thinks it is an important role

Mr. Gonder stated that they could leave the process open a while longer and try to have an appointment by the next meeting. He stated that they would hand this over the rules committee to follow up. 
Mr. Coffey stated that they should hire someone within Floyd County unless it is absolutely necessary to do so because it sends the wrong message. 

Mr. Caesar stated that he agrees that they need to move forward. 
COMMUNICATIONS – MAYOR
Mr. Malysz stated that the Mayor encourages the council to put A-09-21 and A-09-22 back on the agenda at their earliest convenience and if they would like any administrative staff to be at their committee meeting to just let them know. He spoke regarding R-10-01 and explained that this is step three in the process to add Coyle property as a subject of purchase of the State Street TIF and this was something that came to the Mayor’s office initially from council members and he thinks it is a good investment and a key property in the downtown area for whatever purpose they choose in the future. He stated that it will require funding beyond the TIF district but they would not finalize any deal until they came before the council to explain the specifics to fund the purchase. He explained that Mick Ward is here with Coyle if they have any questions for him. 
APPOINTMENTS:
Plan Commission

Mr. Gahan was appointed to the Plan Commission by a unanimous vote. 
Redevelopment

Mrs. Benedetti was appointed to the Redevelopment Commission by a unanimous vote.
Mr. Mark Bergman was appointed to the Redevelopment Commission with 5 aye votes. 
Mr. Gonder stated that he would ask Mr. Bergman to come to the next meeting and address the council. 
Mr. Caesar was appointed to the Horseshoe Grant Committee with 8 aye votes
Mr. Messer asked if there would be any objection to another council member sitting on the Redevelopment Committee instead of Mr. Bergman
Mr. Gonder stated that he does because he thinks he would be an excellent addition to Redevelopment and has proven his motives to work for the betterment of the City of New Albany. 

Mr. Gahan stated that if there was someone who would really like to serve on the Plan Commission he would be open to that because he will have several work conflicts. 

Mr. Wood stated that they had no objection to Mr. Gahan missing a couple of meetings because of his work schedule because they had a little wiggle room with the number of members on the board.

Mrs. Benedetti moved for the reading of R-10-01, Mr. Messer second, all voted in favor except for Mr. Price who voted no. 
Mr. McLaughlin stated that Mr. Malysz claimed that this was first brought to them by council members and asked who it was that did so

Mr. Malysz stated that it was Mrs. Benedetti, Mr. Zurschmiede, Mr. Messer, and Mr. Coffey 

There was a lengthy discussion regarding how this issue was first brought to the council’s attention and who made the initial contact. 
Mr. Price asked if they had looked at other property options considering the costs of this building. 

Mrs. Benedetti stated that the whole of this is to put it in a TIF to control the land and the development of the downtown area. She stated that nothing will happen overnight but it is a piece of land that is large enough to keep both the county and the city together and it would benefit them to 
Mr. Malysz stated that he would like to underscore that when the committee started looking at the property they considered many different uses for that property not just using it for a government building. He explained that if they don’t get this property at least identified as a possible acquisition in the TIF district then they won’t be able to get the money to pay for these appraisals. 

Mr. McLaughlin asked if this committee was formed by the Council. 
Mrs. Benedetti stated that it was formed by the Council President
Mr. McLaughlin asked if they have to appropriate funds before it comes back to the council 
Mr. Malysz explained that in order to pay for a project with funds from a TIF district the project has to be in that TIF district and that is what this resolution is doing. He stated that right now they are just in limbo and they commissioned the appraisals on good faith. 
Mr. Gahan asked how much money they were talking about for the appraisals
Mr. Malysz stated that it was approximately 10-12 thousand. He explained that they would have to come back to the council for final approval of the financing.  
Mr. Caesar asked why the Redevelopment Commission didn’t just write a check for the money. 

Mr. Malysz explained that they have to have the acquisition ratified and approved as an activity in that TIF district. 
Mr. Zurschmiede stated that this is just to identify this piece of property and get it into the TIF district in case the ever want to use TIF funds to pay for any future bills related to that property. He asked for a clarification on the amount of money they are spending to pay for the bills incurred so far.  
Mr. Malysz explained that there were several appraisals as long as the environmental studies. 
Mr. Zurschmiede stated that the thinks it is closer to $40,000.00 for the environmental studies .
Mr. Price asked if it is the best way to go for their money if the county really can’t add any fund to the project and if they every worry about when they are going to be tapped out.  
Mr. Caesar asked if it would do any good to amend this to provide that Redevelopment spends X amount of dollars to pay bills that are allocated. 
Mr. Messer stated that if they do put it in a TIF and they don’t purchase it they money that will be put in that area by private contractors would automatically go into the TIF so that gives them money no matter which way they go to use. He stated that this is an investment just like if they buy a piece of property and make it available for someone else to come along and develop for them. 
Mr. Malysz stated that this resolution does not change the districts but it just allows them to make this property an eligible TIF activity and if they ultimately decide not to purchase it there is no harm done but they will be able to pay the bills. 
Mr. Messer stated that a good example of this is the YMCA. He explained that they bought the property, cleaned it up and make it available for usage and it has greatly benefited the city. 

Mr. Rosenbarger confirmed that the environmental study was $40,000.00
Mr. Benedetti made a motion to strike the third paragraph of the resolution, Mr. Gahan second, all voted in favor

Mrs. Benedetti moved for the first and second reading of G-10-01, Mr. Messer second, all voted in favor with the exception of Mr. Zurschmiede and Mr. Gonder who voted no. 
Mrs. Benedetti stated that they heard Mr. Bulleit’s comments and Mr. Smiths and she stated that she is more than willing to put this in a committee. She stated that with regards to the striping she would ask that Mickey Thompson and stated that this will not require any extra police hours. She stated that she has had calls about daycares and other things of that nature going into neighborhoods and causing a lot of problems and they need to talk to Planning and Zoning to see if there is a resolution to this problem.

Mr. McLaughlin stated that they have a lot of parking problems such as this. He asked Mr. Messer if this would involve man power hours from the police. 

Mr. Messer stated that it would and explained that being on a public street they would have to site the vehicle and then have it towed which would bring in revenue to the city for towing costs. He stated that he thinks the 20 feet is a problem 
There was a lengthy discussion regarding the added revenue that would be brought into the city with this ordinance and the benefits to the citizens. 
Mrs. Benedetti asked if businesses like daycares have to get variances from the city to run these places from their homes. 
Mr. Wood stated that there are no requirements for a home daycare and there is nothing they can do to regulate or intervene because it is a residence. He explained that if they are running a series of daycares then they can go after them for operating a daycare from a place of residence that is not theirs. 
Mrs. Benedetti stated that this is just the first and second reading and she thinks it would be a good idea to put it into a committee to look at it further. She asked that the committee members include Chief Crabtree in their discussions regarding this matter. 

Mr. Zurschmiede stated that from now on he would like to see all future resolution and ordinances reviewed by an attorney. He explained that this needs to go into committee because there are all kinds of problems that come to mind related to this.

Mr. Gahan stated that he had questions about lot #8 and #9 and asked about the development standards for these lots.  
Mr. Wood stated that this is located in the 2 mile fringe area and there is a sanitary sewer running behind that area and Paul Primavera has done a local determination of what the flood elevation is and everything east of that line would not be disturbed on these lots. He stated that there is a retention basin proposed for lot #8 will be subject to a approval and review of the County Commissioners. 
Mr. Gahan asked if there was any way to add that language into the ordinance. 
Mr. Wood stated that it will be in the language if it isn’t already in there.
