CALL TO ORDER:
Mr. Denison called the meeting to order at 10:03 a.m.

NEW BUSINESS:

Item #1 - Dandy Lion re: request for Street closure in April for Art Festival

Item #2 - Floyd County YMCA: Request to hold YMCA-sponsored Tri at the Y, April 3, 2011.

Item #3 - Handicapped Request: Howard M. Johnson, 905 E. Market #2
Ms. Milburn stated that Mr. Smith called her office and recommended approval on this item. He stated that he did go out and check it out but was unable to be at the meeting. 

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor. 
Item #4 - Sydney Ballard: Curb cut at 527 E. Ninth St. 
Mr. Wood stated that he has no objection to this curb cut. 

Mr. Ballard stated that they have talked about this before so they already know what he is asking for. 

Mr. Denison explained the situation to the board. 
Mr. Ballard gave the board a drawing of his drive and where he would like the curb cut. 

Mrs. Garry asked if they could wait to approve this to see if he gets his variance for his garage. 

Mr. Denison agreed that since he already has something in motion he should let that play out before they make a decision on the curb cut. 

Mr. Ballard stated that for the record he has no intentions of starting a dumpster business as was suggested by Mr. Teives. 
Item#5 - Scott Wood re: Professional Services Contract for Ohio River Greenway Project
Mr. Wood explained the history of this project and stated that that they went in 50/50 with the core to pay for the design services to do this and in trying to get funding to build this they discovered that INDOT will not allow them to match their funds with federal funds from a different pool. He stated that they worked some magic with KIPDA and managed to secure $2.5M in KIPTA funds to build this section. He explained that they didn’t execute a contract with the core to build the road improvements from 18th to 8th and instead they are going to use INDOT funds. He stated that they have plans and specifications but they are currently written to meet standards set by the Core of Engineers and they do not use the same standards as INDOT. He stated that they have a few minor design changes that they need to take care of and they have priced from HNTB $119,600.00 to convert the Core specs to INDOT specs and make some roadway revisions and they ask them to enter into the contract with HNTB. He stated that they will be on the hook for the design services and he understands that they funds will come from LRS.
Mrs. Garry stated that there is no way. She asked if the $119,000.00 was for minor work 

Mr. Wood explained that it would not be minor work but the design changes would be minor. 
Mrs. Garry stated that she does not mean to be difficult to him but when they bring these things to the board without any prior notification or explanation she will not vote on it. 
There was a lengthy discussion regarding that work that will be done and when it will go out to bid. 

Mr. Denison asked if they could let Mrs. Garry work with the administration on this and take a vote next week. 

Mr. Wood stated that they are under time constraints but that would be fine. 
Item # 6 - Wynn E. Wright re: Street Cut Permits
Mr. Wright addressed the board and asked for a street cut at 13 & Spring for the purpose of replacing a fire hydrant. He stated that they will be taking out part of the sidewalk here but they will replace it. He stated that the second location was 2135 State Street but the water main they are tapping into is located off Captain Frank. He explained that it will be about 4 hours of work on each location and both projects will be within the next couple of weeks. 

Mr. Denison thanked him for the increased communication with the board and the Street Department on these permits. 

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor
OLD BUSINESS:
COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
Mr. Malysz stated that he was here to answer any questions regarding the engineering contract. 

Mrs. Garry stated that the only deliberation is regarding the $119,000.00. She explained that she doesn’t have the number off the top of her head for what is in the LRS fund but they do a lot of maintenance out of that money. She stated that if she would get this information before the meetings instead of coming in cold she would be more receptive but she is not going to vote on something when she has no idea where the money is coming from. She stated that the always want to take money from LRS and it doesn’t have the type of income that they seem to think to continue to take 

Mr. Malysz stated that he understands her position and he apologizes that she didn’t get the information before hand. He was under the impression that she wanted to wait until June to approve this. 
Mrs. Garry stated that she tabled the item so that she could have a week to talk with the administration about it and they planned to vote on it at next week’s meeting. 

Mr., Hamm stated that he received a grievance for snow removal and he talked with Mr. Gibson about it and he will keep them informed.
