
A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WILL BE HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, JANUARY 12, 2010 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT:  Matt Denison, Suellen Wilkinson, Kay Garry, Chief Crabtree, David Hall, Animal Control Director, Chief Juliot, David Brewer, Building Commissioner, Tim Teives, Code Enforcement, Mickey Thompson and Marcey Wisman, City Clerk. 
CALL TO ORDER:
Mr. Denison called the meeting to order at 10:02 a.m.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
NEW BUSINESS:

Mr. Denison requested that they move all of the other business up on the agenda and deal with Mr. Wimbec’s dispute last so that they department heads may return to their offices. 
Mrs. Wilkinson moved to amend the agenda, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor. 
Item #2 - Marcey Wisman for Mark Bliss with the Calumet Club re: Annual banner request from Feb 15- March 1

Ms. Wisman explained that Mr. Bliss has a bridal show every year and they request a banner to go up advertising this bridal show on spring and Vincennes. She stated that there aren’t any conflicts but this is the one banner that they hang for not-for-profit which will include a fee. She asked if he should bring the payment to Mr. Thompson’s office. 
Mrs. Garry stated that would be fine. 

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor.
Item #3 - Sherri Holmes re: INDOT Local Public Agency Project

Mr. Rosenbarger informed them that this is the fourth agreement for stimulus money and it is for the signal at Elm and Pearl.

There was a lengthy discussion regarding the type of light being installed.  

Mrs. Garry moved to approve, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.

OLD BUSINESS:
Item #1 - Matt Denison re: Cincinnati Billboard Bench Co. 

Mr. Denison reported that Mr. Gibson is still working on this.
COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
Ms. Wisman stated that she has talked with Finely from Safety Co and the signs will be ready on the 21st and she needs to get with Mr. Thompson after the meeting to show him the bases that they need for the signs. She stated that the older signs will need to be removed and the new bases will be installed. 
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Mr. Triplett, informed the board about the sidewalk stabilization program that will start soon.  He stated that they will be replacing 7000 square feet of sidewalk in the neighborhoods of Culbertson and Oak from 10th to Vincennes.
Mrs. Garry asked what money will be paying for this.

Ms. Holmes informed them that this will be paid for by CDBG money.
Mr. Triplett informed them that he will inform the residents when they will be working in their neighborhoods.  He doesn’t see this causing any 
BIDS:
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:
Mrs. Garry moved to approve the January 5th meeting minutes, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Denison called a 5 minute recess at 10:16.
Mr. Denison reconvened at 10:21

Item #1 - Jeff Wimbec re: issues with code enforcement violation he received.


Mr. Denison explained to Mr. Wimbec that the board will allow him to inform them of his position on the matter and then they will allow Mr. Teives to respond and then they will make a decision. 
Mr. Wimbec, 1210 N. Pearl Street informed them that he has owned that property for 12 years and it has been vacated for the last 3 years and is slated to be demolished. He explained that these items were dumped there by the people that lived across the alley.  He stated that he understands that the ordinance states that he is responsible for his property, but he knows who is dumping the trash and while he has no proof he has no way of dealing with someone who is dumping trash on his property. He stated that outside of hiring his own private contractor they are stuck because most places won’t even accept some of the things that were left there. 
Mr. Denison stated that at one time the Street Department had a very liberal policy that they would pick up anything but once they moved to a private contractor the items that were picked up were limited but even then the Street Department continued to make routine yard waste pickups even though there is no fee paying for that service.  He stated that he understands his side of the situation and now he will allow to Mr. Teives to speak. 
Mr. Teives stated that he would agree that the items were probably dumped but the way the ordinance reads is that it is on his property and he is responsibility. He explained it would be nice if there was a place in New Albany for the citizens to dump but until that happens it is what it is. He stated that he went through the proper channels and gave notices and sent letters and he will check on the property easements where the tires are. He stated that unfortunately the property is secluded and will draw this behavior just like others in that area have and they have all been cited as well. 
Mr. Thompson stated that because they are so backed up with the work they have and picking up yard waste they had several neighborhood cleanups last year where the city put out dumpsters to allow the citizens and opportunity to throw out things that wouldn’t picked up by sanitation. 

Mr. Wimbec asked if he would be allowed to use those dumpsters since he is removed from those neighborhoods. 
Mr. Teives stated that his rental properties are in those areas so he would be able to use them. 

Mr. Wimbec stated that he had no idea that he would be allowed to use those because he thought it was limited to the immediate areas
Mr. Denison explained that the city offers this service in conjunction with these neighborhood associations but if they had someone willing to come and take care of a problem that was being addressed by Mr. Teives they would be more than willing to accommodate him. He stated that while he understands his position and would love to have a solution for him they have to enforce their ordinances. He asked Mr. Teives to make sure that he is addressing all problems in that neighborhood because it doesn’t sound like it is originating at his property. 
Mr. Wimbec stated that he didn’t come here thinking he would have this overturned but he wanted to raise some points and have some dialogue and this neighborhood is brought to the attention of the board. 

Mr. Teives stated that he would take care of the tires by Zack’s as part of a compromise if he takes care of the rest and he will work on the alley. 
Mrs. Wilkinson moved to uphold the ordinance violation order including the compromise of the clean-up between the city and Mr. Wimbec, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor. 
ADJOURN:
There being no further business before the board, the meeting adjourned at 10:38 a.m.
