SEWER ADJUSTMENTS:
Ms. Welsh stated that she had two sewer adjustments and explained that the customer had a robbery of his copper pipes on two of his properties. He submitted receipts for repairs but has not turned water service back on.  He has received one lien on one of the properties.  She added that one building has been tagged by the Building Commissioner as not livable.  

Mr. Lahanis asked if he has been paying his bill.

Ms. Welsh replied yes but he has received a lien for $628.00 which left him with a balance of $1,078.00 and the adjustment is in that amount of $564.00.  She also stated that if the board wants him to bring his account current before granting the adjustment, she would let him know.
Mr. Brinkworth asked if we know that he doesn’t have a basement tied to the sewer.

Ms. Welsh replied that it is a dirt floor.

Mr. Gary Brinkworth moved to table until his bill is brought current, Mr. Wilkinson seconded, all voted in favor.
Ms. Welsh stated that she wanted to let the board know that they did receive a check for lien payoff at the end of December in the amount of $516,199.82. She explained that $420,000.00 was sewer and the rest was stormwater and trash.

Item #3 - Sam Lahanis re: request for vacation carry over from Wastewater Utility Staff
Mr. Lahanis explained that some employees didn’t have a chance to take vacation so they would like to carry that vacation over.

Jacobs Creek Interceptor – There are three easement acquisitions that Mr. Fifer is

working on and he will contact Mr. Fifer regarding those. 
Wastewater Treatment Plant Storage Building – construction has started.
EPA Reduction Sampling - our request looked good and they are hoping to have that to

upper management this week and have approval in February.
